Roster: No additions to team roster after 1st game

Batting order: 1) You may bat the entire roster and substitute freely in pool play. (hormal reentry
and batting order rules apply) or 2) USA DP/FLEX/Extra player rules. Must adhere to USA
DP/FLEX/Extra player rules for bracket play.

Courtesy runners: Allowed for pitcher and/or catcher at any time - Rule 8, Section 10

Home Team: Coin Flip - Rule 5, Section 1

On Deck: Always on back side of batter

Game Length 75 minutes. New inning starts as soon as the last out of the previous inning.
Championship Game(s), 90 minutes or 7 innings.

. Pace of Play: 5 pitches 1st inning, 3 pitches the following innings (unless new pitcher) NO

INFIELD after 1st inning.

Official Scorer: Home team is the official Scorekeeper.

Pitching Limit: None

Pool Play games will end in a tie if time has expired

Pitching distance: 35 feet

Run Rule: 15 after 3 innings, 12 after 4 innings, 8 after 5 innings.(including championship game)
Tie Breakers in bracket play only: International tie break rules apply (last out placed on 2nd, with
no outs)

Dropped 3rd strike: In effect

Infield Fly: in effect

Helmets, facemask: NOCSAE certified are required.

Dugout: The team listed on the top of the bracket will have the first base dugout and is
responsible for running the scoreboard.

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No Metal Spikes allowed
