CHART 1: Identifying a Suspected Concussion – Steps and Responsibilities




Student:
Receives a jarring impact to the head, face, neck, or elsewhere on the body that transmits 
an impulsive force to the head (observed or reported), and the individual 
(e.g., teacher/coach/supervisor) responsible for that student suspects a concussion
Teacher/coach/supervisor: 
Check for Other Concussion Sign(s) and Symptoms(s) (e.g., Appendix C-2)
Teacher/coach/supervisor:
Contact parent/guardian and provide information on the incident and importance of monitoring for 24 hours. Provide Appendix C2 and C3. Inform principal/designate of the possible concussion event
Teacher/coach/supervisor: 
Stops student participation, initiates Emergency First Aid Response
Teacher/coach/supervisor:
Check for Red Flag Sign(s) and/or Symptom(s)
(e.g., Appendix C-2)
Student:
No concussion sign(s) 
and/or symptom(s) observed or reported 


Student:
May not resume physical activity and requires an urgent Medical Assessment 
Teacher/coach/supervisor: 
Follow Red Flag Procedure - Call 911
Student:
Concussion sign(s) and/or symptom(s) observed or reported 


Student:
Returns to school, but may not resume any physical activity for 24 hours
Teacher/coach/supervisor:
Contact parent/guardian and provide information on: the injury and the need to pick up student; student needs an urgent Medical Assessment.
Provide Appendix C-3 to document Medical Assessment.
Inform principal/designate of suspected concussion
Teacher/coach/supervisor:
Contact parent/guardian and provide information on the injury and name of hospital.
Inform principal of suspected concussion
Parent/guardian/school:
Continued monitoring for 
24 hours for delayed sign(s) and/or symptom(s)
Principal/designate informs school staff of suspected concussion
Parent/Guardian must report results of 24 hour monitoring. If sign(s) and/or symptom(s) emerge, student needs an urgent Medical Assessment as soon as possible that day 
Parent/Guardian must report results of 24 hour monitoring. If after 24 hours no sign(s) and/or symptom(s) emerge student is permitted to resume physical activity.  Medical Clearance not required
