e Please Be Prepared To Start At Least 30 Minutes Before Scheduled Game Time
e Due to Inclement Weather, Or Other Acts of God, a Complete Game is:
o 13U and Older: 4 innings (or 3 % if the Home Team is Ahead)
o 12U and Under: 3 innings (or 2 ¥ if the Home Team is Ahead)
o Half the Game Time Played May Also Constitute a Complete Game

e MUS Score Cards Will Be Utilized For All Games and MUST Be Signed After Each
Game

e 14U Will Play 60’ x 90° unless field inventory forces a different dimension to be
used.

e Pool Protection May Be Utilized at the Tournament’s Discretion.

e Tie-Breaker System: Outside the Championship Game, If A Bracket Game is Tied
After All Innings Have Been Completed, or the Time Limit Has Been Reached, the
Millard United Sports Tie-Breaker Rule Will Go Into Effect. Each Team Puts the
Batter Who’s Scheduled to Bat Last in the Inning on Second Base and Plays a Full
Inning of Regular Baseball. This Happens Until the Tie is Broken and the Game is
Complete; Pool Games MAY End In A Tie.

Line-Up Options
e Teams Will Have the Following Line-Up Options:
o Option 1: Nine (9) Player Line-Up
o Option 2: Ten (10) Player Line-Up Utilizing an Extra Hitter (EH)
o Option 3: Line-Up of all Present, Eligible, Uniformed Players (Bat the Roster)
o Use of a Designated Hitter (DH) is NOT Permitted.
e Notes for Options 1 and 2:
o All Starting Players May Be Removed and Re-Entered the Game Once, but
MUST Re-Enter in Their Original Position in The Batting Order.
o Once Removed From the Mound, A Pitcher May Not Return to the Mound.
o Non-Starters are NOT allowed to Re-Enter.
o Courtesy Runners:
= USSSA Rule 7.04.B Will Be Followed
e Modification: If The Last Out Is the Pitcher / Catcher, The
Subsequent Out May Be Utilized

e Notes for Option 3:
o IfaTeam Uses a “Bat the Roster” Option, All Players Other Than the Nine
(9) Defensive Position Players are EH’s and May Move Freely in Defensive
Positions.
o Pursuant to Rule 7.02.F, A Game May Start with Eight (8) Players Taking an
Out in the Ninth Spot of the Order, Any Player Arriving AETER the Game
has Begun Shall Be Added to the Bottom of The Batting Order.
o Once Removed From the Mound, A Pitcher May Not Return to the Mound.
o Courtesy Runners:
= USSSA Rule 7.04.B Will Be Followed
e Modification: If The Last Out Is the Pitcher / Catcher, The
Subsequent Out May Be Utilized
e If At Any Point a Team Falls Below The Number of Players Their Line-Up Started
With, Those Vacant Spots Will Be Considered Automatic Outs.

5. Coin Flip
