3. The	
  DYBSA	
  board	
  will	
  review	
  requests	
  and	
  follow	
  up	
  with	
  families 
individually.	
  	
  Additional	
  fees	
  may	
  be	
  required	
  if	
  and	
  when	
  the	
  movee up	
  
is approved.
