Coaching Staff Expectations

* Dress in shorts or wind pants; program/Under Armour t-shirt/sweatshirt. Be able to actively participate. 

* Wear Under Armour basketball shoes or Under Armour running shoes. 

* Wear a whistle. Blow it to stop an action. 

* Teach what we want taught - Pressure Man-to-Man Defense/High-Low Structured Motion and Continuity Ball Screen Offenses. Motivate and Analyze. If you don't understand, ask! We must be mentally involved in every second of practice.....Concentrate and Stay focused.....PLAYERS TAKE THEIR LEAD FROM US. 

* It is absolutely imperative that you teach and correct our young athletes. Refine, reteach, and develop those habits that fit into our offensive and defensive systems.

* Make teaching point(s) efficiently. Preferably short and concise. Make it for an individual or for the team. Work together. Feed off of each other's intensity. Avoid too many consecutive stops.....have a feel for keeping the practice moving. 

* Exclude energy and enthusiasm.....AGAIN PLAYERS TAKE THEIR LEAD FROM US. Moodiness is a destructive and contagious disease. No sitting or leaning. Stay active. Run the floor. Be loyal. Show some passion and pride for the program, game, and our kids! 

* Be picky about your preparation. Address details all the time. Know our teaching points, drills, and rotations. 

Anticipate what the mood will be, problems that might occur, certain players working together, problems with new concepts, etc... 

* Tell the players what you want them to do. Stay away from the word "don't" and negative phrases.....instead of "Don't turn the ball over!" try "Please take care of the basketball." 

* Do not allow players to bend over and put their hands on their knees. This is a sign of psychological battle. Be consistent with what you are telling players. If you are unsure of something you are going to say, don't say it. Talk about it and clarify it with the rest of the staff after practice. 

* We will meet as a STAFF AFTER EVERY PRACTICE/GAME IN THE COACHES OFFICE. This is our time to reflect on practice and talk about future plans. This is your time to give feedback. 

* We reap what we sow and get what we are willing to accept. We must set the tone each day, and approach each session with attention to detail, discipline, energy, focus, and intensity. Players assume our identity and look to us to lead. Let us lead like champions each day! 

* I expect you to keep me fully informed on our teams, most importantly, the players in our program. If you feel like something is important, chances are, so will I.
