Umpire Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) 

Who can apply to be an umpire?  Umpires for La Crescent Youth Ball (LYB) can be boys or girls who are 12 years old and older.  To apply, please submit an application and email to umpire coordinator, Ryan Jore, ryanjore9586@gmail.com. 
Umpire Pay Scale (per game) 
· $45 for adult umpires (age 21+)
· $40 adult umpires (age 18-20)
· $30 for 13U/14U games (15–17-year-olds). 
· $25 for all other games (12–14-year-olds)
**Umpires for AppleSmash tournament games receive a $5 pay increase per game. ** 
How often do umpires get paid?  Umpires are paid twice for regular season games.  Umpires will receive a check at the end of June and another check at the end of the season (July).  Umpires for AppleSmash tournaments are typically paid within a week of the tournament concluding. 
What days and times do umpires need to be available throughout the summer?  Umpires will be asked to specify when they are available to work.  Games are held Monday-Thursday at 5:30pm and/or 7:00pm at various fields in La Crescent, MN.
If an umpire is going to be absent or cannot umpire a scheduled game, what should they do?  If an umpire is unable to work a scheduled game, they should immediately decline the assignment in Assignr (Umpiring managing app) and text the umpire coordinator.  If you are declining a game, there should be at least a 24-hour notice.  You will also be encouraged to find your replacement.  
Everyone will have a list of contacts of all other umpires.  If attendance for an umpire becomes an issue (repeated unexcused absences) then a course of action will be taken by the Umpire Coordinator or an LYB board member. No-showing a game without warning will put you at the bottom of the list to be used for future games and could be grounds for dismissal from umpiring.  
What type of training is provided to become an umpire?  All youth ball umpires are required to attend the umpire clinic.  The clinic (course) is generally held towards the end of the school year on Eagle Field 1 by the high school.  If an umpire is unable to attend the clinic (course), they must contact the Umpire Coordinator immediately.

Does it cost anything to attend the umpire clinic (course)?  No, the clinic/course is free.

Can umpires work at both baseball and softball games?  Umpires are encouraged to work both softball and baseball games to develop their skills.
What kind of equipment is provided?  LYB will provide each umpire with a blue shirt, blue hat, and umpire clicker.  LYB also provides shin guards and an umpire mask.  Umpires are required to wear tennis shoes (no Crocs or sandals). Males are encouraged to wear a protective cup.
