1. Tami called the meeting to order at 7:02pm.  We welcomed Kari Lubbers to the group.  Kari has been a great help with the uniforms.  
2. Meeting minutes: Rochelle made a motion to accept the 5/16/17 minutes.  Sandy seconded.  Motion passed. 
3. Director’s Report: The directors were very happy with how the Dew Days parade went.  They will be meeting to discuss all the volunteer needs for the upcoming season.  
4. Treasurer’s Report:  Rochelle-We have approximately $41430.88 in our account.  The color guard is requesting an additional $160 on top of their budget to pay for flag poles.  Sue D. made a motion to approve the additional $160.  Bill seconded.  Motion passed.  
5. Fundraising Report:  
· Sue C.-Dakota Logo has changed their name to Urban Revival.  They still have the same phone number and are at the same location.  Sue is checking into when the new apparel will be available for sale on the website.  
· Dan J.-Tiger Scramble; Too date we have 5 full teams signed up and 9 sponsorships.  $1700 has already come in. Sponsorship packets (from student sections) are due June 30.  Dan, Mike, and Cheryl (golf parent) will be meeting soon to talk about volunteer needs and food for that day. Dan will look into purchasing a banner to welcome golfers to the scramble that could be used each year.  
· We’ve sold approximately 102 tumblers. 
6. DCI: August 1st-To date Sandy hasn’t heard anything from Minnesota Brass.  She plans to use the same budget as last year and will be using the leftover food from the Tiger Scramble before purchasing other food.  The anticipation is that the volunteer needs will be the same as last year. 
7. Uniforms:
· MB Essentials have been ordered and distributed.  There was one extra expense for storage bins. 
· Following the Dew Days parade we became aware that the saxophone straps left black marks on the uniforms.  Even though Rochelle was able to wash them out we discussed the need for a certain type of strap that the saxophone/bass clarinet students could use with the uniforms.  The approximate cost per strap would be $15.  Sue C. made a motion to spend up to $200 on performance neck straps.  Sandy seconded.  Motion passed.  
· Volunteers will be needed for pictures on August 1st to help with the uniforms.  
· Rochelle requested the purchase of 3 pairs of pants to fit a few students better.  Bill made a motion to approve the purchase.  Sandy seconded.  Motion passed. 
8. Marching Band Updates: 
· Props-Dean will be meeting with Erin and Brad again soon to discuss ideas. 
· Band camp meals-Heidi and Sue will work on figuring out cost for the meals; trying to keep it as low as possible.  It was discussed that we would absorb the cost of using PayPal and Sign Up Genius for the meals.   
· Roger and Bill are working on the frontline PA system. 
· Ben is in the process of getting a new parade banner. 
· It was suggested that volunteers for parades have a few directions on where to stand and walk with the band.
9. Tiger Fan Club Report: Sue D.-
· Two of the four scholarships given out went to band students Jacob Zakoski and Genevieve Sheehan. They each received $500.  
· Work continues on having a pull-tab fundraiser.
