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Emergency Action Plan 

CD PANTHERS
Purpose:  

The purpose of this Emergency Action Plan is to establish procedures for safely and effectively managing an emergency event for the Judkins Park Playfield.  All coaches and volunteers are expected to follow the procedures outlined in this plan to ensure that players, parents, and spectators are protected from any further harm during an emergency.  
Scope: 

This Emergency Action Plan covers those designated actions coaches and volunteers must take to ensure parent and spectator safety from fire and other emergencies.  This plan includes emergency escape procedures and emergency escape route assignments; procedures for volunteers who have to stay; procedures to account for volunteers after emergency evacuation has been completed; rescue and medical duties for those volunteers who are to perform them; the preferred means of emergencies; and individuals who can be contacted for further information about the plan.  
I. Responsibility

B. Responsibilities of the Emergency Response Team

The goal of the Emergency Response Team is to assist in the orderly evacuation of volunteers and consumers from a building or area during an emergency or assist with shelter in place procedures if warranted. The duties of the Response Team are as follows:

· Be familiar with the content of this plan.
· Alert coaches of emergency situations. 
· Ensure that coaches and players are appropriately evacuating area based on the escape route assignments (see diagrams in attachment A). 

· Assist in the evacuation of parents and spectators with disabilities during emergency situations, or altering security, fire, and police personnel of the last known location of the individuals. 
· Perform medical duties as necessary to volunteers and spectators during emergency situations. 

· If instructed, account for all coaches and players at the designated meeting location(s). 

The list of the Primary and Secondary Responders is in attachment B.

C. Training

Emergency Response Team members will be trained and made aware of their duties so that they can assist in the safe and orderly emergency evacuation of volunteers.  They shall be made aware of their responsibilities under this plan:
· Initially when the plan is developed.
· Whenever the volunteer’s responsibility under the plan changes, and

· Whenever the plan is changed

D. Responsibilities of the Volunteers 

The success of this Emergency Action Plan in times of emergencies hinges on volunteers knowing the procedures outlined in this plan and acting upon them in an appropriate manner. 
Before an emergency, volunteers shall:

· Become familiar with the contents of this plan to include who to report emergencies to, the assigned evacuation routes for the field, and the designated meeting locations. 

· Actively participate in emergency drills and treat them as if they are real. 

During an emergency: 

· Assist an Emergency Response Team member if asked. 
· Listen and wait for directions on how and when to evacuate the field from emergency response team members, security, police, or fire personnel.  
· Report any emergencies such as a firearm threat or threats of violence to the current President and or current Vice President first and immediately. 
· Follow the assigned escape route procedures. 

· Report immediately to your designated meeting location upon evacuating the field. Do not take any side trips. 
· Never go back onto the field to retrieve personal belongings. 

II. Reporting Emergencies

A.
Report fire or other emergencies immediately to the responsible person(s) listed above. When warranted, call 911 (9-911 if in a county facility). Be prepared to provide the responder with the nature and location of the emergency. Our address is:

The Seattle Parks Department Duty Officer shall also be contacted by calling the radio pager at (206) 982-4583 to advise them of the situation and for further assistance. 

IV.
Evacuation Route and Assembly Area Map/First Aid Kits
A. Evacuation Routes and Maps

The evacuation routes and assembly area maps will be kept by all coaches. Volunteers are to become familiar with all evacuation routes and their assembly point. See attachment A for evacuation map. 
B. Location of First Aid Kits

As noted on the evacuation maps, the First Aid Kits are located:




At the concession stand during practices 



At the cheer tent during games

C. Designated Meeting Locations 

Once players have evacuated the field, they must meet check in with Emergency Area Coordinator who will be accounting for individuals.  Those players who do not show up to the designated meeting location will be presumed to still be on the field and the Emergency Response Team will be notified of their absence immediately.  
V. Serious Injury

a. Check the scene and the victim to determine the danger potential and the extent of the injury. Do not move a seriously injured victim unless there is an immediate danger such gunfire or riot. If you must move the victim, do it as quickly and carefully as possible. If there is no immediate danger, do not move the victim and advise the bystanders the victim is not to be moved.
b. Call 911 (9-911 if in a county facility) immediately if the victim is unconscious. Additionally, you should call for an ambulance if the victim has trouble breathing or is breathing in a strange way; has pressure or pain in the chest or abdomen; is bleeding severely; has slurred speech; appears to have been poisoned; has injuries to the head, neck, or back; or has possible broken bones. 
c. Keep the victim calm and as comfortable as possible. Administer CPR or First Aid if you have been trained in those areas (A list of these volunteers is included at the end of this document). A First Aid kit should be used, and precautions should be taken to minimize exposure to blood and other bodily fluids. Remain with the victim until emergency services personnel and Security arrive.
