
FAQ about Dibs 

 

Do I have to do Dibs if it’s our first year of hockey? Yes, first year hockey families are required to 
do 4 Dibs for their first season. 

 

If I have more than one kid in hockey, do I have to do 10 Dibs per kid? No, families are only 
required to do 10 Dibs per family. 

 

Are there enough Dibs to go around for everyone in our association? Yes, there are plenty of 
opportunities for everyone to complete their Dibs. 

 

How many Dibs do I get if I’m a Team Manager, Scheduler, or Coach? You fulfill all 10 Dibs by being 
a Team Manager, Scheduler, or Coach. 

 

If I do more than 10 Dibs, can it carry over to next season? No, Dibs are only to be worked during 
the season for that season. On rare occasions we have made exceptions for unforeseen 
circumstances but must be approved by WFHA. 

 

If I have completed Dibs before the season starts and end up getting by Dibs fulfilled by being a 
Team Manager or Coach, can I donate my extra Dibs to another person? Yes, with approval from 
WFHA. 

 

Will I get billed for uncompleted Dibs? Yes, if you do not make an effort to volunteer during the 
season you will be billed for uncompleted Dibs.
