- U6/US8 field set-up: Can set-up field numbering flags Friday evening if you want...Goals and Bags
can be placed Saturday before games.
o Do not use Yellow Stakes to secure Kwik Goals...doing so can damage them when the
kids pull or run into them. Better they're unsecured.

- U10/U12 Fields:
o Goals are staked in and are to remain in place after games. They are far enough removed from
the sideline of the 11v11 (white lines) field that they do not need to be moved for any reason.

- Kratz (Drew @ 502-550-1503) should have uniforms delivered by 9/12.
o Coaching shirts for new coaches will be available by 9/12 game day

- Lock Combinations:
o Small gate by HVAC = 9839 (Do not open this one on game day)

Double Gate Entry = 9839
Small Gate separating grass fields Turf Field = 5424 (Do not open this one on game day)
Gate on former playland = 6408
Locks on small goals inside play area — keys are hanging inside Concession Stand door
