1.  We opened with a coach from each age group recapping their seasons.  We had some great successes this year and are really enjoying watching our association grow and develop.  We sincerely thank all of our coaches for the hours and sacrifices they make for our players!
2. Judi Van Berkel, our treasurer, provided us with a financial report.  She reviewed areas where our income comes from with a majority being in registrations fees and the other large chunk being fundraising.  As much as we all “love” fundraising it is necessary when you see how big of a contributor it is to our income. She also reviewed our expenses which a majority of our expense is on ice time….shocking 😊  We still have some expenses coming in so the budget isn’t finalized for the year but she does expect us to finish the year with a surplus.  Ending each year with a surplus is important so in the future we have funds to help to contribute to lets say a 2nd rink, sound system or any other needs the rink may need assistance with.
3. Registration will be moved slightly earlier this coming summer.  We plan to have registration online open and ready by July 1st and will leave it open until July 30th.  We chose to move it up so we can more effectively plan for the season knowing how many players are returning helps us plan practices, team sizes/splits if needed, ice time and we can also advise the league of how many teams will be in each division which helps them plan and make league schedules.
4. Our coaching director, Dave Vander Werf, presented an opportunity we will be bringing to SCHA on November 15-18 which is the Laura Stamm Power Skating Clinic.
