2023 IIHF WOMEN'S WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP

The U.S. Women's National Team is one of 10 teams comﬁeting at the
2023 International Ice Hockey Federation Women's World Championship
from April 5-16 in Brampton, Ontario.

The tournament features ten teams divided into two groups of five. Team
USA is competing in Group A alongside, Canada, Czechia, Switzerland
and Japan. Group B includes Finland, Sweden, Germany, Hungary
and France. Each group will play a single round-robin series before the
playoff round.

All five teams from Group A and the top three teams from Group B
advance to the playoff rounds. Winners of the quarterfinals advance. The
two semifinal winners will play in the gold medal game, while the two
semifinal losers will play for bronze.

QUICK SHOTS

TODAY'S MATCH UP

Today's game marks the gold medal game of the 2023 IIHF Women's
World Championship, with the U.S. facing off against the host country
Canada. The U.S. defeated Czechia, 9-1, in the semifinals and Germany,
3-0, in the quarterfinals to reach the gold medal game.

AGAINST CANADA...

Today's game is the 34th all-time meeting between Team USA and
Canada and the 21st time the two teams have met in the gold medal
game. The U.S." all-time record against Canada in WWC play is 12-4-7-10
(W-OTW-OTL-L).

LAST TIME AGAINST CANADA

The U.S. and Canada last met in the final preliminary round game at the
Women's World Championship. Amanda Kessel (Madison, Wis.) tied
the game at 3-3 with 3.4 seconds remaining in the third period, before
ultimately falling to Canada 4-3 in the shootout.

IN THE GOLD MEDAL GAME

The U.S. holds a 4-5-4-8 (W-OTW-OTL-L) in Women's World
Championship Gold Medal Games. Team USA last won gold at Women's
Worlds during the 2019 WWC following a 2-1 (SO) victory over Finland.
The U.S. holds a 0-3-1-1 (W-OTW-OTL-L) record in the last five WWC
gold medal games.

22-STRAIGHT GOLD MEDAL GAME APPEARANCES

Team USA has appeared in an unprecedented 22-straight gold medal
games in Women's Worlds competition, reaching the championship
game in every WWC staged.

TEAM USA'S TOP THREE PLAYERS

Caroline Harvey (Salem, N.H.), Taylor Heise (Lake City, Minn.) and
Hilary Knight (Sun Valley, Idaho) were named Team USA's three best
players of the tournament. Harvey leads the tournament with 12 points
(8G, 9A), with Heise second in the tournament with 11 points (1G, 10A).
Knight sits third in goals with five.

KNIGHT NEARING 100 WWG POINTS

Hilary Knight (Sun Valley, Idaho) is two points away from becoming
the first person to ever hit 100 points in Women's Worlds history. She
currently sits at 98 career points, with 58 goals and 40 assists. She has
nine points (5G, 4A) this tournament.

2024 WWG SITE TO BE ANNOUNGED SUNDAY

The host location of the 2024 IIHF Women's World Championship is set
to be announced on Sunday afternoon prior to the Bronze Medal Game.
USA Hockey is set to host next year's tournament. It'll be the first WWC
held in the U.S. since 2017.

WOMEN'S WORLDS SUGCESS

The U.S. has earned gold or silver in every IIHF Women's World
Championship since the inception of the event in 1990. The U.S. has
made the title game in all 21 tournaments staged.

WWC Series vs. Switzerland: 11-0-0-0 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

LAST WWC MEETING: APRIL 7, 2023  USA 9, SUI 1: Abbey Murphy tallied the
U.S.' first goal just seven seconds in to the game, as Team USA used a four-
goal first period to jump start its 9-1 victory. Abby Roque added four points
(1G, 3A) and Taylor Heise (3A), Cayla Barnes (1G, 2A) and Murphy (1G, 2A)
put three points on the board in the victory. Nicole Hensley made 12 saves
in the winning effort.

WWC Series vs. Gzechia: 2-0-0-0-0 (W-OTW-OTL-L-T)

LAST WWC MEETING: APRIL 9, 2023  USA 6, CZE 2: Team USA tallied five
unanswered goals to top Czechia 6-2 in its third preliminary round game.
Midway through the first, Czechia pulled ahead 2-1. Hayley Scamurra tied
the game heading into the first intermission, before Lacey Eden recorded
the game-winner early in the second. Caroline Harvey recorded a multi-
point game as Aerin Frankel made 22 saves in the victory.

WWC Series vs. Japan: 5-0-0-0 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

LAST WWC MEETING: APRIL 5, 2023 ¢ USA 7, JPN 1: Despite falling behind 1-0
early in the first, the U.S. tallied seven unanswered goals to top Japan 7-1
in the opening game of the 2023 IIHF Women's World Championship. Alex
Carpenter (2G, 1A) and Hilary Knight (1G, 2A) both recorded three points,
as 12 different players tallied at least a point. Aerin Frankel stopped 12
shots in net.

WWC Series vs. Canada: 12-4-7-10 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

LAST WWC MEETING: APRIL 10, 2023  USA 3, CAN 4 (S0) : Amanda Kessel tied
the game at 3-3 with 3.4 seconds remaining in the third period in Team USA's
final preliminary-round game, before ultimately falling to Canada 4-3 in the
shootout. The U.S. scored two goals in the last minute of the game to force
overtime and then a shootout. Jamie Lee Rattray tallied the game-winner in
the ninth round to end the game. Aerin Frankel made 33 saves in net.

0f Note: The U.S. never played in a quarterfinal contest at an IIHF Women's World
Championship event, having earned a bye to the semifinal round in all previous
competitions, until the tournament was reformatted in 2019. Team USA is a
perfect 4-0 in quarterfinals since. Team USA has outscored opponents 27-3 in
the quarterfinals.

U.S. All-Time in WWC Semifinals: 17-0-0-1-1 (W-OTW-OTL-L-T)

0f Note: The U.S. has only fallen once in the semifinal round of the WWC and that
was against Canada on April 10, 2009. Despite a 33-save effort by Molly Schaus,
the U.S. was edged by its northern rival, 2-1. Because the U.S. had already
earned a bid into the gold-medal game, the loss did not eliminate the team. Team
USA went on to claim gold against Canada two days later, winning 4-1.

U.S. All-Time in WWC Medal Games: 4-5-4-8 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

Of Note: The U.S. has faced Canada in 20 of the last 21 medal games they
have played in, having played for gold in every WWC in history. In 2019, the
U.S. faced Finland for gold, winning that game 2-1 in a shootout.

Knight has led Team USA
to gold eight times (2008, 2009, 2011, 2013, 2015, 2016, 2017, 2019) and
silver four times (2007, 2012, 2021, 2022).

8TH APPEARANGE FOR CARPENTER

Forward Alex Carpenter is playing in her eighth IIHF Women's World
Championship, tying Brianna Decker, Natalie Darwitz, Shelley Looney,
Jessie Vetter and Meghan Duggan for fourth-most in USA Hockey history.

YOUTH MOVEMENT
Ten players on the roster have birth years of 2000 or later, with six of those
ten born in either 2002, 2003 or 2004.

TWO GENERATIONS

The age gap between the oldest player on Team USA and the youngest
player on the U.S. squad is 15 years. Hilary Knight, 33, born July 12, 1989
is the oldest player on the roster, while Tessa Janecke, 18, born May 12,
2004 is the youngest player on the rooster.

TEAM TIDBITS

COLLEGE CONNECTION

All 25 athletes on the Team USA roster have competed or are currently
competing as women's hockey student-athletes at a U.S. college or
university. The University of Wisconsin leads the way with six athletes,
while the University of Minnesota has five representatives. Boston College
has three, while Northeastern, Ohio State and Clarkson all have two.
Cornell, Harvard, Lindenwood, Minnesota Duluth and Penn State all have
one athlete. Eleven different schools have representation on the team.

The Coppell, Texas, native is second
only to Ellen Weinberg of Dallas, Texas, who represented the United States
at the 1992 IIHF Women's World Championship in Finland.

2023 U.S. WOMEN'S NATIONAL TEAM STAFF

JOHN WROBLEWSKI, HEAD COACH )

John Wroblewski is serving as the head coach of the U.S. Women's National Team
for the 2022-23 season following taking the helm at the 2022 IIHF Women's World
Championship, where he led the U.S. to a silver medal.

Wroblewski joined the U.S. Women's National Team following two years (2020-222 as

the head coach of the Ontario (Calif.) Reign, the AHL affiliate of the LA Kings, and four

Eeasons (2016-20) as the bench boss of the USA Hockey National Team Development
rogram.

Over his four years with the NTDP, the program reached its first USHL playoff berth
since 2012 and finished top-three in all 12 international tournaments played. He led
his team to 33-consecutive international victories from 2016-18, and also oversaw the
development of 29 NHL Draft picks, including Jack Hughes, who was selected first
overall by the New Jersey Devils in 2019.

At the IIHF level, Wroblewski guided the U.S. Under-18 Men's National Team twice,
resulting in a gold in 2017 and bronze in 2019.

The Neenah, Wisconsin, native began his coaching career as an intern assistant coach
with the NTDP and was promoted fo a full-time assistant coach the following season, a
position he held from 2008-10.

Wroblewski, a player on the inaugural NTDP roster in 1997, skated four years with
the University of Notre Dame (1999-2003). He went on to play four years (2003-07
professionally with the ECHL’s Fresno Falcons, recording 125 points (65-60) in 27
career games.

JOSH SCIBA, ASSISTANT COACH

Josh Sciba is reprising his role on the U.S. Women's National Team staff
during the 2022-23 season, after serving in the same capacity at the 2022
IIHF Women's World Championship.

As an assistant coach, Sciba helped lead the U.S. Under-18 Women's
National Team to a gold medal at the 2022 IIHF Under-18 Women's
World Championship, after serving in the same capacity for the 2019 U.S.
Under-18 Women's National Team.

Sciba is currently the head coach of the Union College women's ice hockey
team, a role he has served in for the past six seasons.

As a player, Sciba was a member of the USA Hockey National Team
Development Program from 2001-03, prior to playing four years at the
University of Notre Dame.

BRENT HILL, ASSISTANT COACH

Brent Hill is making his debut as an assistant coach for the U.S.
Women's National Team on the international stage having served as an
assistant coach during the 2022-23 Rivalry Series.

Hill is currently serving as an assistant coach of the Quinnipiac Women'
Ice Hockey team, a role he's held for the last two seasons.

Hill was on the bench as an assistant coach for the 2015 U.S. Under-18
Women's World Championship, leading the squad to a gold medal at
the 2015 IIHF Under-18 Women's World Championship.

Prior to Quinnipiac, Hill spent four seasons at the helm of Bishop
Kearny Selects Academy, following a season as an assistant coach at
Merrimack University and four seasons as an assistant coach at RPI.

SHARI DICKERMAN, ASSISTANT COACH

Shari Dickerman is making her debut as an assistant coach for the U.S.
Women's National Team on the international stage having served as an
assistant coach during the 2022-23 Rivalry Series.

Dickerman, an assistant coach at Minnesota State University, previously
served as assistant coach of the 2022 U.S. Collegiate Women's Select
Team, that competed at the 2022 Collegiate Series against Canada in
August.

Prior to her appointment to the USA Hockey staff, Dickerman served as
an evaluator at numerous USA Hockey camps.

A member of the Mavericks staff since 2009, Dickerman has helped
lead Minnesota State for the last 13 seasons.

As a player, Dickerman was an All-American goaltender for the
Mavericks.

ALLI ALTMANN, GOALTENDING COACH

Alli Altmann returns as the goaltending coach of the U.S. Women's
National Team after serving on the silver medal-winning staff of the
2021 and 2022 U.S. Women's National Team that both took silver at the
Women's World Championship.
