Scored Goal: Players must tag up; all players must tag up before any attacking player re-enters
the zone

Puck Frozen by Goalie: Offensive players must clear the zone (behind the blue line) before
attacking; all players must tag up before any attacking player re-enters the zone

Penalties will result in a “penalty shot”

o USA Hockey rules apply, All players line up 10' behind the tag up line, once the shooter
touches the puck they can leave. The Shooter can pass the puck; the puck can be taken
from a player that has come from behind. If the shooter shoots the puck, the shooter
cannot shoot the puck on net again until another player touches it. No rebound.

Line changes differ between Level 3 and 4

o Level 3: Buzzer every 1:30 (players must leave puck where it is and skate off the ice; first
infraction is a warning, second results in a penalty shot)

o Level 4: All changes will be on the fly
