CT State Committee Meeting
June 13, 2018

I. Roll Call and Welcome
Laurie DeFrancesco, Pat Panichas, Gina D’Ambrosio, Lorraine Duffy, Maureen Chagnon, Bonnie Butsch, Brock Freehling, Maureen Pokorny, Mark Sorrentino, Kasey Fillmore (video), Erin Fascendini, Russ Connelly, Kathy Bielert

CGA has been selected as the State Club of the Year. They have also been chosen as the Regional Club of the Year. 
Next year we will be adding an XCEL Club of the Year (2019). Bonnie and Russ will put together criteria for XCEL Club of the Year.
We will not award a State service award this year due to the fact that there is no Regional Congress.

II. 2016-17 Competition Review
Laurie reported that CT won over 30 medals (7 Gold) at Level 9Easterns &2 medals at JO Nationals. The Level 8’s won the Super Team! The Level 7’s placed 3rd. At Xcel Regionals, CT teams placed in the top 3 for every Level.

The committee discussed the running of all State meets this past season, and agreed to again host the Level 7-10 State meetsat the University of New Haven. It was noted that better signage, more chairs, and food for volunteers will be addressed.

III. 2018-19 CT Competitions
1. USAG Meet Reservation System
The USAGMeet Reservation System is required for all state meets. Clubs should enter their athletes and coaches online. However, this does not guarantee on time entry into the State meets. In addition to the online reservation, payment must be sent to the host before the deadlines. Clubs should update the online info if it changes. 

The committee discussed the current Admission and Entry Fees.
2. Admission Fees
The following guidelines will be used for admission fees:
The State Committee discourages the charging of admission fees for local meets that are held at in-gym facilities. If they are charged, there should be comfortable and adequate seating (a chair) for each spectator. 

For in gym Local Meets, the maximum fee should be $5.00 per adult, $3.00 for Seniors (62+) and Students (5-17) with children 4 and under free.

For in gym Theme Meets, or in gym State Cups the maximum fee should be $8.00 per adult, $5.00 for Seniors (62+) and Students (5-17) with children 4 and under free.

For CT State Meets, the admission fees are $10.00 per adult, $5.00 for Seniors (62+) and Students (5-17) with children under 4 free.

Reminders of these fees should be included in the pre-meet information. 
Invitationals should include Admission Fee Information in their original mailing.

3. Recommendation to increase Local Meet Fees for XCEL Bronze - Diamond and Compulsory Levels 3-5 to $35.00 and to increase Local Meet Fees for Optional Levels 6-10 to $40.

8. Senior Recognition
A subcommittee (M. Porkorny, G. D’Ambrosio, & M. Chagnon) has been formed to put together a few bullet points to be used at State Meets for Senior Recognition speeches to cut down on the time being spent during awards.

IV. Clinics
1. The Committee set September 15th(National Gymnastics Day) as the date for our State Beginner Optional & XCEL Gold, Platinum, and Diamond Clinic. The Clinic will be held at Farmington Valley Gymnastics.

2. The 7/8 Regional Team Workoutwill be on Wednesday March 27, 2019. Site TBD.

3. CT State Training Camp – The committee discussed the possibility of holding a Level 7-10 Training Camp. More research will be done to determine if this is possible for this year.


V. New Rules  -  Review May JO/WTC minutes
There are many new rules outlined in the new JO Code. The committee reviewed some of the highlights: Level 10 bonus, vault and bar warm up times, composition deductions, and many more. Everyone should review these carefully.

There are several new rules in effect. Meet refs may face a $100 fine if they fail to note any sanction violations on the sanction.

Video review is going to beexpanded to allow more instances of implementationat state meets and above.

If an athlete is within one tenth of the qualifying score to Level 9/10 Regionals, an inquiry is allowed on the lowest event only.See May JO/WTC Minutes and R&P

If an athlete begins, but doesn’t complete her last event at a State Meet, she maybe eligible petition to 9/10 Regionals if her first three events total  ¾ of the petition score (26.25 for a 35.00 AA).  She still must meet the other criteria to petition as listed in R&P.

VI. Finances
1. The state account balance as of 6/8/18 is $64,494.28.  There are still some outstanding apparel bills.

2. The committee discussed coming up with a criteria for the amount of Coach’s apparel a club will receive for free. There was some discussion about perhaps using a clubs volunteer record at state meets as an incentive. More research will be done on this subject.

3. State Medals - State meet directors are now going to order their own medals to be delivered to them directly instead of going through Laurie.

4. Laurie Scanlon scholarship – the committee discussed the possibilityof contributing to the Laurie Scanlon scholarship which is given to deserving, graduating Seniors each year.

VII. Hall of Fame and State Champions Banquet

VIII. 2018-19 Calendar

A subcommittee of Brock, Russ, Gina, Maureen P. and Laurie will look into this possibility for next year 2020. The membership will be polled to get their input. One possibility discussed was to combine Level 4,5, and 6.

The website will also be updated with new changes to ourConnecticut Rules and Policies. The committee will go over where things are located on the website at the State Meeting on September 15.

The committee discussed the possibility of adding Level 2 meets to the State Calendar. More research will be done into this matter.

The committee also discussed the procedure clubs should follow when gymnasts switch gyms. It is strongly suggested that the new club contact the old club to be sure that there are no outstanding balances.
