1. There is a rake next to the equipment box at each of the Feeley Fields. Before each game or practice, please ask one of the parents or coaches to rake the field a bit, particularly around the bases and pitching rubber. This will help keep the soil loose and (hopefully) help keep the weeds in check.

2. There is a tape measurer in one of the equipment boxes at each of the Feeley fields. Please use this prior to each game to ensure that the pitching rubber is the correct distance away from home plate. You measure from the back point of home plate to the front edge of the pitching rubber. The correct distances are: Seniors (U14) -- 43 feet; Intermediates (U12) -- 40 feet; Juniors (U10) 35 feet. The pitching rubber at Upper Feeley is permanently installed at 43 feet and the rubber at Lower Feeley # 1 is currently at 40 feet. The bases are all permanently installed at the correct distance of 60 feet apart. Minor league teams should use the temporary bases and move them in about 5 or 10 feet (you can use your judgment on this.)

3. There is a lining machine, lining chalk, base measuring line, pitchers' circle line and batters' box template in the shed. If you would like to line your field before each game, please feel free to do so. I recommend that the home team ask a parent to be in charge of this. There are many coaches who know how this equipment works and can give you a quick tutorial.
