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Articles of Incorporation Of Farmington High School Boys Hockey Club, Inc.

The undersigned incorporators are individuals 18 years if age or older and adopt the following articles of incorporation to form a nonprofit corporation (Chapter 317A)

Article I: Name

The name of the corporation is Farmington High School Boys Hockey Booster Club, Inc.

Article II: Registered Office

The principal office of the corporation is located at [Establish PO Box], Farmington, MN 55024.

Article III: Purpose

The (FHS) Farmington High School Hockey Booster Club, Inc. is organized exclusively for charitable and educational purposes under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code. The specific purposes of the corporation are:

1. To support and promote the boys high school hockey program at Farmington High School.

2. To encourage and develop the ideals of good sportsmanship, team play, and physical fitness.

3. To provide financial assistance and resources to the hockey program.

4. To engage in other activities that are in furtherance of the corporation’s exempt purposes as set forth in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Article IV: Non-Profit Nature

This corporation is organized and shall be operated exclusively as a non-profit organization. No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article III.

Article V: Membership

1. The corporation shall have no members. 

2. The business and affairs of the corporation shall be managed by its Board of Directors.   No director shall have any right, title or interest in or to any property of the corporation.

3. Any action required or permitted to be taken at a meeting of the board of directors may be taken by written actions signed by the number of board members that would be required to take the same actions at a meeting of the board at which all board members were present. 

Article VI: Board of Directors

The number of directors of the corporation shall be set forth in the Bylaws of the corporation. The initial Board of Directors shall consist of the following individuals:

Executives and Directors shall be elected and hold office in accordance with the Bylaws of the corporation.

Article VII: Duration

The duration of the corporate existence shall be perpetual.

Article VIII: Dissolution

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for a public purpose. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by a court of competent jurisdiction in the county in which the principal office of the corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

The name of this organization is the Farmington Boys Hockey Booster Club, referred to as the “Booster Club.”   As a member club of the Tiger Fan Club (TFC), the Booster Club operates as a non-profit, tax-exempt organization in accordance with Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

[bookmark: _9r0uwmos7ha1]Article II. Purpose/Mission

The Booster Club formed for the purpose of promoting hockey at the high school level and supporting the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program, its student athletes, their families and the coaches.

Mission Statement: The Booster Club’s mission is for the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program to be successful, to gain respect throughout the hockey community, and to support a high-caliber hockey program for our student athletes that serves as a source of pride for our community through the promotion of sportsmanship and citizenship and aiding the players in their physical and mental development.



Core Values:

· To promote competitive hockey at Farmington High School within the rules and regulations of the Minnesota State High School League.

· To encourage team sportsmanship, pride and unity within the Farmington High School Boys Hockey Program with enthusiasm and a positive attitude, to treat people with respect, on and off the ice, to ensure our actions reflect discipline, and to develop a family culture through our commitments to each other.

· To cultivate physical fitness, school spirit, academic excellence, leadership, community service and individual character for the members of the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program.

· To publicize the necessary information so that all those eligible to try out for and to play for the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program have the opportunity to do so.

· To provide a means of communication between the hockey coaching staff, parents and Farmington High School officials.

· To develop, lead, and manage programs and activities that will benefit the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program.

· To act within Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as now enacted or hereafter amended.

 

[bookmark: _am0f65imfgoe]Article III. Membership

Membership: Membership in the Booster Club will be open to any parent/guardian who has a child in, or a child trying out for the Farmington Boys High School Hockey program. Membership is an annual fee per player, and will be set by the Board of Directors at the August or September board meeting for the upcoming season. 

Booster Club membership is open to all individuals who are a parent or guardian of a Varsity or Junior Varsity (JV) player in good standing. Such membership entitles the member to attend and participate in stated meetings, and to one vote per player in the election of new Board of Directors at the annual meeting. Parent/Guardian Members are eligible to run for Board of Director positions. 



Guest Members – Individuals who have demonstrated an interest in the promotion of boys hockey at Farmington High School and are not a parent or guardian of a varsity or JV may verbally apply to be Guest Members. Such membership entitles the guest member to attend and participate in stated meetings of the Boosters Club, but has no voting rights and cannot run for Board of Director positions.  



The Farmington High School Boys Head Varsity Hockey Coach and the Athletic Director shall be granted guest membership and will act as liaisons between the Minnesota State High School League, Independent School District 192, Farmington High School and the Booster.



Booster Club Fee: A Booster Club fee will be determined annually by the Booster Club Board of Directors and paid for each player participating in the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program. Booster Club Fees are used to pay for items and activities that benefit the players, coaches and the Farmington Boys High School Hockey program eg. team apparel, team meals, transportation, tape and pucks, and team bonding activities.

Revocation: Booster Club membership may be revoked for conduct deemed detrimental to the mission of the Booster Club and the Farmington Boys High School Hockey program. Revocation will require a majority vote of the Board of Directors.  Detrimental activities can include, but are not limited to, actions found by the Board of Directors to be contrary to the purpose, mission, not-profit status or membership requirements as defined by these Bylaws.

[bookmark: _8hiwm2b066dh]Article IV. Board of Directors

The Board of Directors shall consist of the members defined below. Officers shall be elected by the general membership at the annual meeting and shall serve for a term of one year, with the exception the Vice President/President, who may, at their discretion, serve a two year term-one year as Vice President, one year as President; and the Treasurer, who may, at their discretion serve a two year term in order to train in a new Treasurer. A term may be renewed indefinitely under the advice and recommendation of at least two current members of the board.  Positions include: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Treasurer-in-training, and up to nine Directors at Large.

The Executive Committee will consist of the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. The Executive Committee shall serve as the administrative arm of the Booster Club in addition to their individual responsibilities.

President

· Is a voting member, a member of the Executive Committee and shall uphold the Bylaws of the Booster Club.

· Serves a one-year term as President and then one-year term as Past President if willing and at their discretion.

·  Sets agendas and presides at all meetings of the Booster Club general membership, Board of Directors and Executive Committee.

· Serves as an ex-officio member of all standing committees (such as Tiger Fan Club) and all committees created by the Booster Club; appoints committee chairpersons.

· Acts as a liaison between the Booster Club and the Farmington High School administration, the Farmington Youth Hockey Association, the Farmington Girls Hockey program and the community.

· Has authority to make an immediate decision, with the approval of the majority of the Board of Directors, in situations requiring immediate action in conjunction with the Farmington High School Boys Hockey Coach and Farmington High School Athletic Director.

· Coordinates the activities of the nomination committee for new board members.

· Acts as the Parliamentarian and Chairperson of any changes to the Bylaws.

· Broadly directs communication with the membership and the community at large, including but not limited to, emails and real-time updates to social media platforms.

· Supervises and manages business, using the powers and duties usually vested in the office of the president of a corporation.

· Works with the Treasurer to present an annual budget to the Board of Directors for approval.

· Has signature authority on all checks and disbursements, in all accounts.

· Has the power to make purchases on behalf of the Booster Club up to $250 without Board approval.

· Maintains detailed written information and materials essential for use in transition of this position to the succeeding board member.

 

Vice President

· Is a voting member, a member of the Executive Committee and shall uphold the Bylaws of the Booster Club.

· Serves a one-year term as Vice President and then a one-year term as President if willing and at their discretion.

· Performs all duties of the President in the absence of the President.

· Audits the Booster Club financials on a semi-annual basis.

· Has the power to make purchases on behalf of the Booster Club up to $250 without Board approval.

· Assists the President in all duties as directed in order to ensure a smooth transition of the position.

· Has signature authority on all checks and disbursements, in all accounts.

· Maintains detailed written information and materials essential for use in transition of this position to the succeeding board member.

Secretary

· Is a voting member, a member of the Executive Committee and shall uphold the Bylaws of the Booster Club.

· Keeps a record of all Booster Club general membership and Board of Directors meetings and presents minutes for approval.

· Maintains a copy of the Bylaws, including any amendments, of the Booster Club.

· Serves as the point person for all communications coming into and out of the Booster Club Board of Directors.

· Coordinates with the Webmaster to ensure all applicable documents are placed on the website in a timely manner, to ensure members can view them prior to the next planned meeting.

· Maintains detailed written information and materials essential for use in transition of this position to the succeeding board member.

 Treasurer and Treasurer-in-training

· Are voting members, members of the Executive Committee and shall uphold the Bylaws of the Booster Club.

· Have responsibility for all receipts and monies of the Booster Club.

· Deposit all monies received in the Booster Club's account at the designated financial institution.

· Disburse funds as approved by the President and/or Board of Directors.

· Keep an accurate account of receipts and expenditures.

·  Present a financial report to the Board of Directors at each meeting of the Booster Club.

· Understand and follow all protocols in place for transactions between the Booster Club and the Tiger Fan Club.

· Prepare an annual budget, in conjunction with the President for presentation to and approval by the Board of Directors.

· Act as the liaison with the designated financial institution regarding the Booster Club’s account.

· Manage the cash proceeds from fundraising events and prepare a financial summary for each event.

· Prepare a recap of the annual financials for presentation at the annual Booster Club meeting for the general membership.

· Maintain detailed written information and materials essential for use in transition of this position to the succeeding board member, and train the incoming Treasurer.

 

Director(s) At Large

· Is a voting member and shall uphold the Bylaws of the Booster Club.

· Serves as a liaison to the general membership.

· Serves as needed to fulfill Board roles and requirements and address overall organizational goals.

 

Attendance: It is the duty of all voting members to attend all Booster Club meetings.  Failure to attend two consecutive meetings without prior notification to the President may result in removal from a position by majority vote of the Executive Board.



The following roles will be assigned to members of the Board of Directors by the Executive Board annually following the annual meeting: Alumni Liaison,Apparel Coordinator, End of Season Banquet Coordinator, Farmington Youth Hockey Association Liaison, FHS Girls’ Program Liaison, Fundraising Coordinator, Game Day Programs Coordinator, Legacy Fund Development Coordinator, Photography Coordinator, Senior Night Coordinator, Social Media/Communications Coordinator, Team Building/Community Outreach Coordinator, Team Meal/Snack Coordinator, Tiger Fan Club liaison, Webmaster

The Booster Club will hold annual meetings of the general membership as well as monthly Board meetings.

 

Annual Meetings

Annual meetings of the general membership shall be held in March, as scheduled by the Booster Club Board of Directors for the purpose of electing Board members and receiving annual reports. Notice of the Annual Meeting will be communicated via email to all members of the Booster Club. Board nominations and reports will be made available via the Farmington Boys Hockey website prior to the meeting.

Monthly Meetings

Monthly Board meetings will occur as scheduled by the Booster Club President for the purpose of conducting general business and addressing organizational goals. Meetings will include a review of the minutes from the previous meeting, presentation of current financials, reports from active committees, a coach’s update when appropriate, and updates on old and new business. Meetings are open to the general membership and will be communicated via email and/or the Farmington Boys Hockey website to all members of the Booster Club.  Agendas will be made available via the Farmington Boys Hockey website prior to the meeting.  Meeting Minutes from past meetings will also be made available via the website.

 

Special Meetings

Special meetings may be called by a member of the Executive Committee to address specific concerns that require immediate attention. 

[bookmark: _kz3nf6t3wz9f]Article VI. Rules for Conducting Business (Monthly Board Meetings and Special Meetings)



The Booster Club membership requires members to demonstrate respect and appreciation for topics during all discussions and voting. Each voting member of the Board of Directors or the general Booster Club will have one vote. Any motion made at a meeting must be voted on, sent to committee for review and recommendation, or tabled for discussion. Voting may occur in person, via e-mail, teleconference or other communication deemed sufficient by the President. The following applies to monthly Board meetings and special meetings.



Quorum: A quorum consists of more than two-thirds of all voting members of the Booster Club Board of Directors. No official business may be acted on without a quorum. The President reserves the right to table all votes because of attendance.

Motion: A formal proposal that the Booster take some specific action. Motions are voted upon by those voting members in attendance at the meeting. Any Booster member in good standing can present a motion to the group.

Seconding: When a member presents a motion, their idea must be supported by another member. The supporting member “seconds” the motion to indicate their support. A motion cannot be voted upon unless it is seconded.

Tabling: A motion can be tabled if the group needs more time before voting on the motion. Tabling a motion suspends consideration until the group’s next formal meeting.

Discussion: After a motion is seconded, it should be discussed by the group. No member may speak for a second time until all members who wish to speak are heard once. During discussion, the motion may be amended by the “motioner.”

Call for a Vote: Once discussion is over, the President will repeat the motion, and then may call for a vote, send the motion to committee for review and recommendation, or table the motion for further discussion.

Vote: The President will tally the votes, if a majority of members vote in the affirmative, the motion passes. 



Ties: In the event of a tie, the motion fails. The President may allow for additional discussion of the issue during which the motion may be modified and introduced again or withdrawn.

The following applies to annual meeting elections.

 

Procedures



Positions on the Board of Directors of the Booster Club shall be elected by a simple majority of all members in attendance at the annual meeting in March of each year.

 

Tenures

· The President shall serve a one-year term as President and then transition into a one-year term as Past President if willing and at their discretion.

· The Vice President shall serve a one-year term as Vice President and then transition into a one-year term as President if willing and at their discretion.

· The Treasurer shall serve at least a two-year term – one year as Treasurer-in-training and one year as Treasurer if willing and at their discretion.

·  All other positions shall serve a one-year term.

·  All terms begin after the annual meeting in August.

· Officers may be nominated for and hold successive terms.

· A term may be renewed indefinitely under the advice and recommendation of at least two current members of the board.







 

Vacancies

· Vacancies within the Board of Directors occurring during the year shall be filled by an appointment made by the President with the approval of a majority vote of the remaining Board members.

· The electee shall remain in office for the duration of the unexpired term and may run for election in future terms.

 

Removal of a Board Member

· Any board member may be removed from their board position for failure to perform their duties as stated, unlawful acts affecting the Booster Club or any act to consciously misrepresent the mission and operation of the Booster Club by a unanimous decision of the Executive Board or by a majority of the voting members of the Board of Directors.

 

Exclusions

· School Board members, Athletic Directors and any ISD 192 hockey coaches are excluded from holding a voting seat.

· No one person can hold more than one officer position in the Booster Club.

· All officers shall serve without compensation.

· Any monies raised by the Booster Club shall be held in a separate account and shall be used to fund programs and activities in support of the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program.

· Booster Club financial reports will be made available, upon request, for review by any contribution-paying member of the Booster Club.

· Monies raised by, for, or in the name of Booster Club sponsorship, become the property of the organization.

· The Board will recommend an annual fundraising target for the benefit of the Farmington High School Hockey program.

· The Treasurer shall submit a detailed summary of expenditures and income to the Board on a monthly basis.

· The Booster Club may authorize, by consensus, any Board member or designee to enter into a contract in collaboration and under the guidance and approval of the Farmington High School Athletic Director on behalf of the Booster Club.

· The Board may accept, on behalf of the Booster Club, any contribution, gift or bequest for the general purpose or for any special purpose of the Booster Club.

· Expenses greater than $250 must be pre-approved by the Board.

· A semi-annual audit of the Booster Club financials will be performed within the months of July and January, and reported on by the Vice President.

The fiscal year of the Booster Club runs from August 1 through July 31.

Any portion of this document which violates any provision of the laws of the State of Minnesota, of the United States or any rules or regulations of the Minnesota State High School League, either now or hereafter, will be null and void without force or effect. If any provision of this document or the application of any such provision under any circumstances is held invalid, it will not affect any other provision under other circumstances. The Booster Club reserves the right to amend any provision of these Bylaws as necessary to comply with state or federal laws or rules and regulations of the Minnesota State High School League.

The Board and membership of the Booster Club will scrupulously avoid any real or perceived conflict of interest.  In the event a conflict of interest arises, the matter will be discussed in a Booster Club meeting, in which any related decisions will be decided by a majority vote.

The Farmington High School Athletics Director and the Farmington High School Boys Hockey Coach shall have the authority to jointly decide to disband the Booster Club at any time for any reason if they determine it to be detrimental to the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program. If the Booster Club is disbanded, any monies in their account shall be donated to ISD 192 for the benefit of the Farmington High School Boys Hockey program.

The Bylaws of the Booster Club may be amended by a majority of the voting members at any Booster Club meeting. The amendments must be presented in writing and voted on.  An annual review of these Bylaws will take place by the end of August each year.
