Tim Lally Memorial Tournament

Friday begins the 19th Annual Tim Lally Memorial Diamond League Tournament.  The brackets are on the Diamond League website and I will do my best to keep them updated with scores
 
At some fields, we will have interns there that will report scores to your games.  If your field does not have an intern, you will need to make sure to send in your game score to me a.s.a.p.
 
The tournament will be played with Diamond League game rules.  Both teams will pay one umpire and both teams will provide two new high school baseballs before each game.   It is important to bring some good used baseballs to throw in if needed.  

In addition, here are the Tournament rules:

1)  You will play the same rules as the Diamond League regular season with the following exceptions:
 
2) A coin flip determines the home team for pool play.  Higher seed is home team for semis and championship.
 
3)  Time for infield/outfield must be split evenly.  Teams get a maximum of 15 minutes each for IF/OF.  

4)  Time limit -15u & 18u Divisions: no inning can start 2:15  from start time of game,  For 14u Divisions it is a 2 hr time limit.  Once time limit is reached, the inning is finished--if teams are tied, the game will end in a tie.  If darkness/weather occurs before time limit is up, the game is over if 4 innings (3 ½ if home team is winning) are completed. 
-- If there is rain, the time limit may be adjusted.  For the semifinals the game must continue if it is tied after the time limit until there is a winner.  For the finals, the time limit is 2:30.  Consolation games have a two hour time limit.

***Please make sure to be at the field an hour before the start of your game.  If we are ahead of schedule, once teams are ready for the next game, we will get it started.
 
6) Tournament standings are kept by tournament points:  +1pt  for a win

7)  Tiebreakers:  a) overall record by tournament points
                         b) head to head only if all tied teams played each other		              c                       c) average runs allowed 
                         d) run differential (max is 10 in a game)

		*** If a team forfeits a game, they automatically lose all tiebreakers!

8)  Run spread for tournament is 15 after 3 inn,  12 after 4 inn and 10 after 5 inn and 8 after 6 inn.

9) In case of rain, we will do our best to get information out to you.   We will do our best to get the pool play games played.  If need be, we will move the game times back as far Also if we need to adjust the schedule so everybody gets the pool play games in, we will do so.

10) Rosters--  because there are some teams that have a number of players still playing high school baseball, we understand that there could be players missing that are normally on your roster.  We will do the following for the tournament:
-- Rosters will be submitted to the tournament director.  If your team makes the semifinals, you will only be allowed to use the players listed on your roster submitted to the league.  For pool play, the roster will not be posted.  However if a player is challenged for age or grade, then you must provide proof (birth certificate, drivers license, report card) to show that he is allowed to play.  If he is an illegal player, the game will automatically be forfeited.  In addition, a player cannot play for two teams in the same age division.
For semifinals and championship, I will need to post your roster.  Therefore I will need your roster emailed into the league that you intend on using for semifinal and championship game.  Please include the following information:  Uniform number, name, grad year, birthdate, school in fall.  The birthdate will not be posted but all other information will be.
11)  Pitching rules:  For the 15u-18u divisions, we will follow the high school daily max rule of 125 pitches in a day.  For the 14u division, the daily max is 100 pitches.  The pitcher may finish the batter once the max is reached.
12.)  Lineup consists of 9 or 10 players (may use both EH and DH.)  High school DH rule (may dh for any player in lineup—doesn’t have to be pitcher.)  Varsity high school re-entry rule (re-enter a starter once into same spot in lineup) for 16u and 18u divisions.  The 14u and 15u divisions are allowed to roster bat or they can bat 9 or 10 and follow the junior varsity high school re-entry rule (unlimited re-entry in the same spot of the batting order).  
TURF FIELDS: BALDWIN WALLACE, LAKEWODD HS, HAWKEN, ANDREWS OSBORNE,  HUDSON HS, MOUNT UNION, LOUISVILLE HS,  CANTON JACKSON HS
--These great facilities are full turf fields.  There are no metal spikes allowed!!!  In addition, no sunflower seeds, colored drinks, no gum.    Please make sure your players are aware of these rules!!!
--A video will be taken of the dugout after each game.  If your dugout has sunflower seeds, your team will be fined and subject to removal from the tournament.
--Umpires—each team will pay one umpire.  Umpires are $80 per game.
--Baseballs—you must use NFHS approved baseballs.  Unfortunately I only have a few extra doz.  The cost is $60 per doz.  Please let me know by Friday morning if you need baseballs.
--Please report scores by texting 440-725-9293.
INTERNS--  If an intern is at your game, they will be covering your game on Twitter.  They may ask you for a lineup card.  Please give them both last and first names so they can properly tweet out the information.  In addition, if you have a “Twitter handle” please let them know so they can @ to your Twitter handle.
