I. Apparel - 
The committee discussed the expense of outfitting both DP and XCEL Regional coaches with Connecticut apparel. Currently, we provide 2 sets (shirt and jacket) per club for DP and 2 sets per club for XCEL. 
We agreed going forward to provide only shirts for the coaches. Clubs will have the option to purchase jackets for their coaches if they wish. 
If a coach has an athlete on a Super Team, they are expected to wear the current CT State T-shirt. Coaches will be allowed to wear an older style CT jacket if they wish. 
(We will continue to provide leotards and jackets for athletes)

1. State New Compulsory Clinic –
	Brock and Maureen P. will work to set up a Compulsory clinic for 	Levels 3, 4 & 5. The Clinic is scheduled for September 19th. There 	will be 2 sessions – tentatively 8:30-12:30 and 1-5.

2. The State will resume holding a Level 7&8 clinic for athletes who qualify to Regionals. A tentative date of April 13th has been set.

3. The committee will look into holding an XCEL State clinic for XG, XP & XD Regional team qualifiers. We discussed possibly holding it the weekend of XB/XS states at the same venue.

VI. XCEL & DP Club of the Year –

VII. Declaration Date – Feb. 15th
The committee discussed the declaration date for all DP optional Levels and all XCEL Divisions. If a gymnast achieves the State Qualification score for a Level at any time during the season, she is committed to that Level immediately. If a gymnast has not yet qualified by February 15th, she may drop back one lower level and attempt to qualify there. If she elects to remain in the level after the declaration date, she is committed whether she qualifies or not.

IX. DP Updates –
There are several new updates outlined in the DP Program Committee Meeting minutes and the Joint Development Technical Committee Meeting minutes.
Pat highlighted a few:
1. Any athlete who is a minimum of 12 years of age is eligible to petition into Level 7 and below by submitting a formal written request to the State Administrative Committee accompanied by a video that demonstrates her skill level.  
2. Fall timing does not start until the athlete is on her feet.
