Meeting Called to Order at 6:37pm by Joe Rosenberg.
I. Approval of Board Minutes (MAY) 
a. Motion to Approve J. Jamison; 2nd – C. Kenney
Board approved unanimously.
II. Treasurer’s Report
a. Presented by J. Jamison.  Motion to approve D. Furrow; 2nd- C. Kenney
Board approved unanimously
III. GENERAL BUSINESS – 6:43pm
a. Lancerlot Sports Complex Update
i. Stick & Puck is back to normal operations. No need to call in to reserve a spot. 
ii. Lancerlot will be conducting a commercial on June 22nd for the ice rink, and they need VYHA kids to help participate in the commercial. 
b. Trophy Case at the Lot
i. Looking into getting a trophy case somewhere on the rink side of the Lot for VYHA trophies. Drew will work with Joe Miller about placement of a trophy case.
ii. Banners – Drew is working with Joe Miller to get our banners hung up after this weekend’s final Spring Hockey Tournaments. 
c. Dan Bremner proposal
i. Proposing an off-ice fitness program though Celly Sports (Bruce) at their Salem, VA location.
ii. Their (Dan and Celly Sports) recommendation/request is for VYHA to endorse/mandate the program for each travel team. Pilot the program at the 14U level as an 1 day off ice practice.
iii. Will incorporate goalie specific training into the off-ice program. Justin Cortman and Ian Roberts are the GK coaches on staff. 
iv. Dan stated, All coaches that are interacting with VYHA children will be background screened and safe sport compliant. 
v. Skates must be cut at 5/8’s in order to work effectively on the synthetic ice and not damage the synthetic ice. 
vi. BOARD: will table proposal to be discussed during Old Business session at the July board meeting. 
d. Trademark & Licensing
i. VYHA will not be able to get a full trademark for the new Jr. Dawgs logo because it is too close in relation to the current SPHL DAWGS logo. 
ii. Trademark and Licensing lawyer will type up a letter of agreement allowing VYHA to have full rights to our Jr. Dawgs logo to use and allow select venders to use as VYHA sees fit. 
e. Uniforms & Apparel Agreements
i. Celly Sports (Reger) 5 year agreement terminated by both parties. 
ii. 60-day termination notice.
1. Online store cannot start until August 1st.
iii. PROPOSAL:
1. Drew – proposed VYHA change the design of the current Jr. Dawgs Travel Jersey’s to closely resemble what the SPHL DAWGS are changing too.
2. 2nd = Melissa Ferguson.
3. Board approved unanimously.
f. Greg Szechenyi presentation – Press Press Merch Online Store in conjunction with Hockey House. 
i. Open online store 2 weeks at a time.
ii. After store closes, items ordered will be processed and shipped directly to those that purchased them.
1. Buyer pays tax and shipping costs. 
iii. Online store minimum: Minimal order of 12 per design, not item. 
(i.e. 3 Sweatshirts, 5 t-shirts, 4 long sleeve shirts with same design gives us 12 minimum needed). 
iv. Jersey Stuff
1. Fitting Day:
a. Will have sample uniforms on fitting day in June.
b. Will try to have sample shells at fitting day in June.
2. Shells should fit according to the hip pad size pants they have 
(i.e. Youth Medium hip pad should fit with Youth Medium shell).
g. Bruce Abramski: Licensing question.
i. Questioned how proposal would work to sell items in shop?
ii. It was reiterated that as of right now VYHA is currently only setting up an online store only with Press Press. That if Bruce would like to submit a proposal for Hockey House to sell merch in store, he could provide us a proposal.. 
iii. Bruce opted to not present a proposal at this time.

1. We will order a couple of extra uniform kits in case there are a couple of additions to fall teams. 
2. We will develop ways to offset the increased cost of uniform purchases in subsequent years to stay as close to the $130 price point.
