Players are expected to attend all practices and matches:  
        Excused absences will be granted for family emergencies or doctor’s appointments or illness or classwork. Any other will need to be approved by the coach prior to missing practice.
        Players are expected to communicate with coaches if unable to attend practice or match and they are expected to be at practice by 4:30 ready to practice (a tardy count as ½ an absence. If you always need something to eat prior to practice please pack additional snacks. 

Unexcused absences: 

        1st absence –suspended from next match and parent meeting with coach
        2nd absence—suspended from next 2 matches and parent meeting with coach
        3rd absence—dismissed from team 

Classroom expectations: 

        Maintain a 2.0 GPA 
        Be a positive role model in the classroom 
In School Suspension: 

        1st time= 1 match suspension and parent meeting with coach
        2nd time= Dismissal from team 

Suspension from School: 

        Dismissal from team 
Out of School Expectations: 

        Use of drugs, tobacco products or alcohol by students will result in dismissal from the team.

•     As a member of the golf team improper behavior at Maple Chase at non-team times, improper behavior at school athletic events and improper behavior and language on social media can result in dismissal from the team.

        Golfers should practice or take a lesson or play at least once a week during the offseason.
Golf Course Expectations: 

        Violation of any Maple Chase Club rules or behavior that jeopardizes the teams use of the host facility will result in dismissal from the team, period. Vandalizing and damaging of the course will result in dismissal from the team. 
        Collared shirt and appropriate shorts required. No denim. Players may change from school clothes to golf clothes in the Maple Chase locker room.  

        Hats worn correctly (Hat bill forward). 

        No cell phones use at practice unless with parent or coach. No cell phone use at matches. 

        No throwing clubs, or use of profanity will be tolerated. 

1st offense = verbal warning 

2nd offense = 1 match suspension and parent meeting with coach
3rd offense = 2 match suspension and parent meeting with coach
4th offense = dismissal from team 

Transportation: 

         Players may drive to practice. The coach will provide his own personal transportation for players needing a ride to practice. Players can ride to practice with other players with parental permission or when only one player is available to ride with the coach. Players will ride to matches with parents having completed a level II volunteer form due to changes with the N.C. CDL laws.
        Players may ride home with parents after the match.  Players may not ride home with friends.   

Qualifying For Matches 

        Coach will determine who travels to matches. Those decisions are solely the option of the coach, the athletic director and the principal do not determine who qualifies to start but they may disqualify a player based on how they follow the rules and direction of school teachers and administrators.
        Coach will choose the 5 player team to compete in the Conference Championship, tournaments and Regional matches based on season performance and current play.  To play in the regional you must average under 50 during the regular season.
2017 Reagan Women’s Golf Team Rules
Parent Behavior: You should be very supportive of your child and provide positive comments and encouragement to them before and after practices and matches. Parents are not allowed at practice or qualifying. Abusive language of any manner will not be tolerated and should not be directed with anyone associated with the team or another team or the course or our school administrators. If you wish to discuss your child’s situation on the team I’ll be glad to have a private conversation with you. Parents are not allowed at tryouts, qualifying and practice rounds with team.
The most important rule: A player may not be left alone with a coach. Parents of the next to last player to leave or the first player to arrive will need to stay until another parent/player arrives.
