� Sign up for a Sports Engine account (do not sign up if you already have one) 
� Purchase a PSR USAV 2025-26 membership  
� Pass background check (part of the membership process found in Sport 
Engine Account) 

 � Complete SafeSport Training (found in Sports Engine Account)  
 
� Review, fill out and electronically submit (all at https://www.psrvb.org/officiating-
resources)  

� A signed W-9 
� A signed Officials Contract for PSR 
� Review and sign PSR Officials Handbook  

 
� Clear Schedule for PSR annual meeting and Training Dates (more info to follow) 
 � Annual Online Zoom meeting Oct 26th 6-8 pm 

� New Officials Orientation and Online Training Zoom meeting Dec 2nd 6-8 pm 
� Sign up and attend an in-person training session to be trained and cleared as 
an R1 or R2, Nov 23rd, Dec 6th, 7th, 13th, or 14th. Sign-up sheet and details to 
follow. Must have USAV membership, background and SafeSport complete 
before in person training!
