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2022 Baseball Season Recap

Tournament/Metro Program
During the 2022 baseball season, we had 23 teams participate at the tournament / metro level.  This group encompasses players ages 9 through 15 and included 259 athletes.
There were 20 teams that played in the Metro Baseball League (MBL).  These teams each played 12-14 games from late April through early July against teams from the greater metro area.  Combined the CAA teams finished above .500 on the season with the 10AAA team winning their region.  16 of the 20 teams also played in the league playoffs highlighted by three 1st place finishes (10A Grey, 11A Silver & 12AA Blue) and two 2nd place finishes (10A Silver & 15AA Gold).
In addition to league play, all 23 teams participated in weekend tournaments throughout the year.  CAA teams earned 9 tournament titles with numerous 2nd and 3rd place finishes.  A special highlight of the regular tournament season was the 11A White team winning the Chan Challenge.
Lastly our teams showed very well at the State tournaments, highlighted by two 2nd place finishes by the 10A Silver and 14AA Gold teams in MBT and a 3rd place finish by the 9AA Gold team in Gopher State.
Congrats to all the Tournament/Metro teams for a fun and successful 2022 season!
