PARFET CUP TIE BREAKER RULES 

In the event that teams are tied after the round robin is complete, the following tie breaker rules will be in 

effect. 

1. Head to Head- Game between tied teams. 
2. Least Goals Against (all games in round robin). 
3. Least Penalty minutes against (all games in round robin). 
4. Periods won for all games in round robin. 
5. First Goal scored in game between tied teams. 
6. Coin Toss. 

 
 
 
 

PARFET CUP RULES 

 

 The first team listed on the schedule is the Home team. The Home team is responsible for the clock. 
 

 The second team listed on the schedule is the Visiting team. The Visiting team is responsible for the 
score sheet. 

 

 Coaches please make sure you prepare the parent volunteers for the game. You need to show them how 
to fill out the score sheet correctly. Remember…the clock operator and the scorer are considered part of 
the officiating team. 

 

 60-minute ice time: three-16 minute periods 
 

 The clock stops ONLY for: 
o End of period 
o A penalty 
o An injury 
o Last 2 minutes of game with a 2 goal or less differential. 

 

 Penalties: 
If a player is assessed a penalty by the official, the clock will stop. The player will go to their respective 

penalty box. The head coach will make sure the player serves his/her full one minute thirty seconds, 

starting when the puck drops to continue the play. A coach may not alter his lines, i.e. a penalty kill unit 

etc. 

 Coaches will be allowed 1- one minute time out per game. 
 

 Pulling of goalie- teams can pull their goalie in a game with a 2 goal or less differential and under 2 
minutes remaining in the game.  

 

 You cannot juggle lines if your team falls behind in a game.  
 

 

Coaches are responsible for equal ice time. All players will change “on the fly” or on a whistle.
