MPAA CODE OF CONDUCT


Mountain Park Athletic Association, Inc. (“MPAA”) is a non-profit corporation whose mission is to promote voluntary youth development in the sports of baseball, basketball, cheerleading, football, and softball, and to manage and support such youth athletic programs that operate out of Gwinnett County, Georgia’s Mountain Park Park and out of public schools in the Parkview High School cluster. MPAA is a member of the Gwinnett Football League, which governs its football and cheerleading programs. Likewise, MPAA holds franchises with GRSL Baseball, which governs its baseball program. * Members of MPAA, including all coaches, officers, directors, commissioners, officials, parents, spectators, and participants shall at all times conduct themselves in such a manner so as not to bring discredit on MPAA or any of its members.

MPAA’s goals include teaching proper skills and techniques, instructing the principle of good sportsmanship, emphasizing physical fitness, providing an opportunity for fun and enjoyment, the development of a team-work attitude, promotion of pride in one’s sense of accomplishment, recognition of one’s shortcomings, the acceptance of defeat, and the joys associated with winning. MPAA recognizes that each player has varying degrees of skill, and that participation should be fun, but that the values of persistence and hard work are to be emphasized.

It should always be realized by all adults associated with MPAA that its programs are designed as a recreational outlet solely for the enjoyment of youngsters. It is not intended as a hobby for adults seeking to inflate their own egos nor is MPAA’s purpose to produce future professional ball players. MPAA’s emphasis is on participation rather than perfection. Any derisive conduct by spectators or coaches, including without limitation, outburst that demean or belittle the players or those officiating the game, has no place in MPAA’s program and will not be tolerated.

All who are associated with MPAA, including members, directors, commissioners, officials, coaches, players, and parents, understand and hereby agree that such goals constitute the Code of Conduct of MPAA and understand that actions in contravention of this Code of Conduct may in the sole discretion of MPAA’s Board of Directors, constitute ground for suspension or expulsion of the member, director, commissioner, coach, official, parent, spectator, or participant whose actions are in contravention of the Code of Conduct.


DIRECTOR’S NOTE

This rule book is designed as a medium to give guidance and direction for the betterment of youth baseball and the success of the baseball program. If an issue arises that has not been addressed or governed by this book or any other Gwinnett Recreational Sports League rule book, the baseball board reserves the right to render a decision in good conscience and implement praise or discipline where necessary.


SPIRIT OF THE GAME
 
It is the responsibility of all managers, coaches, players, and parents to conduct themselves in a positive manner that promotes good sportsmanship and those aspects of fair play considered to be within the “spirit of the game”.  All participants at Mountain Park Athletic Association are expected to promote good sportsmanship and activities that promote positive playing experiences for all players.  Managers, coaches, and parents shall encourage a playing environment where all individual players are afforded the opportunity to perform and succeed to contribute to the overall success of their team.  No manager, coach, or parent shall take away the opportunity for players to perform and succeed to benefit the team’s overall success.  Some acts not considered to be within the “spirit of the game” may include, but are not limited to:  coaches throwing unhittable pitches to advance players to the tee, coaches intentionally striking out players to advance to the next inning, coaches encouraging players to fake illness to avoid a turn at batting, tactics used by coaches to delay games or run time off the game clock, acts by coaches to distract or confuse players on the other team, etc.  At any point during a game if an umpire determines an action by the manager or coach of a team are not in the “spirit of the game”, the manager shall be ejected.

All players must play in their respective playing age group.  The only exception to this rule is for kids who are trying to play with their school grade level. Those kids will be allowed to play with their school grade level without penalty.  If challenged, the players should be able to provide documentation proving their current grade level.   All other request to play outside of your playing age group must be approved by the Baseball Board.  


MPAA BASEBALL GENERAL RULES

[bookmark: _FIRST_AID]FIRST AID 


Any player who is injured and under a doctor’s care must provide a doctor’s release to MPAA upon returning to participate.


On Field Injury Response

· Don’t be in a hurry to move the player
· Reassure the player
· Find the injury 
· Understand the problem 
· Compare the problem to a similar non-injured area
· Evaluate injury:  mild, moderate, or severe
· Severe: unable to move, large immediate swelling, noticeable deformity (call 911)
· Moderate: some assistance off the field, stitches
· Mild: little or no assistance off the field



Treatment

	Minor Cuts, Scrapes and Bruises
1. Stop Bleeding
2. Clean Wound
3. Protect Wound
	Fracture or Broken Arm 
1. Immobilize (towel under arm and around neck)
2. Ice inside a towel or bag (20 minutes)
3. Elevate (fractures)

	Profuse Bleeding
1. Apply direct pressure
2. Elevate if possible
	Bites and Stings (minor swelling, redness, pain, and itching)
1. Remove stinger  
2. Apply ice compress (20 minutes)
3. Insect sting salve or ointment

2. Lean victim forward with chin toward chest

1. Rest
2. Ice 
3. Compressions (wrap snug not tight)

	Choking is an emergency. Call 911 emergency medical services. Do not attempt to drive a choking person to a hospital emergency department. What to do if a person starts to choke: 
It is best not to do anything if the person is coughing forcefully and not turning a bluish color. Ask, "Are you choking?" If the person can answer you by speaking, it is a partial airway obstruction. Stay with the person and encourage him or her to cough until the obstruction is cleared. 

Someone who cannot answer by speaking and can only nod the head has a complete airway obstruction and needs emergency help. Older than 1 of age use the abdominal thrusts (Heimlich Maneuver) 




Reporting and Reinstatement
Please report all moderate and severe injuries to the league and parents.  Fractures and Broken Arms are always considered a moderate or severe injury as well as any incident requiring a 911 call.  All moderate and severe injuries require a medical release from the doctor that must be presented to the league before the player can be reinstated.

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BATTING CAGE RULES

Batting cages are for use on a first-come first-served basis with the following restrictions. Coaches will be responsible for coordinating their team’s use of the cages. 

· Teams with scheduled games have priority. Cage Number will coincide with Field Number.  Home Team Use 1:05-0:40 Minutes before game time/Visiting Team 35 Minutes to 10Minutes before Game Time.

· Teams have priority over individuals.

· There will be no cage holding.  Teams must be present to have priority for a cage.

· Helmets must be worn by participants 18 years old and under.

· The use of any batting cage will be limited to 1 hour (60 minutes).

· There will be no metal spikes used in the cages.

· On deck batters must stand outside of the cage.  

· Teams are limited to one cage at a time.


[bookmark: BullpenRules]BULLPEN RULES

The Bullpen belongs to the team that has a practice or game on the respective field at that time. Only members of the playing teams are allowed in the bullpen during a game. 


[bookmark: SelectionProcess]SELECTION PROCESS FOR COACHES

The Baseball Director and the Commissioner for their respective leagues at their sole discretion determine which coaches are selected using the following as a GUIDE: 

Candidates will be required to sign the “Coaches Code of Conduct” and “Coaches Commitment” forms.  Interested parties will also be required to fill out a “Background Check” form authorizing MPAA to conduct a standard background check to determine Coaching eligibility.  MPAA’s purpose is to promote the best possible candidate for mentoring the children.  Approval to become a Manager or Assistant Coach of a team will also be contingent upon the outcome of the background check.  MPAA and its Baseball Board, reserves the right to withdraw any Manager or Assistant Coach from any team at any time. 

If in the next season there are too many manager/coaches for a particular league, of those who have been approved, those managers/head coaches/league officials who had a team the previous year in that league or served in an official capacity and then those coming up from another league will be given consideration in that order. Both those being fulfilled; the next order will be those who are moving down from another league. The final selection will be from those that are new to managing/coaching with preference given to those individuals having experience in coaching as an assistant, etc. The tie breaker for all cases listed above will be consecutive years managing, coaching at the Association. Absence from coaching for a year constitutes a loss of seniority. Coaches are not allowed to be the manager/head coach of more than one team at MPAA during the Baseball Season without prior approval of a committee consisting of the Association President, Baseball Director, and Softball director. If a coach has priority in more than one league during the same season, preference will be recognized in only one league. 

SELECTION OF ALL MANAGERS/COACHES IS SUBJECT TO MPAA BASEBALL BOARD APPROVAL.  THE BASEBALL DIRECTOR AND COMMISSIONERS WILL MAKE THE FINAL RECOMMENDATION WITH BOARD APPROVAL.

[bookmark: RulesConcerning]RULES CONCERNING DISAPPROVAL OF HEAD COACHES AND ASSITANT COACHES 

The umpire, baseball board member, or MPAA Board Member will write their opinion concerning the conduct of managers/coaches towards the fans, players, and the game itself. The opinion will be forwarded to the Baseball Director following any occurrences.
 
The following is the list of offenses and are grounds for disapproval: 

1. Thrown out of the game by umpire. 

2. Touching umpire or other manager/coach, player, or spectator in an abusive manner. 

3. 	Cursing the umpire, opposing manager/coach, spectator, or player. 

The Baseball Director will immediately report to the MPAA Board President and Vice President no later than 48 hours after such offenses occur. 

The following list of offenses cannot be turned in by the umpire because they do not concern the game, but the following offenses are also causes for disapproval: 

1. 	Not turning in equipment. 
2. 	Not turning in money. 
3. 	Two written complaints verified and justifiable. 
4. 	Failure to clean up dugout and surrounding spectator area following team’s game or practice. 


CONSEQUENCES FOR GAME EJECTION FOR UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT IMMEDIATLY BEFORE, DURING, OR AFTER A GAME 

1st Offense Coach: 	Suspension from the next practice(s), and game and probation for the rest of the season.
2nd Offense Coach:      	Suspension for the rest of the season and he/she will not be guaranteed a coaching position in the future. 

1st Offense Player: 	Suspension from the next practice(s) and game, and probation for the rest of the season. 
2nd Offense Player: 	Suspension from the next practices, the next two games and ineligible for post season play. 
3rd Offense Player:	Suspension for the rest of the season. 

Any Player, Manager or Coach ejected reserves the right to appeal the suspension. The appeal must be submitted in writing along with a $100.00 fee to any Baseball Board Member within 24 hours of the infraction. The Baseball Board will make the final determination whether to uphold or negate the suspension. For second subsequent offenses involving a Player, Manager or Coach, that Player, Manager or Coach must appear before the Baseball Board for adjudication.  NOTE: Any offense that is considered a major infraction will be addressed by the full Baseball Board. All suspension appeal will require a $100.00 fee.  In the event the appeal is denied, said $100.00 will be forfeited.  If the appeal is upheld, said $100.00 would be refunded

CONDUCT OF ALL WHILE AT THE PARK

The following general rules apply to all participants and spectators in the confines of the park and will be enforced by local law officials: 

1. There will be no foul or abusive language tolerated. After one warning from a league official, infractions of this rule will constitute immediate expulsion from the park. If any manager or coach is ejected from the field, he must provide the Baseball Director and Commissioner a letter/e-mail within 48 hrs. explaining his conduct. If he is ejected a second time he must appear before the Board of Directors for a review of his conduct. NOTE: THIS IS YOUR WARNING. 

2. The only vehicles allowed inside the park other than the designated parking areas, will be concession stand service vehicles, emergency vehicles, and others as authorized by the Board of Directors.

3. Any vehicle blocking the vehicle entrance to the playing fields will be towed away at the owner’s expense. 

4. There will be absolutely NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES of any form allowed on the park premises. 

5. Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times while in the park. Dogs are not permitted on any field. 

6. NO ELECTRONIC DEVICES ARE ALLOWED ON THE FIELD! This means cell phones, pagers, IPods, Blue Tooth Ear Pieces, etc. The only exceptions are as follows: profession dictates it for emergency uses (ex. Doctors, Police Officers, etc.), serve as MPAA Board Member (ex. Baseball Director, President, Equipment Director, etc.). You will be asked to leave the field for the remainder of the game if you violate this rule. 

7. No parents, except those who are designated as Coaches are allowed on the field during time of play. There may be up to two parents in the dugout to assist kids getting on/off field and in correct batting lineup. The parents must remain inside the dugout at all times. 

8. Coaches with children who are not on the team may not be on the field, i.e. toddlers, infants. If an older child is to be the catcher for 6U, they must wear a helmet while on the field. 


[bookmark: GameDayAssistance]GAME DAY ASSISTANCE
1. The visiting team shall furnish one adult (age 16 or older) per game to work the press box as scorekeeper, announcer or score brain operator.  Failure to provide the required worker could result in a forfeit of future games.

2. The home team will provide the official score keeper for the game.  Again, failure to provide the required worker could result in a forfeit of future games.   

3. If the field is in need of work to get it in playing condition, both teams are expected to provide parents to help get the field ready.  

4. After the last game of the day, the home team is responsible for returning all of the game items (bases, score brains, field equipment, etc.) to the designated storage areas.  Failure to do so may result in disciplinary action by the baseball board.



[bookmark: PlayerEvaluation]PLAYER EVALUATION & DRAFT GUIDELINES


The procedures for player skills assessments are as follows:

1. Each age group will have the opportunity to participate in a skills assessment prior to the team selection process.  This gives each head coach in the league the opportunity to assess and rate each player in attendance.  This is an important step in the team selection process because it gives the program a chance to make the team selection process as fair and equal as possible.  All questions regarding this process should be directed toward the Baseball Board Member on site during the skills assessment for your league. 

2. Each League Commissioner will be responsible for running his/her own “Skills Assessment” or tryout for the age group.  

3. How a head coach collects data and rates each player in attendance at the skills assessment will be left to the discretion or each head coach.  

4. The Skills Assessment will consist of hitting, running, fielding, throwing, and pitching for those age groups that have player pitchers.  

5. All players are expected to attend the skills assessment for their age group.  Managers, Asst. Coaches, and/or parents shall not discourage any player from attending skills assessment for the purpose of securing a player on a specific team.  

6. If a player fails to attend the skills assessment, that player will be selected via a random drawing at the completion of the drafting process unless 2 or more coaches in the league can agree on the perceived skill level of the player in question. Then, with a majority vote of the head coaches, the League Commissioner may make the player in question available in the open draft.  This process will occur prior to the start of the draft.  If you want a player that was not at assessments to be available for the open draft, you need to bring the player to the League Commissioner’s attention so that the league can vote on his/her inclusion in the open draft.  


Important Notes:

1. All coaches/participants please be advised that the MPAA Baseball Board has solicited all feedback possible, from prior participants, other area associations, GRSL Baseball since the Association’s inception to facilitate the best draft guidelines possible. However, no draft/team assemblage process is perfect, and the MPAA Baseball Board will do everything possible to facilitate an equitable distribution of available talent to make every team and league as competitive as possible.

2. All coaches/draft participants are strongly encouraged to keep in mind that the players being selected are children. The children want to play baseball with their friends and have fun. We should all keep this in mind during the selection process.

3. Each league will have a player draft within 1 week of skills assessment.  

4. The MPAA Baseball Board is purposely filled with volunteer members that are familiar with each age group (from Tee Ball to Senior), and often with many of the individual players in each age group. The MPAA Baseball Board will take every measure possible to ensure that every team in our program is a competitive team and that in no way is any competitive process circumvented. Further, the MPAA Baseball Board reserves the right, at any time, to modify/deny any team roster that the Board feels may be either uncompetitive or filled with players that would make a particular team too strong or too difficult to defeat in normal league play. The MPAA Baseball Board’s decision on these matters will be made with the best intentions of the competitiveness of the league in mind and the Board’s decision will be final.

5. Only Board Members/representatives, League Directors, Head Coaches and one (1) Assistant Coach per team may attend the draft.

6. No children shall be present in the draft room (ABSOLUTELY no exceptions)

7. If any team(s) is not represented by a coach at the draft, a member of the MPAA Baseball Board (or an individual appointed by the Board as a representative) that is not associated with another team in that age group will act on that team’s behalf.

8. Any coach disrupting the draft process will be ejected from the draft.  Any coach ejected from the draft will not be allowed to coach for the current season.  If there is no Manager or Coach present at the draft to represent the ejected coach’s team, the Baseball Board will assign the next highest available player in the draft to that team.

Player Freezes

1. Head coaches will be allowed to freeze their child(ren) and one (1) Assistant Coach’s child(ren) prior to the skills assessment sessions.  

2. Head Coaches must receive approval for their Assistant Coach selections from the MPAA Baseball Board before the scheduled date of the Skill Assessment session(s).  

3. Head Coaches who have not selected and received approval of their Assistant Coach prior to the skills assessment must then wait until the draft to make their selection from their drafted team. Exception:  Coaches who are unable to coach together per other draft/team selection rules will be afforded the opportunity to change their coaching staff to come into compliance with the draft rules including receiving approval for any and all changes requested by the MPAA Baseball Board. No assessment rankings or documentation will be made available to assist in making this selection.

4. A coaching staff may not have more than two players frozen on their team that are ranked in the 1st round of the draft.  A coaching staff that has two frozen players ranked as 1st Round draft picks will be allowed to coach together; however, that team will select their 3rd round pick at the end of the 3rd round no matter what draft seed they have for that round.    

5. All head coaches must submit coach’s kids rankings (Head Coach and Asst. Coaches) for all teams prior to draft to the League Commissioner. The ranking should be the round the Coach would take that player in if the player was available in the draft.  The League Commissioner will then average the rounds submitted for each player, and the player will be assigned that round in the draft. 

Siblings 

1. When a team selects a player in the draft that has a sibling in the same league, the coach must select the sibling as well.  The sibling will be assigned a draft round ranking at the time the first sibling is taken.  The second sibling will be assigned the draft round ranking equal to the average of all head coaches’ rankings.  The coach who selected the siblings will then use his/her pick in that round to take the sibling.  

2. If such a pairing is missed during the draft, the Head Coach with the highest ranked sibling will keep that player and trade for the lower ranked sibling.  The coach will trade the player he got in the same round as the sibling to the other coach.  This trade will be considered mandatory. Should the coaches not be able to reach an agreement on the required trade, the MPAA Baseball Board member present will make the final decision on the trade.

3. If 2 or more siblings are part of the lottery pick process, the team that picks the first will take all of the siblings.  

Frozen Player Draft Guideline/Chart

Parent Request 

1. If a parent request for their child to not play for a specific coach or coaches, that parent will note the request on the registration form.  Please note which coach is your primary choice if multiple coaches are listed.  The league will try its best to honor all requests if multiple coaches are listed, but there is no guarantee that all requests can be accommodated.  We will honor the primary request.  Coaches shall be notified about players which they are unable to draft prior to the draft or they can be identified during the draft if the unwanted coach selects that player in the draft or receives that player from a lottery pick.  In that case, the League Commissioner will notify the coach at that time that he is unable to choose that child and the coach will pick again.  

2. Any participant refusing to play on a team for which they are chosen shall not be eligible for participation on any other team unless approved by the Baseball Board. 


Draft Order 

1. Numbers will be drawn to determine draft order.  

2. Coaches may trade their draft order number with other teams prior to the first pick in the draft.  Once the first pick has been made, all draft order slots are locked.  

3. The draft order will snake through each round.  Example: Round 1 – 1-2-3-4-5-6-7-8-9-10, Round 2 – 10-9-8-7-6-5-4-3-2-1, Round 3 – 1-2-3-4-5-6-7-8-9-10, and so on and so forth until the draft is completed.

4. Head Coaches must draft their child(ren) and their Asst. Coach’s child(ren) in the round in which they are ranked.

5. In the event two Coach’s children (on the same team) are ranked in the same round, that team will not make a selection in the following round, and they will receive the last draft pick in the round after that no matter what seeding they have for the round.  

6. A team’s roster must be full at the end of the draft.  The exception is when the league has an uneven number of kids, and a team or teams are a player short.  In this case, the team(s) that is short one player will receive the next player to register.  The order for assigning late registration kids will be set by the order of the draft.  Last team that needed to pick a player in the draft will receive the first kid that registers and so on.  





Player Selection Process 

1. Coaches must announce their selection in the respective draft order and within the stated time limit.
2. A Coach’s selection is final once it has been announced (this rule will be interpreted and enforced by the MPAA Board Member present).

3. Players who did not attend the skills assessment will be placed in the lottery pick at the end of the general draft.  

4. If a player did not attend the skills assessment but 2 coaches in the league can provide an average draft rating for that player prior to the draft, the player will be available to be taken in the general draft.  




Time Limit During the Draft 

1. Coaches will have up to one minute to make a selection in the first 5 rounds.  After that, they have 2 minutes to make a selection.  
2. The MPAA Baseball Board Member present will keep the “draft clock” and make every attempt to move the draft along quickly.



Player Trades

1. Player trades can be made immediately following the draft; however, the time allotted for the trade process will be determined by the Baseball Board Member present at the draft.  

2. All trades shall be announced to all attendees at the draft and finalized before the conclusion of the draft.

3. Once a coach leaves the draft room, his/her trades are final.  

4. The MPAA Baseball Board reserves the right to approve/deny trades of any kind as well as to take any measures necessary to ensure that all teams are as “equal” as possible.



Team Name Selection 

1. League commissioners may attempt to determine all team name selections from team managers prior to the draft.  If all team names cannot be determined prior to the draft team names will be selected based on the reverse order of the first round of the draft.  The team with the first pick in the draft will pick their team’s name last.  The team with the last pick in the first round will pick their team’s name first.  


Conclusion of the Draft 

1. Coaches must complete a Team Roster and turn it in to the MPAA Baseball Board prior to leaving the draft meeting.  

2. The Baseball Board member present will match the Coach’s roster with his/her Master Roster.

3. All coaches shall attempt to notify their players with 48 hours of being drafted.

4. Any situations not covered in the above listed guidelines will be handled by the MPAA Baseball Board member(s) present at the draft.  Their ruling is made at their sole discretion and shall be held as final.

5. Late sign-ups (after draft completion) will be assigned to the team in line for the next draft pick at the Baseball Director, Assistant Director, and League Commissioner’s discretion.



[bookmark: REPEATEDABSENSES]REPEATED ABSENCES FROM PRACTICE/TEAM SCHEDULED ACTIVITIES

If a child misses practice repeatedly, the following procedure should take place: 

1. The Head Coach should contact the parents to determine the situation. 

2. If the Head Coach cannot resolve the situation, the coach should contact the League Director to discuss the situation. 

3. The League Director will contact the parents to discuss the situation and options available. 

4. In the event an agreeable solution cannot be reached, the Coach/League Director should contact the MPAA Baseball Board, who will be responsible for facilitating a final resolution amongst all parties involved. 



[bookmark: MPAAEquipmentRental]
MPAA BASEBALL EQUIPMENT RENTAL

1. The MPAA Baseball Board, League Directors, and Head coaches are responsible for working     with the Equipment Director to develop and communicate an equipment pick-up and return schedule.

2. Coaches are required to submit a security deposit of $250.00 in order to receive catcher’s equipment and $125 in order to receive a tee. The check is not cashed by the association and is returned upon the coach returning all assigned equipment. MPAA reserves the right to cash the check if equipment is not returned as scheduled unless other arrangements have been made with the Equipment Director. Coaches must return all baseball equipment on the final day of regular season and in accordance with the equipment return schedule. All equipment must be checked-in by the Equipment Director or his/her designee. Equipment not turned in at the scheduled time requires the respective coach to contact the Equipment Director to arrange an alternative time for turn-in. The alternative return should occur within one week of the originally scheduled date. Missing equipment is the sole responsibility of the team Head Coach and must be replaced at his/her expense. Failure to turn in or replace lost equipment will affect the responsible coach’s opportunity to coach in the future.

Equipment shall not be removed, swapped, or replaced from or within the equipment building at any time without the knowledge and approval of the Equipment Director. Coaches may purchase “extra” chinstraps, etc. at their own expense.




[bookmark: GameRescheduling]GAME RESCHEDULING AND CANCELLATIONS

The MPAA Baseball Board is charged with the responsibility and authority to postpone or delay games for any reason. Neither coaches nor umpires can make such a determination, although their observations and judgment will be solicited. Umpires have control of the field subject to Board authority once a game starts and may delay a game at their sole discretion (e.g. if they deem the field unplayable). The Umpire in Charge will consult with appointed members of the Baseball Board on the ultimate cancellation of play, and in the absence of a Baseball Board Member present at the fields, the Umpire in Charge will act on behalf of the Baseball Board at its direction. In the case of observed lightning, standard practice is to suspend a game and not resume it for 15 minutes after the last observed lightning strike. A Board decision may result in postponement of selected games and/or delays of selected games. All attempts to get as many games in will be made. The MPAA Baseball Board, in consideration of timely communication with coaches, parents, and players will attempt to call games as early as possible; however, due to limited opportunities to make up games, decisions to postpone games may not be made until game time.  Members of the Baseball Board - usually the Director or Assistant Director, will consult together to review the circumstances and make a determination of postponing or delaying games. The Board decision shall be final.
Cancelled games will generally be rescheduled in the next available open slot on a playing field.   The Baseball Board will reschedule the game in the appropriate slot and communicate that information to the umpire association and to the respective coaches. 



[bookmark: OfficialGames]OFFICIAL GAMES
The game is official when the scheduled time has expired and the current inning is completed. No new inning may start after the designated time limit for that league has expired. If the time limit expires, the current inning must be completed. If both teams have the same number of runs at the end of the scheduled time period, with both teams having batted the same number of innings, the game will end in a tie and be recorded as such in the league standings. 

Games delayed for 45 minutes may be cancelled by a MPAA Baseball Board Member on duty and rescheduled for the next available date/time slot. The subsequent games scheduled for the remainder of the current day should be played if possible. The Baseball Director or Assistant Director and/or Board member on duty is authorized to rearrange the remaining games to ensure timely completion of the overall day’s schedule.

WEATHER RULE

If at the start of a game or practice the temperature is 40 degrees or below, the game or practice will be cancelled. Games will be rescheduled, practices will not. The posted temperature at http://www.weather.com for the park’s zip code (30047) will be used to determine if a game will be cancelled and rescheduled, or if a practice will be cancelled. The Baseball Director will consider the wind chill factor. This is a Gwinnett County Ordinance; therefore, a condition of league uses for Mountain Park.

[bookmark: LightingSafety]LIGHTNING SAFETY PLAN
Suspension of a game or activity can be called by a MPAA Board Member or Umpire.
In the event that a game or activity is suspended, everyone MUST leave the field and dugouts. Please seek shelter immediately in your car, in the bathrooms, or in the concession stands. Do NOT seek shelter under the concession stand overhangs or pavilions as this is not a safe area.  
Notification of continuation of games or activities will be communicated by the Board Member announcing from the concession stand.  To ensure uniformity and the safety of all players, coaches and spectators the continuation of games or activities can ONLY be initiated by the MPAA Board Member.
Please DO NOT re-enter the field area until the continuation of play has been initiated by the MPAA Board Member.

[bookmark: GeneralGameRules]GENERAL GAME DAY RULES

The basic rules of baseball and GRSL will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions: 

1. No game will be started with less than (7) players on each team. If a team fails to field at least (7) players within (15) minutes of the scheduled game time, the result will be a forfeit.  After forfeiture, it is desirable to play a practice game so that those who did make the game get something out of their attendance.  Players from other teams are NOT allowed to be added to rosters to play in official games.

2. If a team starts game with (8) players, the team will receive an out the first time the 9th batter would have come to the plate.  After that plate appearance, the team will bat those players in attendance without penalty.  If the 9th player shows up before his/her first plate appearance occurs, no penalty will be taken.   
The exception to this rule is the Tee Ball Coach Pitch (TBCP) league.  Teams in this league will NOT be penalized unless they have 7 players at the start of a game.  If a team has 7 players, they will be penalized an out 1 time through the batting order only. 
3. If a team starts game with (7) players, the team will receive an out the first time the 8th batter would have come to the plate. If the 8th and 9th batter shows up before their first plate appearances, no penalty will be taken.  If the 8th batter shows up before his/her first plate appearance but not the 9th, an out will be taken the first time through the line-up.     

4. If a team starts with 7 or 8 players and a player shows up after the start of the game, the late player will be added to the bottom of the line-up and enter the game.  

5. In the event that a team loses a player(s), once a game has officially started, due to any circumstances, and the batting line-up drops below (9), an out will be recorded each time that batter would have come to the plate.   

6. All players must wear a complete uniform to each game.  This includes a hat.  A player not in a complete uniform may be asked by the Umpire to not enter the field of play.  

7. The start time of each game must be entered in the official scorebook as determined by the umpire(s) at the pre-game conference. The expiration of the time limit shall be determined when the last out is made in the bottom half of the inning.  If any time remains at the point of the last out in the bottom half of an inning, a new inning will be started. 

8. Each player present that will not play for disciplinary reasons must be excused by a league official and/or umpire and both managers. In this instance, the violation of the participation rule will not constitute grounds for protest.

9. No player is allowed to wear any jewelry during a game. This includes neck chains, ear rings, bracelets, watches, etc. 

10. Face masks are required on all players’ helmets for Tee Ball. C-Flap or Face masks are required on all players’ helmets in Pee Wee. C-Flap or Face masks are optional in Minors and Majors.  

11. All catchers’ helmets (including hockey style) must have a throat protector attached. 

12. Players will bat in consecutive order with the following exceptions: 

· Any player who arrives for a game after the roster is turned in to the official scorekeeper will be added to the end of the batting order. 
· If a player must be removed from the game for a non-disqualifying injury or other reason, he may still re-enter and/or play his offensive/defensive position. The decision to remove him from the line-up need not be taken until his turn at bat comes up. In this instance the manager has the following options: 
· Remove the player from the line-up and the game without penalty provided 9 players will remain in the batting rotation. 
· Take an out for the injured batter because coach/manager may want to return him to game or because the line-up will drop to 8 or less if he/she is removed from the line-up.   
· If the player must be removed from the game due to a disqualification, the player is removed from the line-up as well: 
· Without penalty provided 9 players will remain in the batting rotation. 
· With an out if 8 batters or less are left in the batting rotation. 

13. After one (1) warning to a player for slinging the bat, the next occurrence will result in the player being called out. This is a dead ball situation and all runners must return to the base they occupied before the pitch. 

14. Managers/coaches in all leagues should coach offensive players to always attempt to avoid collisions on the base path. Whenever a play is evident at a base the rule should be to slide, give up, go around or go back.

15. Headfirst sliding is not allowed when advancing to any base in TB, PW, MN, MJ & DB (Pony)    However, it is allowed when returning to a base.  This is a judgment call by the umpire. When this occurs, the runner will be called out. Each team will be issued a warning that any subsequent runners on either team that slide head first, as explained above, will be called out and ejected from the game.  

16. There will be one (1) warning per team on a runner removing their helmet while on deck, at bat, on the bases or base paths, while the ball is in play or before the umpire has granted a time out.  The next player to remove his helmet will be called out.  Interpretation of removing a helmet will be up to the judgment of the umpire.

LEAGUE SPECIFIC PLAYING RULES 


[bookmark: TEEBALL]TEE BALL 4U RULES (TB4U) 
(Ages 3-4)


The basic rules of baseball and 6U GRSL Baseball will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions:

Our 4U Tee Ball (Rookie) League is strictly for teaching the basics of the game: learning to run the bases, hitting off a tee and/coach pitch, throwing the baseball overhand, catching properly to prevent injury, running to a base and calling time to end a play. No outs are recorded, the score is not kept. All players will bat through the lineup.

COACHES ON THE FIELD: 

1. Offensive: 1st Base Coach, 3rd Base Coach, Pitcher Coach, and Home Plate Coach (to place balls on tee and catch missed balls thrown by the pitcher).  
2. Defensive: Infield Coaches: One (1) coach outside the dugout and one (1) coach in the infield down the baseline in foul territory where the grass meets the dirt on the other side of the field OR two (2) coaches in the infield down the baseline in foul territory where the grass meets the dirt.  Outfield Coaches: Two (2) coaches in the outfield behind the players.
3. The coach of the team on offense stationed behind the plate should stand against the backstop during the game and is there to retrieve balls set up the tee for batters.  This position is only to speed up the game and the coach stationed behind the plate may not “coach” from that position.  Any comments toward the defensive team, umpires, or offensive team are forbidden and will result in the umpire removing that person from the field. 
4. The adult pitcher will be allowed to coach or instruct the batter.  

Note:  Coaches outside the dugout must be able to touch the dugout and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  Coaches in foul territory must be able to touch the fence and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  A warning will be issued on the first offense, and on the second offense, the coach will be restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.    No outfield coach may move forward past the original position of the outfielders (i.e.: The outfield coach may not move past the outfielders in order to coach infielders).  If any coach gets hit by the ball or interferes with the play, whether intentional or not, the umpire may award runners additional bases as applicable (Umpire’s discretion).  


TEE BALL FIELD DIMENSIONS:
· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 36 feet.
· Bases shall be 50 feet.
· Pitching Circle:  6-foot radius.
· Home-plate Fair/Foul Arc:  10-foot radius from back tip of Home Plate.
· Batter’s box: 3’ x 6’
· Half way line – chalk lines half way between 1st and 2nd, 2nd and 3rd, 3rd and home
· Adult pitching line – 18 feet from the back point of home plate 






TIME LIMIT

· Games are five (5) innings or fifty minutes (0:50). When the time limit is reached, the game is official provided both teams had the same number of “at bats”. A new inning will begin as soon as the third out is made in the previous inning and it shall not begin after the time limit has expired.  
· Ties will not be played out during the regular season.  The game will end in a tie


RUN LIMIT

Runs are not kept in Tee Ball 4U. Visiting team bats through their entire line-up, then takes the field after last batter has hit and ran all the way around the bases. Home team will then bat through their entire line-up. This rotation occurs for 2 innings.


POST SEASON

There are no playoffs in Tee Ball 4U (TB4U).  The top two teams from the regular season will be recognized and awarded trophies for their accomplishment.  See rules for final seeding tie breakers under League Championships For all League section of this rule book.  


START TIME FOR TEE BALL 4U GAMES 

All weekday games for Tee Ball 4U (TB4U) will begin at 6:00pm.  There will be no 7:30pm games.  


OFFENSIVE RULES

1. The Batter will receive 3 underhand or overhand pitches from a line marked halfway between the back point of home plate and the pitching rubber (18 feet from the back point of home plate).  If the batter does not place either of those pitches into fair territory, the batter will then have the opportunity to swing at the ball off of the tee.  The batter’s at bat will end when ball is placed into fair territory.
2. A foul ball on the 3rd swing off the tee will result in one additional swing off the tee.  A foul ball on the additional 4th swing off of the tee will be an out.  
3. A continuous batting order is required by both teams.  All kids present for the game must be in the batting order. 
4. The offensive manager may “set” the batter one time per at-bat when being pitched to and one ADDITIONAL time per at bat when hitting off the tee. 
5. No coach may intentionally set a batter to hit the ball toward 3rd base. The first offense will result in a warning; the next offense will result in the coach being removed from the field of play for the remainder of the game.  Varying tee placement will be allowed by coaches, and we will emphasize hitting inside, middle, and outside locations by proper tee placement.
6. The offense is only allowed one time out per batter.  
7. Bunting is not allowed.  
8. No walks will be issued.  
9. A batted ball, whether pitched or hit off the tee, that does not land outside of the fair/four arc is a foul ball.  If the ball is struck hard enough to roll past the fair/four arc, it is a fair ball as long as it remains inside the baselines.  If the ball is hit and lands in fair territory but rolls back across the fair/four arc, it is a foul ball. If it stops on the fair/four arc, it is a fair ball.  
10. The batter must make contact with the ball not just the tee.  If the tee is hit without making contact with the ball, the swing will be considered a miss.  
11. Leading off is not allowed.  
12. Stealing is not allowed.  

ADULT PITCHER RULES


1. When the coach is pitching, the coach will pitch with one foot on the halfway line.  
2. If in the Umpire’s opinion the coach pitcher is stalling, the umpire will give the pitcher a warning.  If the stalling continues, the batter will be called out.
3. If the coach pitcher is hit by a batted ball, “Dead Ball” will be called and there will be a replacement pitch. If in the opinion of the umpire the coach pitcher intentionally interferes with a defensive play, the batter will be called out and all runners will return to their original bases.
4. The coach pitcher must make an attempt to get out of the way of the ball; otherwise, the batter will be out. The only exception will be if the coach must catch the ball to prevent an injury to himself. In that case, the umpire will call “Dead Ball”, and the pitch will not count towards the total pitches against the batter. 
5. In the event the coach pitcher hits the batter with a pitch ball, said pitch will count toward one of the two pitches.  The batter will continue the at bat and will not be sent to first base. If the batter is unable to continue hitting as a result of being hit by the pitch, he will be out. 
6. Once the batter has hit the ball, the adult pitcher must move immediately off the field so play can go on uninterrupted. Interference with a player making a play on the baseball will result in an out. The batter will be called out and all runners will return to their original bases.  If in the Umpires discretion the contract was unintentional, the play will be called dead and the batter will return to the plate.  
7. Coach pitchers should exit the field toward the 3rd base line to avoid contact with the runner going to 1st.  

DEFENSIVE RULES

Positioning of Defensive Players 

1. All players in attendance for the game will play on defense.  (No one will sit on the bench).  
2. The infield will consist of five (5) players:  the pitcher, the first baseman, the second baseman, the third baseman, and the shortstop.  There is no catcher position.  
3. Infielders must play in the infield and outfielders must play in the outfield.  
4. All remaining players in attendance will play the outfield.  There is no limit to the number of outfielders.    
5. There may not be a short-fielder (outfielder playing behind second base) and all outfielders must play at an equal distance in the outfield from home plate.  
6. No infield defensive player can switch positions once the inning has started. Only changes allowed will be for injuries or a bathroom emergency.  In addition, you may not change the defensive positions by calling time out.  The intention of this rule is to allow all of the players to develop defensively on the team rather than just one player.  Also, the constant change of positions slows down the game.   
7. All infielders, with the exception of the pitcher, must remain behind the base path.  They may not come any closer than the base path until the ball has been put into play.  At that point, they are allowed to charge the ball.  This is a safety rule and will be enforced by the umpires. 
8. The player/pitcher must start with both feet inside the circle.  Once the ball has been hit, the pitcher may exit the circle to make a play.  


Plays at First Base 

1. The first baseman is the only player on the field who is allowed to make an unassisted out at first base by either tagging the base or tagging the runner before the runner reaches first base.  All other defensive players must make the throw to first base.  
2. In the event a ball is hit towards the first base line, and the pitcher’s momentum carries him/her toward the batter running down the first base line, the pitcher may tag the runner or tag first base for an acceptable out.  This is the only exception to the unassisted rule at 1st base.  
3. If the first baseman misses the throw at first base from any player in the infield who has received a batted ball, play will continue until the batter reaches second base safely.  The first baseman may try to retrieve the ball and make the out before the runner reaches 2nd base.  Once the runner reaches 2nd base safely, time will be called by the Umpire, and the runner will remain at 2nd base.  If the batter continues on to 3rd base, he will be required to return to 2nd base once time has been called.   This is for situations with no runners on base when the ball is hit.
4. When there is a runner on 1st base when the ball is hit and the first baseman misses a ball thrown by any infielder, the play will continue until the runner from 1st has reached 3rd base and the batter has reached 2nd safely.  The runner that was on 1st base must stop at 3rd base on the overthrow at first.  The first baseman may retrieve the ball and try to get the runners out before they reach 2nd or 3rd.  Once both runners have reached 2nd and 3rd safely, the umpire will call time and end play.  
5. Runners on 2nd and runners on 3rd will advance at their own risk on all plays.  
6. If the first ball thrown to first base is ruled overthrown, any subsequent throws to bases to make an out will not be considered overthrown once runners reach the bases as mentioned above.  In other words, if the first baseman misses the original throw to first base, the player may throw the ball to 3rd base or 2nd base and a missed ball on that throw will not allow runners to advance beyond 3rd base and 2nd base as mentioned above. 


Plays at All Other Bases (2nd, 3rd, and Home)

1. Any infielder, including the pitcher player, fielding the batted ball inside or outside of the pitcher’s circle, can tag any runner that is trying to advance between bases other than home to 1st.  See exception above for 1st baseman and pitcher tagging runners between home and 1st.      
2. Any infielder, including the pitcher player, fielding the batted ball inside or outside of the pitcher’s circle, can tag any base (other than 1st base) to cause a force out at that base.  See exception above for 1st baseman and pitchers tagging 1st base for runners going from home to 1st.      
3. If a throw is made from any infielder to any base (other than 1st) during a force play, the play will continue until the runner from 1st base has reached 3rd base and the batter has reached 2nd base.  A play can continue to be made on the runners until they have reached 2nd and 3rd safely.  The umpire will call time once the runners have reached 2nd and 3rd.  The runner from 1st must stop at 3rd base if an overthrow to any base was made during a force play.  
4. Runners on 2nd and runners on 3rd will advance at their own risk.  


Overthrow by Fielder

1. An overthrow will be defined as a throw from any fielder to any base (except home) that reasonably gets by the fielder receiving the throw and is not within that player’s immediate reach.  Base runners can advance a maximum of two bases from the base they were on before the ball was hit (as defined above) on the overthrow, but the runner must reach that base safely without being tagged out.  “Reasonably” and “Immediate Reach” are the Umpire’s judgment.


Plays from the Outfield 

1. If the ball is hit to the outfield, an outfielder has to throw the ball to the infield. If the initial play is not attempted by the outfielder and an infielder makes the initial play, the base runner advancing to first will be awarded second base. All other base runners will be awarded the next immediate base regardless of where they are in the base paths. The intent of this rule is to encourage outfielders to field the ball and throw it to the infielders.  The infielder may go into the outfield after the outfielder attempts to make the throw, or if the infielder misses the play and ball is within close proximately to the infielder (10 ft.) especially first baseman. The intent of this rule is to not have the infielders run into the outfield taking the ball from an outfielder’s hand (or receiving a “hand-off” from the outfielder) and then running back into the infield to make a play.   
2. All throws as a result of a ball hit into the outfield (and fielded by an outfielder) remain in play even if the receiving defensive player misses the throw.  



How to Stop a Play during a Game 

In order to stop play during the game, one of 3 conditions must be met:  

1. A player with possession of the baseball is in front of the lead runner, calls “time”, and time is granted by the Umpire.  If a runner crosses the half way chalk line between bases before time is granted by the Umpire, the runner will receive the next base unless another player is occupying the base immediately in front of the runner in which the runner will return to the previous base.  “In front” of the runner is defined as at the base the runner is at or at the base the runner would be advancing to.  For example, the player cannot call time at 3rd with an open base at 2nd and the runner is at 1st.
2. A defensive player has the ball and has both feet inside the pitcher’s circle, calls “time”, and time is granted by the Umpire.  Again, if a runner crosses the half way chalk line between bases before time is granted by the Umpire, the runner will receive the next base unless another player is occupying the base immediately in front of the runner in which the runner will return to the previous base.
3. All runners are stopped and not attempting to advance.  The Umpire will call time at his discretion to stop play.

4. Play is not stopped when the player runs through the circle attempting to make a play or when the player catches a fly ball inside the circle and attempts to make a play elsewhere on a base runner.  It is only granted in the 3 situations above.  



General Rules for Defense 

1. The defensive player can tag a runner anywhere on his body with the ball to get the runner out. Please make sure you teach your kid’s that is not appropriate to push the runner down while tagging the runner.  We know you can’t control this during a game, but you can teach it.    
2. When trying to throw a runner out at any base, the fielder must make an attempt to properly throw the ball. The fielder cannot intentionally roll the ball underhand or overhand to make a play on a runner. The purpose of this rule is to encourage fielders to learn proper throwing and catching techniques. This is a delayed dead ball situation pending the outcome of the play. If the runner involved in the infraction is out due to the illegal throw, the Umpire will stop play and place the runner on the base that the runner was trying to reach.
3. The infield fly rule is not in effect.
4. The defense is allowed two time outs per inning.  
5. All infractions above that are judgment calls by the Umpire are not available for protest. 
























[bookmark: TEEBALLCOACHPITCH]
TEE BALL COACH PITCH RULES (TBCP)
(Ages 5-6)



The basic rules of baseball will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions:




COACHES ON THE FIELD: 

1. Offensive: 1st Base Coach, 3rd Base Coach, Pitcher Coach, and Home Plate Coach (to place balls on tee and catch missed balls thrown by the pitcher).  
2. Defensive: Two (2) coaches outside the dugout, and two (2) coaches in the outfield behind the players. 
3. A maximum of four (4) coaches are permitted on the field during the game.

Note:  Coaches outside the dugout must be able to touch the dugout and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  Coaches in foul territory must be able to touch the fence and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  A warning will be issued on the first offense, and on the second offense, the coach will be restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.    No outfield coach may move forward past the original position of the outfielders (i.e.: The outfield coach may not move past the outfielders in order to coach infielders).  If any coach gets hit by the ball or interferes with the play, whether intentional or not, the umpire may award runners additional bases as applicable (Umpire’s discretion).  

TEE BALL FIELD DIMENSIONS:
· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 36 feet.
· Bases shall be 60 feet.
· Pitching Circle:  6-foot radius.
· Home-plate Fair/Foul Arc:  10-foot radius from back tip of Home Plate.
· Batter’s box: 3’ x 6’
· Half way line – chalk lines half way between 1st and 2nd, 2nd and 3rd, 3rd and home

TIME LIMIT
· Games are five (5) innings or one hour fifteen minutes (1:15). When the time limit is              reached, the game is official provided both teams had the same number of “at bats”. A new inning will begin as soon as the third out is made in the previous inning and it shall not begin after the time limit has expired.  
· Ties will not be played out during the regular season.  The game will end in a tie.

RUN LIMIT

A team may score a maximum of five (5) runs per inning except the fifth inning in which a team will be limited to seven (7) runs.  In the event a homerun is hit with runners on that puts the team batting over the run limit, the batter will be credited with a homerun, but the team cannot exceed the run limit. 


OFFENSIVE RULES

1. At the beginning of the spring season, all players are considered “T” tee designated batters.  After the determined midpoint of the season, all players will be designated as either a tee “T” or a pitch “P” player before each game for its entirety.  Each team must have four (4) designated “P” pitch hitters per game.  The rest will be “T” hitters.  During the fall season all batters will play under the rules for “T” tee designated batters for the entire season. An email will be sent to all head coaches indicating the midpoint and when players are to be designated at either a “T” or “P”.   

1.1. “T” Tee Designated Batters:
1. The batter will receive three (3) pitches from the coach pitcher.  If any of those pitches are placed into fair territory, the at bat is over.  
2. If none of the pitches are placed into fair territory, the batter will get two (2) swings at the ball on the tee.  If either of those swings is placed into fair territory, the at bat is over.  
3. If after items i and ii above are complete and no balls have been placed into fair territory, the batter will be out.  
4. If the batter hits a foul ball on the 2nd Tee swing, the batter will receive one more swing at the ball on the tee.  The next swing must place the ball into fair territory or else the batter will be out.  
1.2. “P” Pitch Designated Batters:
1. The batter will receive five (5) pitches from the coach pitcher.  If any of those pitches are placed into fair territory, the at bat is over.  
2. If the batter swings at three (3) pitches and misses those 3 pitches, the at bat is over. 
3. If the batter sees all five (5) pitches and does not put any of those pitches into play, the batter will be out.  
4. If the batter hits a foul ball on the 5th pitch, the batter will receive one additional pitch.  The batter will continue to receive one additional pitch until the batter: places the ball into fair territory, swings and misses, or takes the pitch.  


2. A continuous batting order is required by both teams.  All kids present for the game must be in the batting order.  
3. The coach may “set” the batter one time per at-bat when being pitched to and one ADDITIONAL time per at bat when hitting off the tee. 
4. No coach may intentionally set a batter to hit the ball toward 3rd base. The first offense will result in a warning; the next offense will result in the coach being removed from the field of play for the remainder of the game.  Varying tee placement will be allowed by coaches, and we will emphasize hitting inside, middle, and outside locations by proper tee placement.
5. The offense is only allowed one time out per batter.  
6. Bunting is not allowed.  
7. No walks will be issued.  
8. A batted ball, whether pitched or hit off the tee, that does not land outside of the fair/four arc is a foul ball.  If the ball is struck hard enough to roll past the fair/four arc, it is a fair ball as long as it remains inside the baselines.  If the ball is hit and lands in fair territory but rolls back across the fair/four arc, it is a foul ball. If it stops on the fair/four arc, it is a fair ball.  
9. The batter must make contact with the ball not just the tee.  If the tee is hit without making contact with the ball, the swing will be considered a miss.
10. Leading off is not allowed.  
11. Stealing is not allowed.  


ADULT PITCHER RULES

1. When the coach is pitching, the coach will pitch with one foot on the rubber.  
2. If in the Umpire’s opinion the coach pitcher is stalling, the umpire will give the pitcher a warning.  If the stalling continues, the batter will be called out.
3. If the coach pitcher is hit by a batted ball, “Dead Ball” will be called and there will be a replacement pitch. If in the opinion of the umpire the coach pitcher intentionally interferes with a defensive play, the batter will be called out and all runners will return to their original bases.
4. The coach pitcher must make an attempt to get out of the way of the ball; otherwise, the batter will be out. The only exception will be if the coach must catch the ball to prevent an injury to himself. In that case, the umpire will call “Dead Ball”, and the pitch will not count towards the total pitches against the batter. 
5. In the event the coach pitcher hits the batter with a pitch ball, said pitch will count toward one of the two pitches.  The batter will continue the at bat and will not be sent to first base. If the batter is unable to continue hitting as a result of being hit by the pitch, he will be out. 
6. Once the batter has hit the ball, the adult pitcher must move immediately off the field so play can go on uninterrupted. Interference with a player making a play on the baseball will result in an out. The batter will be called out and all runners will return to their original bases.  If in the Umpires discretion the contract was unintentional, the play will be called dead and the batter will return to the plate.  
7. Coach pitchers should exit the field toward the 3rd base line to avoid contact with the runner going to 1st.  

DEFENSIVE RULES

Positioning of Defensive Players 


1. All players in attendance for the game will play on defense.  (No one will sit on the bench).  
2. The infield will consist of five (5) players:  the pitcher, the first baseman, the second baseman, the third baseman, and the shortstop.  There is no catcher position.  
3. Infielders must play in the infield and outfielders must play in the outfield. *If a grounder or pop fly touches the glove of an infielder and rolls into the outfield grass and is within a reasonable distance, i.e. less than 10 feet of the infield dirt, the infielder whose glove was touched by the ball may retrieve the ball. 
4. All remaining players in attendance will play the outfield.  There is no limit to the number of outfielders.    
5. There may not be a short-fielder (outfielder playing behind second base) and all outfielders must play at an equal distance in the outfield from home plate. Outfielders may not be staggered, one playing shallow left and one playing deep left. All outfielders must be within a reasonable distance from the infield dirt, i.e. 20 feet. Use good judgement when placing the outfielders. They are here to learn the position (RF, RC, CF, LC, LF) and not be utilized as a short-fielder.  
6. No infield defensive player can switch positions once the inning has started. Only changes allowed will be for injuries or a bathroom emergency.  In addition, you may not change the defensive positions by calling time out.  The intention of this rule is to allow all of the players to develop defensively on the team rather than just one player.  Also, the constant change of positions slows down the game.   
7. All infielders, with the exception of the pitcher, may not start more than 5 feet in front of the base path. This rule is in effect to maintain fair defensive spacing with 60’ base paths. The infielder may not come any closer until the ball is put into play. At that point, they are allowed to charge the ball.   This is a safety rule and will be enforced by the umpires. 
8. The player/pitcher must start with both feet inside the circle.  Once the ball has been hit, the pitcher may exit the circle to make a play.  
9. The pitcher may not go to the edge of the grass to receive the ball if it is hit to the outfield. The outfielders must attempt to make a throw to the following infielders: first baseman, second baseman, shortstop or third baseman. The infielder, with the exception of the pitcher, must receive the ball and attempt to make a play or call time one base ahead of the runner. (See Plays from the Outfielder below).

Plays at First Base 

1. The first baseman is the only player on the field who is allowed to make an unassisted out at first base by either tagging the base or tagging the runner before the runner reaches first base.  All other defensive players must make the throw to first base.  
2. In the event a ball is hit towards the first base line, and the pitcher’s momentum carries him/her toward the batter running down the first base line, the pitcher may tag the runner or tag first base for an acceptable out.  This is the only exception to the unassisted rule at 1st base.  
3. If the first baseman misses the throw at first base from any player in the infield who has received a batted ball, play will continue until the batter reaches second base safely.  The first baseman may try to retrieve the ball and make the out before the runner reaches 2nd base.  Once the runner reaches 2nd base safely, time will be called by the Umpire, and the runner will remain at 2nd base.  If the batter continues on to 3rd base, he will be required to return to 2nd base once time has been called.   This is for situations with no runners on base when the ball is hit.
4. When there is a runner on 1st base when the ball is hit and the first baseman misses a ball thrown by any infielder, the play will continue until the runner from 1st has reached 3rd base and the batter has reached 2nd safely.  The runner that was on 1st base must stop at 3rd base on the overthrow at first.  The first baseman may retrieve the ball and try to get the runners out before they reach 2nd or 3rd.  Once both runners have reached 2nd and 3rd safely, the umpire will call time and end play.  
5. Runners on 2nd and runners on 3rd will advance at their own risk on all plays.  
6. If the first ball thrown to first base is ruled overthrown, any subsequent throws to bases to make an out will not be considered overthrown once runners reach the bases as mentioned above.  In other words, if the first baseman misses the original throw to first base, the player may throw the ball to 3rd base or 2nd base and a missed ball on that throw will not allow runners to advance beyond 3rd base and 2nd base as mentioned above. 


Plays at All Other Bases (2nd, 3rd, and Home)

1. Any infielder, not including the pitcher player, fielding the batted ball inside or outside of the pitcher’s circle, can tag any runner that is trying to advance between bases other than home to 1st.  See exception above for 1st baseman and pitcher tagging runners between home and 1st.      
2. Any infielder, not including the pitcher player, fielding the batted ball inside or outside of the pitcher’s circle, can tag any base (other than 1st base) to cause a force out at that base.  See exception above for 1st baseman and pitchers tagging 1st base for runners going from home to 1st.      
3. If a throw is made from any infielder to any base (other than 1st) during a force play, the play will continue until the runner from 1st base has reached 3rd base and the batter has reached 2nd base.  A play can continue to be made on the runners until they have reached 2nd and 3rd safely.  The umpire will call time once the runners have reached 2nd and 3rd.  The runner from 1st must stop at 3rd base if an overthrow to any base was made during a force play.  
4. Runners on 2nd and runners on 3rd will advance at their own risk.  


Pitcher Player

1. For all force out situations, the pitcher player shall be required to throw the ball to each base (1st, 2nd, and 3rd not including home), no matter where the ball is fielded (inside or outside the circle) in order to make a play for the force out at that base.  Below are the following exceptions:
a. Force plays at home plate.
b. Plays where the ball has been hit towards the first base line (as described above).
c. Non force plays between 2nd base and 3rd base and 3rd base and home plate, where base runners have left their base in a non-force situation. 
In these three situations, the pitcher player may tag the runner.  


Overthrow by Fielder

1. An overthrow will be defined as a throw from any fielder to any base (except home) that reasonably gets by the fielder receiving the throw and is not within that player’s immediate reach.  Base runners can advance a maximum of two bases from the base they were on before the ball was hit (as defined above) on the overthrow, but the runner must reach that base safely without being tagged out.  “Reasonably” and “Immediate Reach” are the Umpire’s judgment.


Plays from the Outfield 

1. If the ball is hit to the outfield, an outfielder has to throw the ball to the infield. If the initial play is not attempted by the outfielder and an infielder makes the initial play, the base runner advancing to first will be awarded second base. All other base runners will be awarded the next immediate base regardless of where they are in the base paths. The intent of this rule is to encourage outfielders to field the ball and throw it to the infielders.  The infielder (1B, 2B, SS, 3B) may go into the outfield after the outfielder attempts to make the throw, or if the outfielder misses the play and ball is within close proximately to the infielder (10 ft.), especially first baseman. The intent of this rule is to not have the infielders run into the outfield taking the ball from an outfielder’s hand (or receiving a “hand-off” from the outfielder) and then running back into the infield to make a play. 
2. On balls hit to the outfield, the pitcher may cover a bag (2B, 3B) to make a play if the infielder is receiving the throw from the outfielder, back up their infielder on a potential overthrow, or cover home plate. The pitcher is not to go to the edge of the grass to receive the ball from the outfielder.
3. All throws as a result of a ball hit into the outfield (and fielded by an outfielder) remain in play even if the receiving defensive player misses the throw.  



How to Stop Play During a Game 

In order to stop play during the game, one of 3 conditions must be met:  

1. A player with possession of the baseball is in front of the lead runner, calls “time”, and time is granted by the Umpire.  If a runner crosses the half way chalk line between bases before time is granted by the Umpire, the runner will receive the next base unless another player is occupying the base immediately in front of the runner in which the runner will return to the previous base.
2. A defensive player has the ball and has both feet inside the pitcher’s circle, calls “time”, and time is granted by the Umpire.  Again, if a runner crosses the half way chalk line between bases before time is granted by the Umpire, the runner will receive the next base unless another player is occupying the base immediately in front of the runner in which the runner will return to the previous base.
3. All runners are stopped and not attempting to advance.  The Umpire will call time at his discretion to stop play.

4. Play is not stopped when the player runs through the circle attempting to make a play or when the player catches a fly ball inside the circle and attempts to make a play elsewhere on a base runner.  It is only granted in the 3 situations above.  


General Rules for Defense 

1. The defensive player can tag a runner anywhere on his body with the ball to get the runner out. Please make sure you teach your kid’s that is not appropriate to push the runner down while tagging the runner.  We know you can’t control this during a game, but you can teach it.    
2. When trying to throw a runner out at any base, the fielder must make an attempt to properly throw the ball. The fielder cannot intentionally roll the ball underhand or overhand to make a play on a runner. The purpose of this rule is to encourage fielders to learn proper throwing and catching techniques. This is a delayed dead ball situation pending the outcome of the play. If the runner involved in the infraction is out due to the illegal throw, the Umpire will stop play and place the runner on the base that the runner was trying to reach.
3. The infield fly rule is not in effect.

4. The defense is allowed two time outs per inning.  

5. All infractions above that are judgment calls by the Umpire are not available for protest. 









[bookmark: PEEWEEKIDPITCH]PEE WEE KID PITCH RULES (PWKP) 
(Age 7-8)


The basic rules of baseball will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions:


COACHES ON THE FIELD: 

1. Offensive: 1st base coach and 3rd base coach.  (Team Manager has the option of serving as one of the base coaches or managing outside of the dugout.)  
2. Defensive: One (1) coach outside the dugout and one (1) coach serving as a back up to the catcher on pitches that get by the catcher.  The coach stationed behind the catcher against the backstop during the game is there to retrieve balls the catcher misses only.  This position is only to speed up the game and the coach stationed behind the catcher may not “coach” from that position.  Any comments toward the defensive team, umpires, or offensive team are forbidden and will result in the umpire removing that coach from the field. (It is up to the umpire whether to allow this coach to remain on the field.  


Note:  Coaches outside the dugout must be able to touch the dugout and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  Coaches in foul territory must be able to touch the fence and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  A warning will be issued on the first offense, and on the second offense, the coach will be restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.  If any coach gets hit by the ball or interferes with the play, whether intentional or not, the umpire may award runners additional bases as applicable (Umpire’s discretion).  

PEE WEE FIELD DIMENSIONS:
· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 40 feet.
· Bases shall be 60 feet.
· Batter’s box: 3’ x 6’


TIME LIMIT
· Games are five (5) innings or one hour twenty minutes (1:20). When the time limit is              reached, the game is official provided both teams had the same number of “at bats” with the exception if the home team cannot come back and score enough runs to tie or win the game. A new inning will begin as soon as the third out is made in the previous inning and it shall not begin after the time limit has expired.  
· Ties will not be played out during the regular season.  The game will end in a tie.

RUN LIMIT

A team may score a maximum of five (5) runs per inning except the fifth inning in which a team will be limited to eight (8) runs.  In the event a homerun is hit with runners on that puts the team batting over the run limit, the batter will be credited with a homerun, but the team cannot exceed the run limit. 


OFFENSIVE RULES 

1. All players present for the game will bat in the line-up.  
2. The offense is allowed one (1) time out per batter.
3. Bunting is allowed. Only one (1) bunt per inning. 
4. A fake bunt followed by a swing is not allowed.  Once a batter squares to bunt, the batter must bunt the ball or take the pitch.  The batter may not fake the bunt and take a full swing or “slap swing” at the pitch.  If the batter does, the batter will be called out.  
5. If the catcher is on base, a manager has the option to substitute a runner for the catcher at any time. The substitute runner must be the last recorded out, or the last player on the line-up if in the first inning. This will allow the catcher time to put catcher’s equipment on to speed up the transition from offense to defense.
6. Dropped third strike rule will NOT apply.
7. Leading off is NOT allowed.
8. Stealing is NOT allowed. 

DEFENSIVE RULES 

1. All players present for the game must play on defense.  You will have up to ten (10) but not more than ten (10) players on the field each inning.  
2. The infield will consist of the standard number of six (6) players.  They are the pitcher, the catcher, the first baseman, the second baseman, the third baseman, and the shortstop.
3. There will be four (4) outfielders.  Left, Left Center, Right Center, and Right.  
4. Infielders must play in the infield and outfielders must play in the outfield. 
5. The pitcher must play within 2 feet of the mound and be lined up with the pitching rubber. They may play on either side of the mound. They cannot be behind or in front of the mound. Nor may they act as a middle/short in-fielder.  
6. Outfielders shall not make any defensive play in the infield unless their momentum carries them into the infield.  
7. The first throw from the outfield must come from an outfielder.  Once the attempt is made by the outfielder, an infielder can go get the ball.  
8. Teams may not place a player in a short-fielder position.  
9. Defensive players will not sit out two (2) consecutive innings unless the player is injured or circumstances exist outside of the Managers control. 
10. To stop a play of defense, the defensive player must have the baseball and be in front of the lead runner.  All runners on base behind the lead runner may advance at their own risk until the umpire calls time.  
11. There will be no intentional walks. Catchers may call for an outside pitch, but the catcher must start in the catcher’s box prior to the pitch being thrown.
12. The inning will allow only 2 walks by the pitcher(s). After 2 walks, the Coach pitches on 4th ball pitched. See pitching rules below.
13. The defense is allowed two time outs per inning. On the third time out, the pitcher must be removed from the mound.  
14. If a player pitcher hits 3 batters in the same inning, that player pitcher must be removed from the mound immediately following the 3rd hit batter.  
15. The catcher must make the first attempt at a play at the plate (i.e.: The first baseman cannot come to the plate and make the play in place of the catcher).  The purpose of this rule is to teach all the kids to play their positions. This will be a judgment call by the umpire. Penalty: The Umpire will award the runner home plate if a violation of this rule occurs.  
16. The catcher must be in the squatted (or kneeled) catching position during kid and coach pitch. The catcher may not stand until after the pitch has been made and the batter has either hit the ball or the pitch is wild, resulting in the catcher to stand to make the catch from the pitcher. 
17. The infield fly rule will NOT apply.
18. Balks will be NOT called.  

PITCHING RULES

The season will start with two (2) innings of kid pitch at the beginning of the game, then go into coach pitch. 

Kid pitcher rules are as follows:

1. Maximum of One (1) pitched inning per player per game.
2. Maximum of One (1) inning pitched per player per week.
3. Maximum of Two (2) walks, allowing the batter to advance to first will be allowed per inning. If the pitcher walks a third batter, the batter will have the opportunity to hit off the Coach. 
a. If the batter has 2 strikes and 4 balls, then the batter will have 3 pitches, but only 1 swing. If the batter swings and misses, the batter is out.
b. If the batter has 1 strike and 4 balls, then the batter will have 3 pitches, but only 2 swings. If the batter swings and misses on two pitches, the batter is out. 
c. If the batter has 0 strikes and 4 balls, then the batter will have 3 pitches, and 3 swings.     If the batter swings and misses on all three pitches, the batter is out. 
4. In the event a team plays Four (4) games in a week (Monday – Sunday) then a pitcher from a previous game may pitch for One (1) inning as long as they have had 48 hrs rest between games. For example, a team plays Monday, Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday during playoffs. The pitchers from Monday’s or Wednesday’s game may pitch in Saturday’s game. Pitchers from Thursday’s game may not pitch since they have not had 48hrs of rest (7p Thurs game, 10a Sat game). 
5. If a game is rained out and made up the following week, i.e. rained out on Saturday and made up on Monday, then the pitching rules from the previous week are still in place. This is also the case for any infraction that causes a game to be pushed to the following week, i.e. scheduling mishaps, rainouts, field closures, etc. 



[bookmark: MINORRULES]Coach pitcher rules are as follows:

1. The batter will receive five (5) pitches from the coach pitcher.  If any of those pitches are placed into fair territory, the at bat is over.  
2. If the batter swings at three (3) pitches and misses those 3 pitches, the at bat is over. 
3. If the batter sees all five (5) pitches and does not put any of those pitches into play, the batter will be out.  
4. If the batter hits a foul ball on the 5th pitch, the batter will receive one additional pitch.  The batter will continue to receive one additional pitch until the batter: places the ball into fair territory, swings and misses, or takes the pitch.  

Verification of Pitching
1. Coaches will send an email to the League Commissioner after every game providing the names of who pitched during the game. This is so we may ensure kids are pitching only 1 inning per week and ensure the 48hr rest rule is followed in the event a team plays 4 games in a week.



























MINOR RULES (MN) 
(Age 9 – 10)

The basic rules of baseball and 10U GRSL Baseball will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions:



COACHES ON THE FIELD

1. Offensive: 1st base, 3rd base, and team manager outside the dugout. 
2. Defensive: One coach or manager outside the dugout. 

Note:  Coaches outside the dugout must be able to touch the dugout and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  Coaches in foul territory must be able to touch the fence and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  A warning will be issued on the first offense, and on the second offense, the coach will be restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.  If any coach gets hit by the ball or interferes with the play, whether intentional or not, the umpire may award runners additional bases as applicable (Umpire’s discretion).  



MINOR LEAGUE FIELD DIMENSIONS:

· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 46 feet
· Bases shall be 60 feet
· Batter’s box: 3’ x 6’


TIME LIMIT 

1. Games are six (6) innings or one hour thirty minutes (1:30). When the time limit is reached, the game is official provided both teams had the same number of “at bats”. A new inning begins when the third out is made in the previous inning and it shall not begin after the time limit has expired.  
2. Ties will not be played out during the regular season 


RUN LIMIT

A team may score a maximum of five (5) runs per inning except the fifth inning in which a team will be limited to eight (8) runs.  In the event a homerun is hit with runners on that puts the team batting over the run limit, the batter will be credited with a homerun, but the team cannot exceed the run limit. 


OFFENSIVE RULES 

1. All players present for the game will bat in the line-up.  
2. The offense is allowed one (1) time out per batter.	
3. Bunting is allowed.
4. A fake bunt followed by a swing is not allowed.  Once a batter squares to bunt, the batter must bunt the ball or take the pitch.  The batter may not fake the bunt and take a full swing or “slap swing” at the pitch.  If the batter does, the batter will be called out.  
5. If the catcher is on base, a manager has the option to substitute a runner for the catcher at any time. The substitute runner must be the last recorded out, or the last player on the line-up if in the first inning. This will allow the catcher time to put catcher’s equipment on to speed up the transition from offense to defense.
6. Dropped third strike rule will NOT apply.
7. Leading off is NOT allowed.
8. Stealing is allowed only after the ball crosses home plate. If it is determined that a runner leaves a base early, the opposing coach has the option of accepting all, some, or none of whatever occurs during the play that immediately follows. This includes the pitch thrown to the plate.  The umpire shall provide each player one warning for leaving the base early per game.  Upon the second occurrence the player shall be declared out.


DEFENSIVE RULES

1. Ten players (10) will play on defense. The infield will consist of the standard number of six (6) players, which are pitcher, catcher, first baseman, second baseman, third baseman and shortstop. 
2. Infielders must play in the infield and outfielders must play in the outfield.   
3. Each team will play with 4 outfielders when 10 or more players are present for the game. 
4. Players will not sit out two (2) continuous innings, unless the player is injured or circumstances exist outside of the Manager’s control. 
5. Upon the pitcher receiving the ball in return after a pitch and taking his/her place on the rubber, all runners will return to base.
6. There will be no intentional walks. Catchers may call for an outside pitch, but the catcher must start in the catcher’s box prior to the pitch being thrown.
7. The infield fly rule will NOT apply.
8. Balks will be NOT called.  
9. The defense is allowed two time outs per inning. On the third time out, the pitcher must be replaced. 
10. If a player pitcher hits 3 batters in the same inning, that player pitcher must be removed from the mound immediately following the 3rd hit batter.  
11. The catcher must make the first attempt at a play at the plate (i.e.: The first baseman cannot come to the plate and make the play in place of the catcher).  The purpose of this rule is to teach all the kids to play their positions. This will be a judgment call by the umpire. Penalty: The Umpire will award the runner home plate if a violation of this rule occurs.  

Pitching Rules
1. Maximum number of four (4) innings per week. A week runs Monday – Sunday. 
2. A pitcher may pitch two (2) innings in a single game but must wait two (2) days before he can pitch again. 
i. Example: pitches in Monday’s game 2 innings, cannot pitch again until Wednesday. The pitcher will then have two (2) innings allowed to pitch. The inning limit will reset the following Monday. 
ii. Example: pitches 2 innings on Friday night, cannot pitch on Saturday.
iii. Example: pitches 1 inning on Tuesday night, can pitch 2 innings on Wednesday.
3. If a game is rained out and made up the following week, i.e. rained out on Saturday and made up on Monday, then the pitching rules from the previous week are still in place. This is also the case for any infraction that causes a game to be pushed to the following week, i.e. scheduling mishaps, rainouts, field closures, etc.

MAJOR RULES (MJ)
(Ages 11 – 12)

The basic rules of baseball will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions:

COACHES ON THE FIELD

3. Offensive: 1st base, 3rd base, and team manager outside the dugout. 
4. Defensive: One coach or manager outside the dugout. 

Note:  Coaches outside the dugout must be able to touch the dugout and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  Coaches in foul territory must be able to touch the fence and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  A warning will be issued on the first offense, and on the second offense, the coach will be restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.  If any coach gets hit by the ball or interferes with the play, whether intentional or not, the umpire may award runners additional bases as applicable (Umpire’s discretion).  

MAJOR LEAGUE FIELD DIMENSIONS

· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 50 feet.
· Bases shall be 70 feet.
· Batter’s box: 3’x6’

TIME LIMIT 

1. Games are six (6) innings or one hour forty minutes (1:40). When the time limit is reached, the game is official provided both teams had the same number of “at bats”. A new inning begins when the third out is made in the previous inning and it shall not begin after the time limit has expired.
2. Ties will not be played out during the regular season 
.
RUN LIMIT

A team may score a maximum of six (6) runs per inning.  In the event a homerun is hit with runners on that puts the team batting over the run limit, the batter will be credited with a homerun, but the team cannot exceed the run limit. 

OFFENSIVE RULES

1. All players present for the game will bat in the line-up.  
2. The offense is allowed one (1) time out per batter.
3. Bunting is allowed.
4. A fake bunt followed by a swing is not allowed.  Once a batter squares to bunt, the batter must bunt the ball or take the pitch.  The batter may not fake the bunt and take a full swing or “slap swing” at the pitch.  If the batter does, the batter will be called out.  
5. If the catcher is on base, a manager has the option to substitute a runner for the catcher at any time. The substitute runner must be the last recorded out, or the last player on the line-up if in the first inning. This will allow the catcher time to put catcher’s equipment on to speed up the transition from offense to defense.
6. If the pitcher is on base, a manager has the option to substitute a runner for the pitcher at any time. The substitute runner must be the last recorded out, or the last player on the line-up if in the first inning. 
7. The batter becomes a runner when the third strike (called or swung at) is not caught, providing (1) first base is unoccupied, or (2) first base is occupied with two out.  When a batter becomes a base runner on a third strike not caught by the catcher and starts for the dugout, or his position, and then realizes his situation and attempts then to reach first base, he is not out unless he or first base is tagged before he reaches first base.  If, however, he actually reaches the dugout or dugout steps, he may not then attempt to go to first base and shall be out.
8. Leading off and stealing is allowed.


DEFENSIVE RULES

1. Nine players (9) will play on defense. The infield will consist of the standard number of six (6) players, which are pitcher, catcher, first baseman, second baseman, third baseman and shortstop. Infielders must play in the infield and outfielders must play in the outfield
2. Players will not sit out two (2) continuous innings, unless the player is injured or circumstances exist outside of the Managers control. 
3. No manager, coach or player, shall at any time, whether from the bench or the playing field or elsewhere call “time”, or employ any other word or phrase or commit any act while the ball is alive and in play for the obvious purpose of trying to make the pitcher commit a balk.
4. The infield fly rule will apply.
5. There will be no intentional walks. Catchers may call for an outside pitch, but the catcher must start in the catcher’s box prior to the pitch being thrown.
6. The defense is allowed two time outs per inning. On the third time out, the pitcher must be replaced. 
7. If a player pitcher hits 3 batters in the same inning, that player pitcher must be removed from the mound immediately following the 3rd hit batter.  
8. Balks will be called per Ga High School Baseball rules and enforced starting with game one (1) of season.

Pitching Rules

1. A pitcher may throw no more than seventy (70) pitches per day and no more than 100 (one hundred) pitches per week. 
2. A pitching week is considered Monday 12:00 am thru Sunday 11:59 pm.
3. Weekly pitches are reset at that point, but the daily pitch count rest chart overrides the change of the week.
a. Example: If a player pitches seventy (70) pitches on Saturday, their next available day would be Tuesday due to the 2 (two) days of rest on the daily rest chart.
4. The following pitch counts and days of rest will be enforced:
a. If a player pitches 70 or more pitches in a day, two (2) calendar days of rest must be observed.
b. If a player pitches 45-69 pitches in a day, one (1) calendar day of rest must be observed.
c. If a player pitches 1-44 pitches in a day, no calendar day of rest must be observed.
5. If a game is rained out and made up the following week, i.e. rained out on Saturday and made up on Monday, then the pitching rules from the previous week are still in place. This is also the case for any infraction that causes a game to be pushed to the following week, i.e. scheduling mishaps, rainouts, field closures, etc. 
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PONY (PNY) AND COLT (CT) RULES

The basic rules of baseball will apply except as altered by the following additions and exceptions:


COACHES ON THE FIELD  

1. Offensive: 1st base, 3rd base, and team manager outside the dugout. 
2. Defensive: One coach or manager outside the dugout. 


Note:  Coaches outside the dugout must be able to touch the dugout and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  Coaches in foul territory must be able to touch the fence and may not enter the field of play during the game unless timeout is called by the umpire.  A warning will be issued on the first offense, and on the second offense, the coach will be restricted to the dugout for the remainder of the game.  If any coach gets hit by the ball or interferes with the play, whether intentional or not, the umpire may award runners additional bases as applicable (Umpire’s discretion).  


PONY LEAGUE FIELD DIMENSIONS

· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 54 feet.
· Bases shall be 80 feet.
· Batter’s box: 4’x6’


COLT LEAGUE FIELD DIMENSIONS

· Distance from front of Pitching Rubber to back corner of Home Plate shall be 60 feet 6 inches.
· Bases shall be 90 feet.
· Batter’s box: 4’x6’


TIME LIMIT 

1. Games are seven (7) innings or one hour fifty minutes (1:50). When the time limit is reached, the game is official provided both teams had the same number of “at bats”. A new inning begins when the third out is made in the previous inning and it shall not begin after the time limit has expired.  
2. Ties will not be played out during the regular season


CLEATS 

· Metal Cleats are allowed. However, on pitching mounds, molded cleats must be used on MPAA facilities.


LOCAL TRAVEL PLAY

· In order to increase the team pool, this age group may play other local parks. In such a case, the rules may be modified so that all teams are playing by the same rules.




OFFENSIVE RULES 

1. All players will bat in rotation.  
2. Players may wear helmets without protective face masks.
3. A team may score unlimited runs per inning.  
4. The offense is allowed one (1) time out per batter.
5. Bunting is allowed.
6. The batter becomes a runner when the third strike (called or swung at) is not caught, providing (1) first base is unoccupied, or (2) first base is occupied with two out.  When a batter becomes a base runner on a third strike not caught by the catcher and starts for the dugout, or his position, and then realizes his situation and attempts then to reach first base, he is not out unless he or first base is tagged before he reaches first base.  If, however, he actually reaches the dugout or dugout steps, he may not then attempt to go to first base and shall be out.
7. Leading off and stealing are allowed.
8. If the catcher and/or pitcher are on base, a manager has the option to substitute a runner for the catcher and/or at any time. The substitute runner must be the last recorded out, or the last player on the line-up if in the first inning. This will allow the catcher time to put catcher’s equipment on and the pitcher to adequately warm-up to speed up the transition from offense to defense.



DEFENSIVE RULES 

1. Nine players (9) will play on defense. The infield will consist of the standard number of six (6) players, which are pitcher, catcher, first baseman, second baseman, third baseman and shortstop. Infielders must play in the infield and outfielders must play in the outfield 
2. Players will not sit out two (2) continuous innings, unless the player is injured or circumstances exist outside of the Managers control. 
3. There will be no intentional walks. i.e.: Pitcher’s must pitch to a batter. Catcher’s may call for a wide pitch, but must start in the catcher’s box prior to the pitch being thrown.
4. No manager, coach or player, shall at any time, whether from the bench or the playing field or elsewhere call “time”, or employ any other word or phrase or commit any act while the ball is alive and in play for the obvious purpose of trying to make the pitcher commit a balk.
5. The infield fly rule will apply.
6. The defense is allowed two time outs per inning. On the third time out, the pitcher must be replaced. 
7. If a player pitching the ball hits a batter with a pitched ball three (3) times in the same inning that player must be pulled at that point.
8. Balks will be called per GA High School Baseball rules and enforced starting with game one (1) of season.
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1. A protest which involves an umpire’s judgment shall not be accepted. 

2. Only the team manager or the acting manager shall be entitled to file a protest. 

3. The only legal protest shall be one that involves a violation of playing rules or the use of an ineligible player. 

4. The protesting manager on a play situation shall notify the umpire he/she is protesting before another ball is pitched. The umpire shall announce that the game is being played under protest, but failure of the umpire to make this announcement shall not affect the validity of the protest. The official scorekeeper must write down the exact time in the game of the protest in the official scorebook. 

5. The protesting manager must submit a written protest within (24) hours to the Baseball Director or another Baseball Board Member.

6. All protests will require a $50.00 protest fee paid at the time the protest is submitted.  In the event the protest is not allowed, said $50.00 will be forfeited.  If the protest is upheld, said $50.00 would be refunded.
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(THESE RULES COMPLETELY REPLACE THE REGULAR SEASON PROTEST RULES)

1. A protest committee composed of at least three members shall be appointed by the tournament director, their selected representative, league commissioner, baseball director, or Board Member on duty at each level of tournament play. Tournament directors shall exercise care in the selection of this committee. One member of this committee should be a representative of each team. The head member of this committee should be the tournament director, their appointed representative, league commissioner, baseball director, or Board Member on duty. The head member of this committee must be unbiased, and have no direct relationship to any player or coach on either team. It is required that this committee be present during each game. 

2. Protests shall be made only on a misinterpretation of a rule, an illegal pitcher or failure to comply with the participation requirement. 

3. All protests of rule violations, except protests of an illegal pitcher or failure to comply with the participation requirement shall be made to the umpire-in-chief immediately after the occurrence and before another pitched ball. The umpire-in-chief shall call in the protest committee appointed by the tournament director and this committee, after hearing the protesting manager and the manager of the opposing team and the umpires shall render a decision. 








4. AFTER THE COMPLETION OF A GAME THERE SHALL BE NO PROTEST REGARDLESS OF THE CIRCUMSTANCES INVOLVED. NOTE: A game shall not be considered as complete until opposing managers have an opportunity to make a protest on a game ending play or failure to comply with the participation requirement. Fifteen minutes shall be considered sufficient time for the fulfillment of this rule. 

5. ILLEGAL PITCHER: No game will be forfeited because of the violation of one of the pitching rules because it is the manager’s responsibility to both know the pitching rules and to ascertain the eligibility of opposing pitchers prior to each of his team’s games. If, however, an ineligible pitcher is used during the course of a game, he shall, upon the protest of the opposing manager, be immediately replaced on the mound by an eligible pitcher and all plays occurring while the ineligible pitcher was on the mound shall become "official". The ineligible pitcher will further be ineligible from pitching in the team's next game that he would have been eligible to pitch in. The manager will be ineligible to participate in the team’s next game. The discovery of an ineligible pitcher may be made and the aforementioned penalty imposed up to one-half (1/2) hour prior to the scheduled time of his team's next game. NOTE: For the purpose of determining violation of pitching rules, a pitcher shall violate one of the rules only when he throws a pitch to a batter in an inning, not when he takes his warm-up pitch from the pitching rubber. During tournament play the official scorebook shall be used to register innings pitched by each player. The official scorebook must be reviewed and signed by both managers after completion of each game. 

6. ILLEGAL PROTEST DECISIONS: The Baseball Director, with the consent and approval of the President, shall be empowered to accept a protest on the recommendation of the tournament director or their representative on the grounds that the protest committee accepted and acted upon an illegal protest. Such a protest must be made prior to the next game played by either team. 

· EXAMPLE: The umpire removes a player from the game for using abusive language. The manager of the team protests the umpire’s action and the protest committee accepts the protest and overrules the umpire's action and allows the player to continue in the game. This is an illegal protest and one on which the tournament director should immediately call the Baseball Director.
·  PENALTY: If the illegal protest decision is overruled, the game shall be replayed from the point where the illegal ruling was rendered. 

7. When the official scorer or other officials have knowledge of a potential use of an illegal pitcher, they should advise the manager of the violating team. However, after the violation occurs, no one shall call attention to the violation except the opposing manager. 

8. Failure to comply with the regular season participation rule shall result in game forfeiture for the offending team. See General Playing Rules #1.  Any other minimum participation rule or must play infield rule is NOT governed by this rule. 
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The League Champion will be the team with the best overall records. If two or more teams are tied with the same record, the following tie breaking rules shall apply.

1. The team winner of head-to-head competition.
2. The team with the least “runs against” it.
3. The team with the most “runs for” it.
4. If two teams are tied with the best division record, a playoff game will be played.  (Regulation tie games for the purpose of this rule shall count as a ½ win and ½ loss)

The same methodology will apply to determining seeding for postseason play

League championships decided by one game will be played out in 6 innings regardless of the score. It will have a time limit of the following:
a. 6U – 1:30 
b. 8U – 1:40
c. 10U – 1:45
d. 12U – 2:00
The game is over once either time has expired OR 6 innings of play has been reached. Championship games will not end in a tie. There must be a winner. 

The 10 run mercy rule will not apply unless the team behind wishes to concede.  If the championship game is suspended for any other reason, it shall be completed at the earliest possible date and shall be played from the point of termination.

The Baseball Director and/or Baseball Board can elect to forego post season play.  If post season play has been suspended, it will pertain to all age groups.

Each League Champion will be decided by a double elimination tournament to be held following the regular season. All teams will participate. Tournament winner will be awarded Champion rings and runner-up will receive Finalist rings. 

During Playoffs (postseason play), the team with the best overall record will be ranked #1, then so on and so forth until all teams are ranked. The seeding will determine which team is Home and Visitor.

In the event the “if necessary” game is to be played, the Home team will be the team with the better seed after regular season play. Example: In Championship game, #2 seed is Home and #3 seed is Visitor. The #3 seed beats #2 seed, which results in the “if necessary” game to be played. Then the #3 seed will be Home and #2 will be Visitor due to the Championship game being won by the lower seeded team and forcing the “if necessary” game. 
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The following is used as a guide but the Baseball Director along with the Assistant Director and League Commissioner will have the final decision regarding the process by which All-Stars will be decided.  


FORMATION OF ALL-STAR TEAMS 

1. We will have at least one all-star team representing each league in our program.   

2. Each team that is formed will have a maximum of 12 player roster.  

3. Under certain circumstances, we will form the required number of teams and each team will choose players off of the recreational teams in its league. 
a. 6U All-Star teams are formed based on end of regular season record. The following seeds will form a team:
i. Seed 1, Seed 4, Seed 5, Seed 8, Seed 9
ii. Seed 2, Seed 3, Seed 6, Seed 7  

4. Additional teams may be formed if approved by the Baseball Board.  



SELECTION OF COACHES 

1. All recreational Head Coaches interested in becoming a Head Coach for all-stars must submit a message to the League Commissioner by the midpoint of the recreational season requesting the consideration by the Baseball Board.  

2. The Baseball Board will select the Head Coach for each team before the end of each recreational regular season schedule.  

3. The Head Coach will select his/her assistant coaching staff.  



SELECTION OF PLAYERS 


1. Each recreational Head Coach will nominate players from his/her team to be considered for the all-star team.  Those nominations should be sent to the League Commissioners by the midpoint of the recreational season. 

2. The selected All-Star Head Coach will use these lists as a reference point for selecting the team.  The Head Coach may select players from this list or may select other players if he/she decides to do so.  Head Coaches are strongly encouraged to choose from these lists.    

3. The Head Coach will choose the players that make up the team roster.   

4. A Head Coach is not required to select a player from each team.  The Head Coach should be selecting the players who will best represent the MPAA Baseball program.  








UNIFORMS 

1. MPAA Baseball Director and Uniform Coordinator areresponsible for ordering the uniform for all teams.  This will include the helmet, jersey (game and practice), pants, hat, belt, socks, and bat bag.  

2. All cost for the uniforms will be responsibility of the parent/guardian and factored into the overall All-Star cost.  MPAA will not provide any financial assistance for uniforms. A team or player may do outside fundraising and apply fundraiser amounts to overall All-Star cost for individual player (personal fundraising) or team (sponsorship for team dues, i.e. tournament entry fees).   


TOURNAMENTS 

1. MPAA Baseball will cover the entry fee for each team participating in the Panther Invitational and Abigail Tournament held at Mountain Park Park.  That entry fee will be paid directly by the park to the park.  The cost for all other tournaments entered by all all-star team will be the responsibility of the team. The head coach will sign up for tournaments in the surrounding area, i.e. GrandSlam, Titan, 17 Baseball, RBIm etc. Once logged into your account and the tournament fee is placed in cart, please email the Park President and Baseball Director with this information so the entry fee can be paid in full. 

2. All all-star teams will be required to participate in the Panther Invitational and Abigail Tournament.  No exceptions unless a league is not formed for an All-Star teams respective age group, i.e. 12U. Then the head coach will participate in other tournaments in the surrounding area, i.e. GrandSlam, Titan, 17 Baseball, RBI, etc. If you need help looking up tournaments, please email your League Commissioner and the Baseball Director.  

3. For a list of available tournaments, please contact your League Commissioner or the Baseball Director.  

4. The Baseball Board will decide if the park wants to bid to host any of the District Tournaments.  

5. The Baseball Board will appoint a person to be responsible for the management of all tournaments hosted by MPAA.  





TIME COMMITMENT FOR ALL STARS 

1. Anyone interested (player or coach) in participating in the all-star program should be able to   
   commit to being a part of the team from approximately May 20th to July 1st.  The commitment 
   could go longer if your team makes it to a state tournament.  If you are unable to commit to   
   this time table, please think twice before making the commitment.  

2. Teams will practice 3 to 4 times a week during this period and potentially play every weekend.  
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DEVELOPMENTAL TEAM
(6U)

The developmental team has been established to encourage the top talent in our Coach Pitch recreational league to continue to participate in the league rather than leave the program to pursue travel baseball.

General Rules 

1. There will be two (2) 6U Developmental teams. The roster for each team will be set at 12 players.
  
2. The team will have a minimum of 3 coaches on staff.  The max number of coaches on staff will be 5.  All coaches will be approved by the baseball board.  

3. There will be a head coach for each team.  These two head coaches will work together to develop the program for the teams.   

4. All players participating on the developmental teams must be currently registered to play in 6U Coach Pitch at Mountain Park for the season.  

5. All players must be in good standing with MPAA as well.    

6. The focus of this team will be player development.  The players will be taught advanced baseball fundamentals.  The experience will be similar to a Coach Pitch travel team experience.  

7. Over the course of the recreational season, the developmental teams will practice once per week.

8. The coaches for this team will work together as a unit to ensure each child receives maximum individual attention.

9. If a player or coach misses one MPAA scheduled recreational game or practice to attend a developmental team outing, that player or coach will receive a warning from the Baseball Board.    Exception:  recreational team cage outings and recreational practices not on the MPAA schedule.   These outings can be missed if they conflict with a developmental team outing.  

10. If a second absence occurs, that player or coach will be removed from the developmental team.  The recreational team always takes precedence.    

11. A player may not register in the recreational program simply to gain access to this team.  If the baseball board becomes aware of a developmental player or coach missing practices and games for unexplained reasons, removal from the developmental team may occur.  

12. These teams will have 1 practice per week in addition to recreational team practices and games.  It is important that you can make the time commitment for both before trying out for this team.  

13. This team will begin practice shortly after tryouts and will finish up at the end of the recreational regular season schedule.  As of the last day of the recreational regular season schedule, these teams will disband to allow players an opportunity to focus on recreational playoffs.  

14. The developmental team is not associated with the all-star teams that will be constructed at the end of the recreational season.  There will be players on the developmental team that will make an all-star team and there may be players that do not.  There are players in the recreational program that may not participate on the developmental team but will make an all-star team.  .  

15. There will be an additional registration fee paid to the park by each player in this program.    

16. All costs associated with this team will be covered by the team.  MPAA will only provide limited field time for practice and insurance coverage for the team.  

All players interested in trying out for this team should be self-motivated and have a strong work ethic.  It is not enough for a parent to simply want their child to play on this team.  The child should want it as well.  





Player selection Process 

1. All players interested in participating on this team may attend the tryout.  

2. A player interested in attending the tryout may sign-up for the tryout the day of.  There will be a sign-up sheet located at the check-in table.  

3. The tryout time and date will be provided via email through Sports Engine to all registered players in 6U Coach Pitch by the Baseball Director. 

4. All players will be notified if they made the team or not within 72 hours of the tryout.  





Coach selection Process 

1. All coaches interested in head coaching a team will need to contact the League Commissioner and Baseball Director. 

2. Assistant coaches will be selected by the head coaches.  Once selected, the baseball board will make a final approval of all coaches before the staff is announced.  

3. All coaches must be in good standing with the baseball board and the MPAA board to be considered for a role on this team.  

4. You must be a head coach in the recreational program to be considered for the head coach of a developmental team. Assistant coaches may be current assistant coaches in the recreational program or parent(s) of a player who makes the team.














DEVELOPMENTAL TEAM
(8U)

The developmental team has been established to encourage the top talent in our Pee Wee recreational league to continue to participate in the league rather than   leave the program to pursue travel baseball.

General Rules 

1. There will be two (2) developmental teams in 8U Pee Wee. 
a. One 7U team with a roster set to 12 players
b. One 8U team with a roster set to 12 players.  
2. Each team will have a minimum of 3 coaches on staff.  The max number of coaches on staff will be 5.  All coaches will be approved by the baseball board. 
3. There will be a lead coach from the 7U age group and a lead coach from the 8U age group.  These two coaches will work together to develop the program for the team.   

4. All players participating on the developmental team must be registered to play in their respective age group in recreational Pee Wee program at Mountain Park.  Playing age 7U kids must play in the 7U league, Playing age 8U kids must play in the 8U league.  No playing age 6 year olds will be allowed to participate in this program.

5. All players must be in good standing with MPAA as well.    

6. The focus of these teams will be player development.  The players will be taught advanced baseball fundamentals and pitching mechanics.  The experience will be similar to a travel team practice experience.  

7. Over the course of the recreational season, the developmental team may play/participate in USSSA style tournaments.  The goal is to participate in 1-2 tournaments per season weather and recreational scheduling permitting.  

8. The coaches for this team will work together as a unit to ensure each child receives maximum individual attention.

9. If a player or coach misses one MPAA scheduled recreational game or practice to attend a developmental team outing, that player or coach will receive a warning from the Baseball Board.    Exception:  recreational team cage outings and recreational practices not on the MPAA schedule.   These outings can be missed if the conflict with a developmental team outing.  

10. If a second absence occurs, that player or coach will be removed from the developmental team.  The recreational team always takes precedence.    

11. A player may not register in the recreational program simply to gain access to this team.  If the baseball board becomes aware of a developmental player or coach missing practices and games for unexplained reasons, removal from the developmental team may occur.  

12. These teams will have 1 practice per week in addition to recreational team practices.  It is important that you can make the time commitment for both before trying out for this team.  

13. This team will begin practice shortly after tryouts and will finish up at the end of the recreational regular season schedule.  As of the last day of the recreational regular season schedule, these teams will disband to allow players an opportunity to focus on recreational playoffs.  

14. The developmental team is not associated with the all-star teams that will be constructed at the end of the recreational season.  There will be players on the developmental team that will make an all-star team and there may be players that do not.  There are players in the recreational program that may not participate on the developmental team but will make an all-star team.  

15. There will be an additional registration fee paid to the park by each player in this program.    

16. All cost associated with this team will be covered by the team.  MPAA will only provide limited field time for practice and insurance coverage for the team.  

All players interested in trying out for this team should be self-motivated and have a strong work ethic.  It is not enough for a parent to simply want their child to play on this team.  The child should want it as well.  




Player selection Process 

1. All players interested in participating on this team may attend the tryout.  

2. A player interested in attending the tryout may sign-up for the tryout the day of.  There will be a sign-up sheet located at the check-in table.  

3. The tryout time and date will be provided via email through Sports Engine to all registered players in 8U PeeWee by the Baseball Director.  

4. All players will be notified if they made the team or not within 72 hours of the tryout.  





Coach selection Process 

1. All coaches interested in coaching this team will need to contact the League Commissioner and Baseball Director.  
2. Assistant coaches will be selected by the lead 7U coach and the lead 8U coach.  Once selected, the baseball board will make a final approval of all coaches before the staff is announced.  

3. All coaches must be in good standing with the baseball board and the MPAA board to be considered for a role on this team.  

4. You must be a head coach in the recreational program to be considered for the head coach of a developmental team. Assistant coaches may be current assistant coaches in the recreational program or parent(s) of a player who makes the team. Note: if no current head coaches wish to lead either team, an assistant coach may lead a team. Again, this must be approved by the Baseball Board and Baseball Director.
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
