Email Correspondence/Action Since Last Board Meeting
5/4/21:  Matt Hughes asked the Senior Eskymo players to get applications to us for scholarships.  We have only received one application.  Will finalize scholarships at next board meeting.  Matt has also provided recommendations for two players for the Provo Award.  The selection committee will finalize this today and Andy will hand out the award at the Eskymo banquet on Wednesday.  
5/4/21:  The person interested in the tents has made an offer and will be dropping off a check to Mike Sands.  


New Business:
1. 4th of July parade:  Haven’t heard if it will be occurring.  Many board members will be out of town for the 4th of July.  Decided to not participate in the parade, should it be held. 
2. Try Hockey for Free:  Planning to organize ourselves.  Will plan details at the August board meeting.  Could use the radio to advertise.  At a minimum, need skates, helmet, and gloves.  Consider the second week of ice.
3. Goalie clinic:  Stanaway is planning to do a clinic for us.  He is waiting on other associations, but will pencil us in for something.   We need to get anyone interested to attend, not just the goalies.  We have a goalie shortage.
4. Scholarships:  Following scholarships were awarded: Provo Award – Nick Kolich, Kerstin – Nick Kolich, Versailles – Nobody was eligible (needed to have been a ref).  Need a copy of his schedule and then checks will be cut.
5. Fall Hockey Camp/Power Skating Clinic: Looking into different clinics.  Power Skating (Kim) doesn’t offer anything for IP – instead game specific skating.  Each age group would be done individually.  Waiting on more info.  Mike spoke with Fedorov and he is willing to come up.  Mike will get a price.  Next Level Camp – Miranda forwarded email to board members with information to review.  Each player would get a jersey.  Could also do a coaching clinic. This could possibly be a fund raiser.  Miranda will see if the 1st week in November is available so the older players could make it and it wouldn’t conflict with football.  
6. Procedure for moving up players early: Consider adding something to the bylaws – parents need to submit their request by August 1st.  
7. Spring Hockey Requests: Miranda expressed a concern that there were a few 3rd year mites that were practicing at the IP level for spring hockey.  She noted that 2 years ago, spring hockey was decided by birth year.  Consider looking at the numbers prior to Spring Break and take this concern into consideration for next year.  Need to communicate better what ages will be practicing together.  
8. New logo for the ice:  Andy sent out a price request.  An 8x4 logo would be $160 plus shipping and tax.  The logo will match our new jerseys.  Mike motioned to allow Andy to spend up to $300 on the new logo.  Miranda seconds.  All approve.  
9. Open Treasurer position:  Sara’s term is up this July and she does not wish to continue.  Miranda has a potential candidate that she will talk to regarding this position.
