ARENA UPDATES: - Caryn Rooney, Bob Montrose
Mrs. Rooney from the Rochester Recreation Center was present to discuss current rink and facility projects. Mrs. Rooney states the new baords and ice on the north rink is approximately 95% complete, still needs parimeter nets, external dasher boards and some glass sections installed. The sounds system has been updated to match the south rink. Mrs. Rooney discussed the World Juniors program coming to town this winter. Rochester will be hosting 2 teams with their home rink being at the Rec Center. Other teams will be placed throughout the state. Volunteering needs are needed, Mrs. Rooney is asking for RYHA’s assistance to get information out regarding volunteer opportunities. Mrs. Rooney discussed the last item needing to be updated on the north rink in order to make that rink more game ready is a new scoreboard. The current scoreboard is very old and outdated.
