Presentation of Regional Meeting Minutes/Updates

State Meets - 
A. 
With the number of gymnasts increasing at the XCEL levels, the committee discussed how to schedule the State Championships. Bids for hosting Championships are now being accepted. All State Championships should be held in an outside facility with the exception of the Level 2 & XB Championships.

The committee set the State Championship dates as follows:
March 9-10 – Level 3-5

March 16-17 – Level 6-10 & XD-XSapphire 

April 6-7 – Level XG & XP

April 27-28 – XS 

May 4-5 – Level 2 & XB (may be held at an inside facility)

The committee discussed the price of state meets vs. the cost of running a meet. 
Recommendation: For the 2023-2024 season, the head tax for State competitions be increased to $5 per athlete.
