"Once you as a parent are assured the team is a safe
environment, release your child to the coach and to the game.
That way all successes are theirs, all failures are theirs." And
discussion on the ride home can be about a song on the radio
or where to stop for a bite to eat. By the time you pull into the
driveway, the relationship ought to have transformed from
keenly interested spectator and athlete back to parent and
child: "We loved watching you play. ... Now, how about that
homework?"
