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Coach Compliance Items

For baseball and softball teams that are already formed for the 2024 Season:
Coaches - there is no need to wait to get your safety certifications into our safety officer. Every coach and team manager that volunteers in those roles for their volunteer credits with CAA MUST have a current background check, abuse certification/Safesport, and concussion training certification. Abuse certification is valid for 2 years while concussion certification is valid for 3. Background checks need to be completed every two seasons as well. While teams are limited to 4 credited volunteer positions each season, we know other parents often want to help. Any parent/volunteer that is not using this time for volunteer credit but wants to help at practices still needs to complete a background check. Any coach that plans to be in the dugout in any capacity needs to complete the abuse certification and concussion training regardless of volunteer credits.  These items are required BEFORE any coach can attend or assist with practices, including in the Dome. If you are unsure what current certifications you have are on file with CAA, please reach out to our safety officer. Head coaches - please share your list of assistant coaches/managers with the safety officer before the dome practices begin.
