
The Golden Bears enter the 2021 season on the heels of the most unprecedented season in modern 
Upper Arlington Baseball history. As the 2020 Golden Bears were making their final preparations to 
head south for their Spring Break trip, the season came to a screeching halt due to the Covid-19  
Pandemic. The 2020 campaign would ultimately be canceled in its entirety, and the Golden Bears  
did not complete a baseball season for the first time since 1941.

While it is never easy to say goodbye to a senior class, the 2020 class left a lasting legacy for our  
program. Despite missing their final season on the field, their efforts during the 2019 campaign  
and leadership through adversity have promoted a culture of resilience that will be felt by all  
future Golden Bears.

The 2021 season will mark the final season played at the Golden Bears temporary home field behind 
Tremont Elementary. With field displacement and the unknowns of the pandemic, the Golden Bears 
continue to navigate uncharted territory. The Bears continue to rely heavily on the stability of a deep 
Senior class to lead and navigate through these times.

Only graduating five Seniors from the 2020 roster, the Golden Bears return several pieces of what 
was expected to be an exciting 2020 lineup. Returning 13 Seniors, 3 Juniors, and a Sophomore from 
last year’s roster, the Bears will lean on their Senior depth at the plate, in the field, and on the mound 
for a successful 2021 campaign.

The Golden Bears open their season March 27 in Latrobe, Pennsylvania vs. Greater Latrobe  
High School. Following the opening weekend, the Bears will be battle tested  
early with non-league contests slated versus Hilliard Bradley,  
Olentangy Berlin, Canal Winchester, Pickerington North, New Albany,  
and Dublin Jerome. The Bears will then enter league play in year one of  
the Ohio Capital Conference realignment in a power filled Central-Division,  
including the likes of Hilliard Bradley, Hilliard Davidson,  
Dublin Coffman, Olentangy Liberty, and Olentangy Orange.  
OCC play is set to begin April 12 in which the Bears will look  
to defend their OCC-Central title from 2019.
