
​ Introduction to BSC Referee Program​  

 

Bolingbrook Soccer Club is a 501c3 non-profit organization established in 1978. The organization 
proudly provides a premier youth soccer experience for players in Bolingbrook and surrounding areas. 

Bolingbrook Soccer Club administers Recreational and Travel Soccer Programs that support over 900 
players. As part of these programs, the BSC requires Center (CR) and Assistant Referees (AR).  BSC is 
supporting the community by providing entry level candidates the opportunity to start working and be 
trained “on the job” as a referee in our Recreational Program.  They have potential to gain experience, 
get certified, and become a Grassroots Referee for our Travel Soccer Program, if they choose. 

RECREATIONAL PROGRAM REFEREES REQUIREMENTS 

Requirements to participate on the Recreational program are as follows: 

•​ Minimum age is 12 years old / Preferred age is 13 years old (Parental supervision at games for 
Referee ages 12-13 as per Dept. of Labor Law) 

•​ Procure Referee Uniform, Flags, Yellow/Red Cards, and Whistle. 
•​ Candidates must Sign up to AssignRefs.com. 
•​ Candidates must Complete all referee registration forms on AssignRefs.com. 
•​ New referees and recreational referees not certified by US Soccer must register and attend one 

Recreational Referee Training Class. 

Being a recreational program referee has many advantages including but not limited to 

•​ Training with experienced refs. 
•​ Opportunity to improve physical stamina. 
•​ Opportunity to learn and practice effective communication. 
•​ Opportunity to learn and practice quick decision making. 
•​ Develop or improve patience. 
•​ Develop attention to detail. 
•​ Get paid for your services. 

TRAVEL PROGRAM REFEREES REQUIREMENTS 

Requirements for Recreational Program Referees to participate in the BSC Travel Program: 

•​ At least 1 season of experience as Recreational Program Referee Preferred 

•​ Minimum age of thirteen years old (Parental supervision at games for Referee age 13 as per Dept. 
of Labor Law) 

•​ Must obtain US Soccer certification as Grassroots Referee through the Illinois Soccer Referee

USSF certification opens the door to more refereeing opportunities beyond Recreational 
Games. 

The Bolingbrook Soccer Club (BSC) certification limits referees to Recreational Games only. 

We encourage parents to consider their child’s maturity, confidence, interest, and understanding of the game 
before registering for USSF certification. 

BSC assigns all Recreational Games and Assistant Referees (ARs) for Travel Games.​
 We use SNG Assigning for Center Referees (CRs) in the Travel Program.
