On successful completion of the course, candidates will eceive a Grassroots Referee license for the current registration year. Once the license and badge are received,
Grassroots referees can officiate competitive, small-sided or recreational youth and amateur adult matches.

« 13yearsorolder
« Have held a Grassroots license for aminimum of one (1) year within the last 3 registration years
