To rent gear, please bring two checks—one for the rental fee and one for the deposit. (The deposit 
check will be destroyed once gear is returned in good condition.)

Each player will need their own skates, stick, and HECC-certified neck laceration 
protection, as these items are not included in the rental gear. (Sticks are not required for 
the first two weeks.) 

 

Equipment Tips: 

• Label the front of your player’s helmet with their first name using hockey tape. 
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• Coaches will hold a stick-fitting session at the first practice where sticks are required. For 
this age group, a straight-blade stick is recommended. (YouTube is a great resource for 
learning how to properly tape a stick.) 
 

• Skate Fit Tip: Hockey skates usually fit one size smaller than your player’s regular shoes. If 
you are purchasing hockey skates for the first time, be sure to visit a pro shop to ensure the 
best fit. 
 

• Local gear options: Pure Hockey and Scheels.

First Day Details – Sunday, November 16 

Please arrive early to check in, pick up your player’s jersey, and allow extra time to get dressed. 

Make sure your player uses the restroom before gearing up! 

We recommend watching from the mezzanine or away from the glass or ice 
entrances. Spectating from the bench area is not allowed. 

It can be tough for our youngest skaters to stay focused when parents are nearby—please give them 
space to build confidence and independence. However, we ask that you do stay and keep an eye 
out in case your player needs help exiting the ice at any time during practice. 

After practice, we’ll hold a brief parent meeting in the north end of the IcePlex lobby.
