WGBA TRAVEL/REC REFUND POLICY
Registration is now open for TRAVEL and REC leagues. With so many unknowns going into our season we want

to be clear regarding our refund policy for the 2020-2021 season. If the season is canceled before it starts we
will offer a full refund, the only exception being 4th-grade travel uniform cost. If the season is shortened, we
will offer a pro-rated refund based on the amount of season that is lost due to COVID-19.
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
