Some of you may have seen the picture on the right there. For those that didn’t the overall jist of the situation was that the Texas East Pitcher had a fastball get away from him and it hit the Oklahoma player in the face.  The Oklahoma player went down and was on the ground in visible pain for several minutes.  After composing himself and getting up, he was awarded first base.  As the next batter was getting ready to get into the batters box, the Texas East pitcher was visibly shaken by what had happen and was sobbing. The Oklahoma player who had just been hit in the Blue there, walked over to the mound and told the Texas East pitcher that he was ok and tried to reassure him that everything was fine and encouraged the pitcher to get back on the mound.  That’s true sportsmanship.
