· The holiday season was pleasantly quiet. 

· John Braaten and I attended North Shore Baseball’s board meeting December 14. We provided answers to several items which are part of their new launch with B.C. Baseball.

· I also have concluded discussions with White Rock with respect to their direction for 2017. I’m satisfied we have assisted them in moving closer on their full transition as they continue to work through the operational side of their organization.

· Kyle Williams who has the new position of “Baseball B.C. Championships Coordinator” reached out to me asking various related questions on communication between our organization and Baseball B.C. to discuss their programming on championships towards Westerns and Nationals. I have directed Kyle to our division directors who will provide that communication.

· The Nanaimo Minor Baseball Association along with other Island associations is hosting and organizing the first “Island Coaching Conference and Players Clinic” February 3-5. I would like to see this event supported not only locally but from all points throughout Vancouver Island. Several individuals have spent a great deal of time working towards this in efforts to provide a good experience for all those attending.

· In December I attended the Cloverdale/Newton/North Delta/Surrey Minor 13U AA Interlock meeting, in part as Richmond City President and also 1st VP of BC Baseball. Orville also attended as the BC Baseball 13U Division Chair. The Interlock has two concerns. One being the size of this in 2016 had grown to 21 teams in the Lower Mainland and will see an increase with White Rock and North Shore adding more teams to the mix and may project to 25 teams in 2017. The other concern was the competitiveness or lack thereof of teams and disparity from year-to-year. Though BC Baseball does not directly govern this Spring Interlock there was quality conversation and looks like the Interlock may take a page from hockey and create a balancing aspect and re-tiering after certain number of games. There was a large discrepancy in the past of overall team skills and this may help aide in creating more balanced/competitive games going forward. Geographical concerns were also raised but not the biggest concern from those who attended. Trying something new and what seems to work in another sport may benefit association teams going forward.

· I also attended along with Mike Sarai North Shore Baseball Association’s December Board meeting. The Board is very well versed and still finding its comfort area with BC Baseball as it is a change from Little League. I felt Mike and I were able to answer many of their questions and look forward with working with them in the years to come.
