• Replacement of an ageing timing system, allowing FAST to host regional and provincial races 
throughout the year. 

• Coaching tablets and video review equipment, providing easy access to our athletes and coaches at 
the end of their training day. 

• Continuous maintenance and replacement of the hardware (gates, drills, dye, etc.) needed to run the 
best race program possible. 

• Medals, prizes, and awards for the Friends of FAST race series.
