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Page-Specific Guidance for “Calendar”

At the bottom of the calendar you will see a button that says “Show Tag Menu”. If you click on this button, you will see
a tag “tree” that looks something like this (items may or may not be checked by default):

Hide Tag Menu

The content of the calendar is driven by the tags selected. Tag definitions are as follows:
=  Qur Teams (2018): Selecting this will put ALL GAMES (Varsity, VR, and JV) on the calendar.
= Varsity: Selecting this tag will put ALL VARSITY TEAM ACTIVITIES on the calendar. This includes practices,
games, weight lifting, etc.
= VR: Same as Varsity, but for the Varsity Reserve team activities.
= JV: Same as Varsity, but for the Junior Varsity team activities.
= Events: These are Booster Club items including meetings, fundraisers, etc.

You may select as many or as few of the tags as you want in order to get the calendar that works for you. At that point
you can print it, or even subscribe to it as an RSS or iCal feed.

Mobile Apps
The website utilizes responsive design, so it does work on mobile devices... but if you prefer, you can set up app

shortcuts on your phone and/or tablet for any/all teams. The “download app” is the SportsEngine app which is available
for free in the Google Play Store or Apple App Store.
