NEW BUSINESS:

New PC and Quickbooks for treasurer.  Brian made a motion that we spend up to $500 for a PC and Antivirus protection – Cory 2nd. Motion carried.  (follow up - We payed $300.64 for the new PC and 
$26.79 for the antivirus software)  NOTE: We also discussed maybe making the Treasurer's records simpler - Tonya will investigate.  Tonya has the debit card with the checkbook.

Communication:  Holly will put on our Facebook page and Loretta will put on our Web page and Cory will send a email out to all Cardinal Power family's stating that we are still taking registration for the summer season and we are waving the late fee for April. But we are encouraging them to sign up and if the season is cancelled then we will refund back their money but not the $100 tourney work fee.

Summer Teams Outlook:  For 8u- we have 17 girls which we will have 2 teams and play on Monday night.
10u- 9 girls so we will have 1 team and they play on Wednesday.
12u- 14 girls we will have 1 team and they play just Thursday.
14u- 9 girls they will play Monday and Wednesday

Kelsey is checking on what it would cost to get logos in a small amount.  We also talked about going to sublimated shirts.  Do we want to do it this year or just start with the 8u girls?  With sublimated shirts we do not have to worry about if that same shirt is in stock.  Kelsey is also going to check to see how much each jersey shirt will cost.

Field Prep: Brian is going to ask the Baseball association if they will do it again this year.

Fairmont Tourney:  With the COVID19 epidemic going on we as a board decided to move the Fairmont tournament to July 18th and 19 which were our rain dates. The board decided that if the season opens up people might not be too anxious to get out the second week in June. Motion carried.  Cory will call Ron Morris and CER for the change of dates.  So far we have 10 teams signed up and Glen Moeller will change the date on the websites and get ahold of the teams that have signed up.

Corporate sponsorship: Tim Terfehr says to wait in May to see what we are doing for the season and businesses are struggling right now with the economy.
