MATCHUP WITH MADISON

LAST GAME - CHICAGO: The Chicago Steel beat the Madison Capitols 2-0 in Game 2 of the
Eastern Conference Semifinals on Monday at Fox Valley Ice Arena, pushing the best-of-three
series to a deciding Game 3 on Tuesday, May 3 at Fox Valley Ice Arena. The Steel special teams
made a difference as the Chicago power play went 1-for-3 (33.3%) and the shorthanded unit
posted a perfect 3-for-3 (100%) game. Chicago trailed 26-24 in shots on goal but limited Madison
to single-digit shots in the first and third periods. Netminder Christian Manz totaled a 26-save
shutout, the first of his USHL career. Sam Lipkin and Joe Miller each picked up goals in the
victory.

LAST GAME - MADISON: The Madison Capitols were shut out 2-0 in Game 2 of the Eastern
Conference Semifinals against the Chicago Steel on Monday at Fox Valley Ice Arena, bringing the
best-of-three series to a 1-1 tie. Despite out-shooting the Steel 26-24, Madison could not reach
the back of the net. The Capitols power play was o-for-3 (0.0%) and the shorthanded unit went
2-for-3 (66.7%) in the loss. Goaltender Simon Latkoczy made 22 stops in his first loss of the
2022 Clark Cup Playoffs.

AGAINST THE CAPITOLS: The Steel are 32-9-4-0 in regular season franchise history against
the Madison Capitols with a 17-4-1-0 mark as the home team. Chicago went 6-2-2-0 against the
Capitols during the 2021-2022 regular season including a 4-1-0-0 mark at Fox Valley Ice Arena.

LIVAN’ LARGE: Steel defenseman Jake Livanavage leads the team with three points (3A)
through the first two games of the Eastern Conference Semifinals against Madison. The University
of North Dakota-bound blueliner set the Steel franchise record for single-season assists by a
defenseman with 42 helpers through 61 regular season games.

SHUT THE DOOR: Monday’s 26-save whitewash from Steel goaltender Christian Manz was
the first postseason shutout by a Steel netminder since May 19, 2017 in Game 3 of the Clark Cup
Final when Ales Stezka made 27 stops against the Sioux City Musketeers to earn a 3-0 win at
Fox Valley Ice Arena.

ALL CAPS: Monday night’s 2-0 shutout loss was the first time during the 2022 Clark Cup
Playoffs that Capitols forward Nick DeSantis was held off the scoresheet. The Cornell
University commit has picked up four assists over four games during postseason play after
racking up 45 points (15G, 30A) through 60 regular season games. Goaltender Simon Latkoczy
suffered just his second career loss in the playoffs on Monday, bringing his postseason record to
10-2-0-0 combined between the 2021 postseason with the Chicago Steel and the current playoffs
with Madison.
