Registration is $300 per child, plus a $150 parent participation fee. We ask that
each family volunteer a minimum of 10 hours throughout the season. The
parent participation fee will be refunded to you at the end of the season,
providing the 10 hours have been completed; or you can choose to roll it over
to the next year’s registration fee.

Our first practice is Monday, August 4th (5:30pm-7:30pm); however, on the
first day — we ask that everyone arrive a little earlier, no later than 5:00pm for
opening announcements and blessing before releasing the kids to their
respective teams.

Refunds: Refunds are given to any family who decides that football/cheeris
not for them up to Friday, August 15th. No refunds after this deadline will be
honored. We must be notified prior to your child leaving practice if you choose
not to continue into the season. Full refunds will be processed and mailed out
accordingly. We are busy these first few weeks preparing for the season and
making sure certification books are ready for Jamboree so we cannot move
this deadline.
