Team Check In: Please be at the Sheboygan Lakers Ice Center at least 45 minutes before game
time. Teams should be ready to go on the ice 15 minutes prior to your designated times.
Locker Rooms: Locker room assignments will be noted when entering the rink.

Players’ Benches: If you are in Locker Room 1 or 2, you will use the visitor’s bench. If you are in
Locker Room 3 or 4, you will use the home bench.

Time of Game: Regulation play will be 12 minute stop time periods (15 minutes for PeeWee and
Bantam), with at least a 3 minute warm-up. The clock will go to running time after the first
period whenever a 5-goal lead is maintained.
