On behalf of the 245 current women and men who participate in the Juneau Adult Hockey Association, our board of directors supports construction of additional sheets of ice in the City and Borough of Juneau. 

Additional ice availability in Juneau supports JAHA’s mission to promote the growth of adult competitive and recreational hockey and to provide the best possible experience for all participants by encouraging, developing, and advancing the sport. 
Additional sheets of ice will develop skating ability, not only for adult hockey players, but also for youth hockey players, figure skaters, and recreational skaters through increased ice availability. It will also increase participation in existing hockey tournaments such as the Juneau Jamboree, the King Salmon classic, and the Rainforest Classic. It may also advance Juneau’s potential for hosting high-profile tournaments such as the Arctic Winter Games.
