Coach’s Code of Conduct

Updated 3/23

It is the goal of CAA Diamond Sports to provide a positive experience in which we can fuel our children’s passion for the sports of Baseball and Softball.  As a coach, the responsibility rests with you to create the framework for a successful and rewarding season.  You should be aware that you have tremendous influence on your players, so how you teach and conduct yourself will be equally, if not more important than what you teach.  
Please read the Code of Conduct before registering to coach each season.  Each participant, parent, and coach are required to acknowledge the Code of Conduct online before the season begins and must abide by the Code of Conduct throughout the entire season. 
Your adherence to this Code of Conduct will promote fair play and good sportsmanship for the good of all players, parents, coaches, and umpires.  Know that your team’s reputation is built not only on playing ability but also on its sportsmanship, courtesy, and manner.

1) I will remember that children participate in sports to have fun and that the game is for youth, not the adults.

2) I will place the emotional and physical well-being of all players, including the those on the opposing team, ahead of my personal desire to win.
3) I will emphasize that doing one’s best, fair competition, and skill development are more important than winning.
4) I will treat each and every player equally, including providing for the same opportunity for participation and skills development during practices.  I will adhere to the CAA sport and age-level guidelines for playing time and player rotation during league games and tournaments that provides the players a fun experience while also fostering a competitive and team-building atmosphere.

5) I will be responsible for, monitor, and take appropriate action when necessary to assure the proper conduct and behavior of my team, coaches, parents, and fans (as stated in the Code of Conduct policies).
6) I will be a positive role model for my players and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy and by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice, or other team event.

7) I will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as booing, taunting, or using profane language or gestures.

8) I will demand that my players treat other players, coaches, umpires and spectators with respect and courtesy regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.
9) I will respect the Umpires and their decisions, not openly criticize them, or tolerate my team criticizing them.  Open confrontations with the Umpires are a poor behavioral model for the players and parents.  The Umpires are in control of the game and will have the last word, even if it results in me being asked to leave the game (ejected).
10)  I understand that many judgement calls are not debatable or appealable, and I will teach my team how to accept discretionary calls that go against them, and work to overcome them.  All disputes that are taken up with the umpire will be handled in a respectful tone and manner.

11)  I understand that many umpires are “in training” and recognize that all umpires are human and will make mistakes, and I will give the umpires the respect their position deserves.
12)  I will teach each player and set an example to be humble in victory and proud and courteous in defeat.

13) I will provide instruction to players in a manner that is constructive and supportive.

14) I will know and comply with the rules of the game (including the intent and spirit of the rules).  I will teach my players to do the same.
15) I will follow CAA rules and policies at all times and ensure that my players do as well.
16) I will complete all required coach safety trainings in a timely manner.

17) I will show respect to all equipment, supplies and facilities, and demand that my players do also.  This includes having my team rake the field after all home games.

18)  I will demand an environment for the team that is free of alcohol, tobacco, and illegal drugs, and will refrain from their use at youth sports events.
19)  I will do my part to make the experience fun and positive for all players, parents, coaches, and umpires. 
I have read and understand the CAA Baseball/Softball Coaches’ Code of Conduct.  I understand that any violation of this code may result in disciplinary action being taken against me, up to and including removal from my coaching position.
