BYLAWS OF THE FOX VALLEY YOUTH BASEBALL LEAGUE
ARTICLE 1
Name

The name of the organization is the Fox Valley Youth Baseball League, hereafter referred to as the League.
ARTICLE 2

Purpose
The purpose of the League is to provide organized baseball for 13U, 14U, 15U, & 18U teams and players in the Fox Valley, WI area.  USSSA baseball will be promoted through the State Championships, World Series, and possibly individual activities.
ARTICLE 3

Affiliations

The League will be affiliated with USSSA Baseball, with the State Office located in Orland Park, IL.

ARTICLE 4

Membership

Member teams will be from the Fox Valley area including the counties of Brown, Outagamie, Winnebago, Waupaca, and Fond du Lac.  Member teams’ players will be from their school district or their own youth feeder program.  Any new towns/teams who want to join the League need to apply and get approval from the League’s board of directors.
ARTICLE 5
Officers & Responsibilities

The League will be made up of the following board members:

Section 1:
The Board of Directors will consist of the following:
A. President – The president will schedule and lead the Board of Directors meetings.  They will also be the communication between the League and the USSSA State Office and organize items involving USSSA such as the team’s insurance.
B. Vice-President – The VP will preside in all board meetings in the absence of the president.  The VP will also carry out duties that are delegated by the president and preside over any sub-committee meetings and report to the president.  The league commissioners will also report to the vice-president.
C. Secretary – The secretary will take and keep minutes in the board of directors.  They can also assist the president with the USSSA administrative issues.  

D. Treasurer – The treasurer will keep the financial records of the League and maintain the League’s bank/credit union account.  The treasurer will also be responsible for collecting League dues, paying the USSSA fees, insurance fee, trophies, and other incidentals.
E. Umpire-in-Chief – The umpire-in-chief will coordinate the umpire schedules for any league-sanctioned tournaments and assist in any umpire scheduling for League games if/when needed.  This position will also handle rules interpretations during games through the season.
F. 13U “AA” Commissioner – The commissioner for the 13U division will oversee making and maintaining the game schedule throughout the season and help organizing the Bob Boots tournament.  All rescheduled games will go through the commissioner.  Issues that arise from the coaches will be directed to the commissioner first and then forwarded to the board for discussion if need be.  
F. 14U “AA” & “A” Commissioner – The commissioner for the 14U divisions will oversee making and maintaining the game schedule throughout the season.  They will also organize the Greenville Summer Classic.  All rescheduled games will go through the commissioner.  Issues that arise from the coaches will be directed to the commissioner first and then forwarded to the board for discussion if need be. 
G. 18U “AA & A” Commissioner – The commissioner for the 18U division will oversee making and maintaining the game schedule throughout the season. They will also organize the Greenville Summer Classic. All rescheduled games will go through the commissioner.  Issues that arise from the coaches will be directed to the commissioner first and then forwarded to the board for discussion if need
H. Other responsibilities such as organizing and helping with the tournaments and playoffs will be assigned as the need arises and spread about the board.
Section 2: 
Qualifications of Board Members:
The positions on the Board of Directors are open to any individual person, coach, parent, or board member from any FVYBL organization’s board, or licensed umpire.  If the person is directly involved with one of our FVYBL organizations as a coach, parent, or board member that organization will receive one team in our league without fees (not including insurance).
Section 3:
Terms of the Board of Directors positions:

The term limits for the president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, and umpire-in-chief will be 2 years.  Term limits for the commissioners will be one year.  The president, secretary, & umpire-in-chief’s terms will end in odd-numbered years, and the vice-president and treasurer’s terms will end in even-numbered years.  Election of board members will be done annually in November at a Board of Directors meeting.  The existing board members will vote on the open positions.  Nominations for board positions will be due by November 1st every year.  Ideally, the commissioners will move up with his son if applicable & if there is an open position.  The commissioners would still need to be re-elected, however.  
Section 4:
Vacant board positions mid-term:
If a board position becomes open during mid-term for any reason, an interim member will be appointed by the president to serve the remaining term.  The position will then be voted on for the new term in November.  If the president’s position becomes open, the vice-president will serve as the interim president for the remainder of the term.  The position will also then be voted on in November to fill it for the next season.
ARTICLE 6

Board Meetings

Regular board of director meetings will be held throughout the year.  The schedule will be as follows:


August – Season review meeting



November – Election meeting



January – Board of Directors meeting – rules, new teams, USSSA issues...            

March – Full league meeting for dues and scheduling.

Special meetings:


The president can call a special meeting as needed.
