HIGH SCHOOL HANDBOOK INFO
• NO grades = NO play. Each player must be 

academically eligible to play.  We will run 
semester grades before SPRING practice 
and before FALL semester. 

• Playing time is not negotiated - It is 
EARNED.

HIGH SCHOOL HANDBOOK INFO
• Practice Requirements: Practice is an essential part of 

building a championship football program.  
⚬ 1 practice missed = 1 quarter out 
⚬ 2 practices missed = 1 half out 
⚬ 3 practices missed = out 1 game 
⚬ Game missed = suspension or removed from team

• Drug & Alcohol Policy: 
• First time caught = full suspension from team
• Second time caught = dismissal from team
