‭Fundraiser. This has been a very successful campaign for us. Proceeds are used to offset player and league fees, for‬
‭equipment purchases and maintenance, bus transportation, tournament fees and overall improvements to the program‬
‭including a capital project to reconfigure and install new LED lights at Bukolt Park. New LED lights will allow the Sixers to bid‬
‭to host Junior and Senior State Tournaments.‬

‭,‬ ‭If you host a State Tournament, your team automatically plays in the tournament.‬

‭●‬ ‭Cash Raffle Tickets are $10 each.‬
‭●‬ ‭Each raffle ticket includes a $10 coupon for $10 off a purchase of $30 or more at participating Stevens Point Sixers‬

‭baseball sponsors. The sponsors are listed on the right side of each ticket.‬
‭***These coupons are one time use and will be collected at the establishment for tracking purposes.‬

‭●‬ ‭Prizes range from $50 to $500.‬
‭●‬ ‭There are 34 payout spots.‬
‭●‬ ‭Each player is required to sell 100 tickets. This covers:‬

‭o‬ ‭The player’s American Legion player fee.‬
‭o‬ ‭Players receive a uniform which includes 2 personalized jerseys, 2 warm up shirts, a team baseball cap, and a‬

‭batting helmet with the Sixer decal.‬
‭***White pants w/Navy (or Black) piping down the side leg is the responsibility of the players.‬
‭***Returning players will receive a small credit if they do not need new personalized jerseys or a batting helmet‬
‭each year they play.‬

‭o‬ ‭The organization provides bus transportation to all away games which is especially helpful for our younger‬
‭players.‬

‭●‬ ‭Players who sell 101 (or more) tickets will receive $5 for each ticket sold above the 100 required.‬
‭●‬ ‭Any missing tickets or paid stubs that are not turned in will be the responsibility of the player to reimburse the Stevens‬

‭Point Sixers American Legion baseball organization the face value of each ticket.‬

‭●‬ ‭June 2nd – MANDATORY Post Tryout Player/Parent Meeting at Bukolt Park‬
‭●‬ ‭June 6th – First Juniors Home Game‬
‭●‬ ‭June 7th – First Seniors Home Game (unless SPASH is in the playoffs)‬
‭●‬ ‭LAST money turn in day – Friday, July 5th at the Firecracker Tournament‬
‭●‬ ‭DRAWING on Saturday, July 6th, 6:30 – 7:00 p.m. prior to the Seniors game at the Firecracker Tournament‬
‭●‬ ‭OR contacting a Sixers Board Member to turn in ticket stubs and money.‬
