
Haymarket Iceplex Locker Room Policy

This policy applies to all individuals using the Haymarket Iceplex locker rooms, including adults (coaches, team managers, supervising individuals, and others) using the locker rooms.

This policy specifically applies to open events, such as Stick and Shoot, Freestyle, or Public Skate.

PURPOSE:
The purpose of this policy is to maintain a safe, clean, and enjoyable environment for our guests.

NO PHOTOS OR VIDEOS ARE TO BE TAKEN IN THE LOCKER ROOMS.

Parents are responsible for the actions, behaviors, and safety of their minor children while they are in our facility.

Proper, full attire should be worn at all times while not in a locker room.
Ice hockey participants should get dressed and undressed in the designated locker room, not on benches in the walkways.

The Haymarket Iceplex will designate the following locker rooms for use during open events.

12 AND UNDER LOCKER ROOM
This locker room is for participants, male or female, 12 years old or younger and their parent or guardian.  Parents or guardians should be present in or near the locker room to oversee their player’s safety and conduct.  If the parent or guardian is also a participant, they should change their undergarments in the appropriate locker room prior to entering the 12 and under locker room.  12 and under female participants may use this locker room, or the women’s locker room.

13 AND OVER LOCKER ROOM
[bookmark: _Hlk214624260]This locker room is for male participants, 13 years old or older, including adults.  If the participant is a minor, a male parent or guardian should be present in or near the locker room to oversee their player’s safety and conduct.  If a male parent or guardian is not available, then a female parent or guardian should be near the locker room for their player’s safety and conduct.  Female participants, parents, or guardians are not permitted in this locker room.

WOMEN’S LOCKER ROOM (LOCKER ROOM 7)
This locker room is for female participants of any age.  If the participant is a minor, a female parent or guardian should be present in or near the locker room to oversee their player’s safety and conduct.  If a female parent or guardian is not available, then a male parent or guardian should be near the locker room for their player’s safety and conduct.
