with JayPro there was a 55$ fee, freight charge that was additional approved, Pancake 
Breakfast we collected $160 donation, 1338.00$ for Breakfast, ,  

● Report of Girls Coordinator ​we have 2 coaches for 1, 2, 3 and Grade 4, the Board Approved 
paid Coaches we have to figure out how we are going to do that, we also have two parents 
who have stepped up to help, we ordered 20 sticks from Lacrosse unlimited and we have to 
pick those up, we had 14 requests for sticks,  

● Report of Boys Coordinator ​we need to declare a 3​rd​ and 4​th​ Grade B team for scheduling 
purposes, we now have a grade 3 team and a grade 4 team and it used to be a combined 3-4 
team, there are a bunch of towns that have declared 5-6 combined teams which is a 
challenge for scheduling, numbers are increasing 20 in little warriors, 25 Grade 2; 3-13 and 
4-20 respectively, grade 5-17 players grade 6-32 players grade 7-20 grade 8-17, some kids 
got kicked up to the upper grade because of their age, there are 3 5​th​ graders who are 6​th 



grade age, we are feeling the 5​th​ graders should play on the 5​th​ grade team, are sticks at lax 
unlimited that are a top notch stick can be picked up for 39.99 to 69.99 the sting king stick is 
probably the best, we can also go directly to string king junior which is good through U 13, 
offer on the website we can post a message the deal with string king and you can save 20%, 
link on our website, last indoor session this weekend, evaluations scheduled to be done with 
non-parent evaluators,

difficult we need proper names of the fields, need to have all coaches names on both men’s 
and women’s side and add coaches rights to access, need names of team moms/dads, ticket 
for the Social is live right now, April 30 Sunday 5 – 8pm the Marketplace, coaches schedule 
practices and is not loaded on the site, once we roll over the fields with historical data we will 
see conflicts, need to get our tournament commitments to Mike, be aware of the time you 
send out messages, request to see Guilford Youth Lax stuff only, question if you can create a 
roster for games, roster per game for notification purposes,
