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2021 AZ Region Jr. Beach Program Overview

REGISTRATION

Registration for the Jr. Beach program can be completed by mailing this form
with payment of $20 to the AZ Region office OR online through your SportEngine
account. YOU WILL NEED TO BRING A MEDICAL RELEASE FORM WITH YOUR
FIRST TOURNAMENT THAT WE WILL KEEP ON FILE ALL SUMMER.

HOW IT WORKS

Teams are made up of two boys or two girls and are guaranteed a minimum of 3
matches depending on the number of teams in the tournament. If an age divi-
sion is represented by three or fewer teams, those teams may be asked to play
up an age division to ensure more matches. The teams moving up will still be
awarded medals for their appropriate age group.

Teams officiate their own matches. Officiating clinics will be conducted at the
beginning of each tournament. If there is a dispute, it will be settled by the Tour-
nament Director.

Teams earn points which is dictated by the number of teams in a division at each
tournament and their respective finish in each. Medals will be awarded to the
top two finishers in each age division at each tournament.

MATCH FORMAT

The tournament format will depend upon the number of teams and age division
and will be determined by the Tournament Director. Variations could include
one game rally score to 30, one game rally score to 21, one game rally score to
15 or two out of three games rally score to 15 or 21, third game to 15. All games
must be won by two points. Our goal is the most amount of play for our athletes
in the time parameters we have per tournament.

PARTNERS

Players do not register for the program as teams. Boys or girls sign up for individ-
ual tournaments with a partner. Individuals will be assigned points based on
their team’s finish.

COACHES

We understand coaches want to be involved in the training of their beach ath-
letes but please understand we have a defined amount of time to get through as
many matches as we can to make sure your athletes get lots of touches. If we
find you are slowing play down with excessive time outs, we will ask you to re-
move yourself from the tournament. This is for all the players including yours.

RULES DIFFERENCES AND OFFICIATING

Tournaments will be officiated using USA Volleyball Beach Rule & Regulations.
Officiating clinics will be conducted before the start of each tournament. Parents
and coaches are encouraged to attend these clinics to learn the rules differences.
The athletes officiate each other. There will not be AZ Region officials used in this
program. Please take time to understand the rules differences. Players are asked

to be diligent in both officiating and scorekeeping duties.

Alcohol consumption will not be permitted around Jr. Players per USA Volley-
ball Code of Ethics. This includes drinking alcohol around the Jr. Players.

COSTS

The Arizona Region Beach program fee is $20 per person which covers tourna-
ment insurance, site and admin fees. Participation in the program requires a
current USAV membership. For those not registered for club or outdoor play this
season a $15 Summer membership must be purchased. Tournament entry fees
are 510 per player for each tournament they chose to enter.
